Iéxhall Keene Withdraws at the Last
Mement =Welghing in a Troublesome
Procedure —Protest  Against  Thomas
Cverruled —Big Crowd to See Cantest,

Garpun Crry, Oct. 6.—“Who do you
tHink wil! «in the race?” has displaced all
other forms of salutation jn Nassau county,
f whith the third annual international
yaan for thy William K meh-r'mll, Jr.,
cup will be run to-morrow. The normal |
papulation of thé county was increased |
many tirees {o-day by the infux of the race
winiters, and there is scarcely a house any-
where near the cup course which will not
gheltcr rone extra inhabitants to-night.

Many of the 300,000 persons who are ex-
pected to witness the struggle to-morrow
will come to the' course by. special trains
leavingz Long Tsland City cvery hal{ hour
after 1 o'clock n the morning, while thou-
sands ‘'will come from New York in auto-
moli 1as. The Garden City Hotel alone !
will aore for 800 persons in the hotel, while |
more than 300 more will be cared for at H
Camp. Vanderbilt, which congists of forty
large dtents pitched on the hotel grounds,
each sent having sleeping accommoda-
tions fe r eight persons.

Sever teen of the eighteen cars entered
will :'lm‘ on their 207.1 miles journey in the
morning. ten times around the 20.71 miles
ocourse. Tho only absentoe will be Foxhall
Keene, wmho telegraphed Chairman Thomp-
son to-day “as follows  ‘Owinztoa cracked |
cylinder [ hereby withdraw my car.” All
of the othe rs had their cars weighed in to-
day by the judges of weighing. .

All that ,is needad to make the race a
success is @ood weather in the morning
and the wea ther forecaster predicts: “Sat-
urday gener: lly fair, with fresh southwest,
shifting to r orthwest, winds.” Tha rain
early this mc rning and at noon served t
lly whataver dust thers was on the course
and the brigh’ sun of the afternoon dried
up most of thy: puddles.

Every one hore is gratifiad at the action
of W. K. Vanderhilt, Jr., in overruling the
protest from Fiance against the 115 horse-
power Thomas with which Le Blon will
start first to-murrow morning. The pro-
test was refern>d to Mr. Vanderbilt as
referee of the rsce with power to make a
final decision. He and R. Thomas of
Buffald, maker of the protested racer,
met to-day and Mr. Thomas produced
evidenve that the car had heen constructed
entirely in this conntry of American ma-
terials. Mr. Vandarbilt then ruled against
the protest and onbled his decision to |
Chevalier Rene De Kuyff, president of the |
Sports Commission of the Automoile Club
of France, who had made the protest on
behalf of a French automobile manu-
facturer, who has no ear in the race and
never tried to enter one. All of the French
drivers and team managers are very much
pleased with Mr. Vanderbilts ruling against
the protest.

Mr. Vanderbilt made his firat informal
offer of the William K.Vanderbilt, Jr., cup
on January S, 1904, to A. R. Pardington,
who was chairman of the American Auto- |
mobile Association racing board at that
time. By the conditions of the deed of gift
the cup was to be raced for in Americathe
first two years and thereafterinthe country
of the car which won the race. French
cars won both the 1904 and 1905 contests,
but the Automobile Club of France refused
to run a race this year, as France would
be compelled to compete on an equality |
with all other countries.

As America finished seaond, so far ag the
nations represented were concerned, that |
left no alternativebut to run the 1906 contest |
in this country. The cup is thirty-one inches
in beight, including its wooden base, and is
made of 481 ounces of sterling silver. On
one side there is a portrait in relief of Mr,
Vanderbilt in his Mercedes racer, while the
other side bears this instription:

“Challenge Cup. Presented by William
K. Vanderbilt, Jr., to the American Auto-
mobile Association, under deed of gift, tohe
raced for yearly by cars under 1,000 kilos.”

) THE CARS WEIGH IN,

The Garden City villagers did not seem
to be as much interested in the weighing
in ceremonies for the Vanderbilt cup race
to-day as they did when the candidates for
the American team were weighed two
weeks ago. ‘Lhere were quie a few inter-
ested spectators all day, but they appeared
more nke autcmobilists than citizens of
this véry exclusive little place. Frank
Bray's scales~on Hiiton avenue, within a
few npundred yards of the uarden City |
Hotel, were used mgain and were the cause
of even more grief and astonishment to
egome of the foreigners than they were to
sever al of the American drivers two weeks 1
ago. Many of them asserted that the
soales must surely be wrong, as their cars
had never weighed go much abroad, Duray
of the_rrench team oeing one of the most |
vehément protest ers,

The oars were weighed under the direc-
tion of the A. A. A. judges of weighing,
Henry rord, S. A. Miles, E. T. Birdsall and
George Dupuy. All of the eighteen cars
entered for to-morrow’'s race were weighed
ex cept. Foxhall Keene's Mercedes, so that |
Germany will have but two representatives
{0 _to-morrow's international struggle.
Eigh teen cars were weighed, however, as
ope of the two Thomas racers that failed
to quanty in the elimination trials was
weigbed upon the request of E. R. Thomas
of Bultalo.

