STREETS AGLOW WITH RED FIR
AND FILAMING TORCHES.

Three Thousand Cheering Men Greet Him k
at the Majestie Theatre —~Hundreds of
Others In the Streets Clamor for A
mission - Big  Meeting In Norwich,

Urica, Nov. 1.—=Charles E. Hughes added
another triumph to his list to-night. Utica
gave him a® welcome second in point of
enthusiasm to none that he has received
since the campaign began. He addressed
two audiences, one of 3,000 and the other
of 10, and hundreds of other people
clamored in the streets for admission.

The presence on the =ame platform of |
Secretary of State Elihu Root, Oneida’s
favorite xon, was an added inducement |
for Utica folks to turn out, but hearty as |
was the crowd’s tribute to the distinguished |
Cabinet. officer, it was evident that the |
uppermost thought in their minds was to
show Mr. Hughes that they are behind |
him heart and soul.

The candidate was about an hour late |
in getting here and that disarranged the |
reception plan a hittle but it did not cool the
spirit of the crowd any. FEven if he could ¢
not go in the parade, they were ready to
start out, alone and meet him later at the
theatre for a final grand sendoff. For
an hour carly in the evening the ntrm-ts‘
were aglow with red fire, sizzing roman |
candles and flaming torches

The Majestic Theatre, where the princi-
pal meeting of the night was held, was filled
to its utmost capacity half an hour before |
the time set for the opening speech. The |
wisles on the main floor and in the galleries |
were packed. The speakers when they |
attempted 1o enter at the stage door found
that they were up against a solid mass
of humanity. Three or four policemen led
the way, and finally, through the assistance
of one or two others in the rear who acted
a= pushers, Mr. Hoghes and the other
epeakers were catapulted into the hall. 1t '
was a cas then of squeezing their way
through the dense throng that filled the
srage wings

As Mr. Hughes and Secretary Root ap-
peared the great erowd jumped to its feet
toaman. Hals were thrown in the air and
the men cheered themselves hoarse.

Col. William Cary Sanger, formor Assist-
ant Secretary of War, presided. A wild
cheer greeted Mr. Hughes as he stepped to |
the front of the stage, and it was rénewed !
& moment later when a lot of American |
flags were lowered (rom the flies. The
crowd listened intently to everything that
the candidate had to say. Mr. Root was
perbhaps as ecarnest a listener as anybody
in the theatre. It was the first time he had
ever heard Mr. Hughes make a campaign |
address, |

The people of this State
and of other States are determined that
they will have tfue political liberty, They
want their representatives to recognize
their direct responsibility to the people.
They do not want servitude, but service,
straight, honorable conscientious service.
They may disagree with their representa-
tive on this or on that measure, but they
want a report of conduct according to one's
oath of office and in the light of his own
manhood, according to his conscience.”

Mr. Hughes, in all of his afternoon
speeches, expr confidence in thefavor-
able outcome of the election. He said at
Hamilton

“It has been an arduous campaign, but
everywhere that we have gone through
the State we have had evidences of earnest
feeling, and I am confident that if effort is
not relaxed and if the intelligence of the
State expresses itself , there will be a lesson
taught to those who would substitute pas-
sion for sober argument in the discussion of
political questions.”

HEARST SUED BY AN ARCHITECT.

The Summons and Complaint Served on
Him in BuTalo.

BUrraLo, Nov. 1.— Hugh Sloan, a process
server, served papers on William R Hearst
Tuesday night in a suit brought by Edward
Von Leistner against Mr Hearst for archi-

. tectural work on a proposed New. York

building. The service was made during
the reception at the Hotel Lafayette, after
Mr. Sloan had made several unsuccessful
attempts to reach Mr Hearst at some of
the meetings. National Committeeman
Norman E. Mack was beside Mr. Hearst
when Mr. Sloan came down the line.

“Mr. Hearst,"” said Mr. Mack, “let me in-
troduce an old friend of mine, Hugh Sloan.*

In an instant the server had placed the

| summons and complaint in Mr. Hearst's

hands and whispered to him to say nothing,
but place them in his pocket. Mr. Hearst

did so.

