TAMMANY DIDN'T HALF FILLTHE
PLACE FOR A HEARST MEETING.

Cockran Expiains Again That He
Doesn’t Like Hearst, but the Platform Is
All Right, and Says It Weuld Be a Geod
Thing to Elect Hearst-Murphy Judges.

Tammany made an enuirely perfunctory
showing in its second and last hig Hearst
ratification meeting in Durland’'s Riding
Academy last night. The meeting was put
under the direct charge of Tammany leaders
from the Thirteenth, Fifteenth, Seventeenth,
Twenty-seventh and Twenty-ninth Assem-
bly districts, and the old Tammagy favor-
ites, W. Bourke Cockran and Senator Grady,
were served up on the platform, but half
the seate ware vacant seats at all times.
Neither Leader Murphy nor any other
Tammany man of note excepting T. C, T.
Crain was present.

Mr. Cockran's speech was as perfunctory

them, i the man who &tirs the people to
exaggerated hate. Now, my friends, right
there is the issue hetween the two parties.
Mr. Hughes thinks you can exaggerate

Democrats think that so far from exagger-
ating them you can’t even do justice to
them.

MICHIGAN LOOKS REPUBLICAN,

A Clean Sweep Probable, Though the Demo-
erats Made a Sum Fight.

Sacixaw, Mich,, Nov. 3.—The Michigan
campaign came to 4 close to-night after a
month's whirlwind fight by the capdidates
for Governor, Fred M. Warner, Republican,
and Charles H. Kimmerle, Democrat.

The Democrats have charged the Republi-
cans with extravagance, corruption and
servility to the railro.ds and have accused

| Warner within the last few days of buying

in State lands and tax titles while Covernor
in conjunction with other State officials.

It is probable that the entire State ticket
and the Congress delegation and the Legis-
lature will be Republican by a big majority,
although the Democrats profess that the
farmers are arousad in support of Kimmerle
and are prodicting a surprise Tuesday.

Gerritt J. Diesema, chairman of the Re-
publican State committee, gave out this
forecast:

“The election in Michigan on Tuesday
will resultinanoverwhelming defeat of the
Democratio candidates. Gov. Fred M.
Warner and his associates on the State
ticket are certain of realection by increased
majorities. Every Republican candidate
for Congress will be elected without much
opposition, the Legislature will be almost
ir not quite solidly Republican in both
branches, and with a few exceptions eve
Republican candidate for county oflice will
win.”

John T. Winship, chairman of the Demo-
oratic State committee, said:

WARNING TO DEMOCRATS.

E. Prentiss Balley Says Hearst's Election
Means the Destruction of the Party.

Urica, Nov, 3.—E. Prentiss Bailey, veteran
Democrat, in his newspaper, the Observer,
to-night issues the following warning to
Democratio voters:

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MIXED FIGHT IN RHODE ISLAND.

Democrats Assured of a Partial Vietery
—Senatorship in Doubt.

Provipence, R. 1., Nov. 3.—All indica-
tions point to the election of a Democratic
Governor on Tuesday, and probably a
Democratic House of Representatives. The
Senate, both sides conoede, will be Repub-
lican, possibly with a reduced majority.
The Congressional election will result, it is
believed, in the return of the Demooratic
candidate, D. L. D. Granger, from the First
district, and Adin B. Capron, the present
Republican Congressman, from the Second
district. The main issue of the campaign,
the election of a United States Senator to
sucoeed George Peabody Wetmore, is as
much a matter of conjecture as ever.

The Republicans have not named their
candidate, but the people have been given
to understand that it will be either Mr.
Wetmore or Samuel Pomeroy Colt, president
of the rubber trust, The Democrats and the
Lincoln party have combined and named
as their candidate Col. Robert Hale Ives
Goddard, an independent Republican. In
order to elect him the Democrats will have
to secure a majority in the House large
enough to overcome the certain Republican
majority in the Senate. Only the most
optimistic of the Damocratic leaders believe
that this will be accomplished,though it is a
fact that Col. Goddard’s chances of election
have grown steadily throughout the cam-

aign.
P e cam i{n has bheen the hardest, the
most bitterly fought on both sides that the
State has seen in many years. The Demo-
crats under James H. Higgine, their nomi-
nee for Governor, have faken the aggressive
from the first, and the Republicans have
steadily yielded ground. Goddard’s chances
have received life and impetus through the