The foreigners in particular were very
early on the scene, most of them having
shown up before noon. There was con-
siderable of a mixup over the question
of weighing the brackets used to carry the
detachable rims with which most of the
foreign cars are equipped. At first the
drivers were told the brackets need not be
weighed but a little later were informed
they must have the brackets weighed if they |
ingended to use them during the race.
Afeer & consultation between Chairman
Thompeon, A. L. Riker of the technical
adv ieers and the jud‘l’ﬂ of WP]Khmg it
was fnally decided that the brackets need
not be weighed. The brackets on Duray's
Lormine-Dietrich_could not be removed
without the use of & chisel and it was neces-
sary to have their weight estimated, A. L.

Frank Lawwell, who starts fifth with
an American Frayer-Miller, was in sixth
place in the elimination trials when the
race was called off by the referse.

Elliott F. Shepard, who will start fifth
with a French Hotchkiss, has been a racing
driver for but a single season, though he
has been an automobilist for nine years,
He drove a Hotehkiss in the Grand Prix
last June and finished ur first day’s racing
in fourth place among the thirty-two com-
petitors. He was going well on the second
day when one of the wire spoked wheels on
his racer collapsed on a turn.

W. C. Luttgen, who will start sixth with a
German Mercedes, acted as mechanic for
Foxhall Keone in last ysar's race. In the
1004 contest he drove Isidor Wormser's
Marcedes and was in seventh place when
the race was called off.

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ANOTHER GREAT EARTHQUAKE.

The Weather Bureau en the Disturbance
Reported In the Far East.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 5.—~The Weather Bu-
reau issued the following bulletin thisafter-
noon on another great earthquake:

“The seismographs at the Weather
‘Bureau recorded another earthquake, be-
ginning about 905 P. M. seventy-fifth
meridian time, October 1. The distinctive
features of the record consist in the long
duration of the earthquake and especially
the long duration of the relatively (aONg
motion. The amplitude of the sliong
motion as recorded at Washington was
only about .3 of a millimetre, which is
very much less than in the case of either
the San Francisco or the Valparaiso earth-
quakes. The record indicates, however,
that the disturbance was at Ao very t
distance from Washington; in fact. almést
at the antipodes, or within an indefinite
region in the Indian Ocean westerly from
Australia.

“Some of the characteristics of the record
are doubtless explained when weconsider
that great earthquake waves, radiating
in all directions from a distant origin,
as in the present case, could arrive at Wash-
ington by many different paths over and
through the crust of the earth and at slightly
different times, depending u oorrespond-
ing differences in the lengths of respective
paths., The effect of a partial superposition
of wave motion thus produced would tead
to prolong the duration of the disturbance
as recorded in Washington.

“There is every evidence from the records
that this is another great earthquake.
It would seem unlikely that it was especially
disastrous, in view of its probable location
in she bed of the Indian Ocean. It might,
however, have beernyaccompanied by strong

He mays it was un-
doubtedly a submarine disturbance, prob-
ably in the Antartic region,
NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES.
Conclusion of & Modus Vivendl Covering the
Rights of American Fishermen.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 5 —Ambassador Reid,
in London, informed the State Department
to-day of the conc usion with the British
Foreign Office of a modus vivendi covering
the rights of American fishermen in New-
foundland waters. It i= believed that the
agreement, which is to exist for the coming
fishing season only, will prevent a recur-
rence of the troubles between American
fishermen and the authorities of the New-
foundland Government such as occurred
several times last season. In the meantime
a more lasting understanding may be
brought about which will probably in
the shape of a new treaty. ) .
Under the terms of the modus vivendi
the British Government agrees not to in-
terfere with the use of “purse” nets, thus
setting aside the Newfoundland law pro-
hibiting the use of that particular kind of

by the Newfoundland Government eighteen
months ago forbidding American fishin
vessels to ship natives of Newfoundla
from the cogst. This law has been evaded
by Americans through a subterfy of taking
men on board their boats outside the three
mile limit, the men going out to the vessels
in small boats.