Mr. Von Leistner says “In the early
part of 1903 Mr. Hearst contemplated build-
ing an immense structure in which to house
his newspapers and to carry on his political
work, which structure could also be used
as a general office building, at Fifty-eighth
street and Broadway. Mr. Hearst ordeped
me to draw a perspective de<ign for a build-
ing. 1 entered upon the work and drew
several designs, which were delivered to
Mr. Hea st. After a month or so | endeav-
ored to see Mr Hearst and find out what he
desired to do in regard to his plans, but I
was unsycoessful. | was referred from
one man to another, private secretaries
and editors, until 1 was obliged to leave
New York city and go to Washington to
carry out some professional engagements.

“While in Washington | placed the matter
in the hands of my attorneys, Lockie &
Fulton, to see if l{u‘y could not procure
gome answer to my inquiries. Mr. Hearst
was at that time supposed to be attending
to his official duties as Congressman.
Washington repeated efforts were made
to see Mr. Hearst, but he dodged all at-
tempts to obtain a definite answer as to
what he intended to do in regard to these
plans.  All attempts made by the Wash-
ington attorneys to ohtain an interview
with Mr. Hearst were futile, as they found
that he was rarely in Washington during
the session of Congress and that when
he did appear no one could secure an inter-
view with him unless numerous private
gecretaries had first ascertained what the
business was.

“I sent Mr. Hearst a registered letter
and a telegram asking for a decision in the
matter, but Mr. Hearst ignored them en-
tirely. After keeping these plans for two

years and depriving me of the use of these |

drawings, Mr. Hearst returned them
express without a word or without excuse
for having kept them as he had.”

CROKER SHUTS MURPHY UP.

TAMMANY GREATLY DISTURBED
BY OLD CHIEF'S CABLE.

Mr. Murphy Deciares That He Doesn’'t Love
Mr. Hearst, but That He Wants to Be
Regular —~The Very Democratio Club
Sald to Be 18 Per Cont. for Hughes.

Proof direot from Richard Croker was
forthcoming yesterday that he really had
congratulated Senator MoCarren on
McCarren’s repudiation of Hearst, and
Rgreat was the disturbance at Tammany
Hall. When Charles F.Murphy could no
longer question the genuinenass of the de-
spatoh, after he had questioned it all the
forenoon, he went into conference with
his advisers, among them being J. Sergeant
Cram, W. Bourke Cockran and John T.
Oakley. At the end of the oonference,
which was held, it is understood, at Del-
monico’s, Mr. Murphy went bac < to Tam-
many Hall and declared that he would
have "nothing to say until Wednesday "—
the day after election.

But John T. Oakley, the former Com-
missioner of the Department of Water
Supply, Gas and Electricity, who was
dropped by Mayor McClellan at the be-
ginning of the year and who is one of
Murphy'’s closest friends, exploded and let
out a blast against Mr. Croker which de-
scribed the fellings which have been
aroused among the Murphy contingent
by the Croker cable to McCarren,

“What right has Croker to butt in at this
time?” Mr. Oakley exclaimed. “He always
preached regularity while he was the leader
of the organization, and no matter how
much he fought a man before he was nomi-
nated he always insisted that once the
nomination was made the organization
should be regular. Now he is going against
every principle that he laid down while
he was our leader. Hearst has been nomi-
nated by the State convention, he is the
candidate of the party and of Tammany
Hall, and yet Mr. Croker isseeking to knock
him. Mr. Croker gave up the leadership
of Tammany Hall of his own volition, he
went to Europe of his own aceord, and what
right has he now to send such a message
as he did, which practically is an invitation
to the Democrats of this city to knife Hearst?
Going back like this on bis old principles
of regularity simply shows that Mr. Croker
has become a renegade,

“Another thing I want to say is that the
action taken by Mr. Croker was not made
0o much from an idea of praising McCarren
for fighting Hearst as from a desire to pro-
tect his investments in this country. Now
we can see why Andy Freedman, when he
got back to this country a week or two ago,
after seeing Croker, said that he would not
vote for Hearst. Freedman one of
Croker's representatives in this country.
I know also that Croker is a large holder of
Interborough stock, and as 1 said before
I am inclined to think that Mr. Croker is
more anxious to protect his tinancial in-
terests than anything else, and that his op-
position to Hearst comes from the fear
that the election of Hearst might hurt those
interests.”

Before Mr. Murphy was counselled to
silence and while he was still questioning
the genuineness of the Croker despatch
he let fall this remark about Mr. Hearst:

“I did not work for Hearst for any love
of him. T will say now that I don't like
Mr. Hearst any more than he likes me,
but 1 fell in line with the sentiment for him
and now that he has been nominated he
ought to be loyally supported.”

“I question the genuinenees of the de-
spatch, because such a thing as that would
be absolutely contrary to the teachings
and practice of Mr. Croker. When Mr.
Croker was the leader of Tammany Hall
he always insisted upon regularity and |
cannot believe that he would do anything
which might bhurt
Democratic State convention.”

“Were you regular when you |rought |

about the nomination of Mr. Hearst?" it
was asked

“1 was,” Mr. Murphy replied. “Tammany
Hall supported Hearst because the people
wanted him. We merely fol-
lowed the up-State sentiment and we fell
into line behind Hearst because those Demo-
crats above the Bronx wanted him.”

One of the things that led his advisers
to urge Mr. Murphy to stop talking to the
reporters was his estimate of a Hearst
plurality in the greater city of 80,000 to
100,000. They thought that was too low
to be encouraging.

Of the reasons for Mr. Croker's course
one of his intimate friends, who spent a
month with him early in the spring, said
yesterday that Mr. Croker does not look
upon Mr. Hearst as a Democrat and does
not think that Mr. Murphy has heeded the
ancient dignity of Tammany as the most
compact Democratic organization in the
country.

“Mr. Murphy,” said Mr, Croker's visitor,
makes Representative W, Bourke Cockran
grand sachem of Tammany, knowing how
Tammany leaders condemned Mr. Cockran's

| course in 1806 in bolting Bryan and taking
i the stump for McKinley

Cocliran was a
member of the Tammany erganization at
the time and had been 4 Tammany Con-
gressman. Bryan was the regular Demo-
craticcandidate for President and Tammany
had indorsed him, vet Mr, Cockran openiy
bolted Bryan, and with the retirement of
Mr, Croker as leader of the organization
Mr. Murphy elevates Mr, Cockran to be
grand sachem of Tammany.

“Then, too, Mr. Hearst 4 year ago ran
‘stump’ for Mayor against McClellan, the
regularly nominated candidate of Tarnmany,
and Mr. Hearst at the time was a Tammany
Congressman, Mr, Croker is right in sus-
taining Senator McCarren's attitude against
Mr, Hearst, Mr, Croker was always regu-
lar, He knows that Mr. Hearst is running
an Independence League ticket in California
against the regular Democratio candidate
for Governor and is also running Independ-
enoe League tickets in [llinois against the
regular Democratic State tioket and the
municipal tickets in Chicago.”

George Raines of Rochester, it will be
rememberad, read in the Buffalo convention
when Mr. Raines was opposing Mr. Hearst's
indorsement. this despatch from Timothy
Spellacy. chairman of the Democratic State
committee of California.

“It seems inconsistent for the Democrats
of New York to nominate 4 man who is
trying to defeat the Democratic party of
California.”

Mr. Hearst, it will be rememberad, was not
nominated by the Democratic State con-
vention; he was merely indorsed, having
been nominated by the Independence
League, The indorsement was not
unanimnus for the reason that
M Auburn, Raines,
John B, Stanchfield of Elmira and a dozen
more well known Democrats were cocked
and primed to oppose and defeat any motion
to male it so.

SEE CANAL

Croker’s Proclamation Casts a Gloom Over
High Contracting Parties.

The Democratic State campaigners at
the Victoria Hotel last night, from Chair-
man William J. Conners down, were greatly
disturbed by the attitude of Mr. Croker.
Mr. Conners did not care to say anything

about Mr. Croker's message to Senator '

McCarren, and when it was learned that
Mr Murphy himself did not care to answer
Mr Croker, but had deputed John T Oakley
to speak for him, there was general chagrin.

A particularly interesting bit of news |

was whispered beneath the breath of the
few at Democratic State headquarters
in the Victoria Hotel last night. It was
to the effect that Mr. Hearst had botched
his own campaign by attacking about
every prominent Democrat in the country
as well as about every prominent RRepub-
lican. One of those at the headguarters
said

“I have been told that men in public life |

now regard Mr. Hearst's attacks upon
them with absolute indifference.  Others
consider it quite a compliment to be abused
by Mr. Hearst. It gives them a standing
which they had not hitherto had. But
as a general rule nobody cares.” )

Mr. Murphy's friends and Mr. Conners’s
friends were greatly disturfed Vecause
they and the friends of Joseph Cassidy of
Queens have seen before them dangling
hke ripe plums the $95,000.000 unexpended
of the canal fund, and the 850,000,000 to be
expended for good roads.
