RECORDS

OF TEAMS IN POINT
SCORING LINKE.

Cornell or Indians Will Have the Biggest
Total—Colgate First College 1> Dis-
qualify for a Year Man Twice Put
Out of Game—HBrown and Dartmouth.

By making 17 points against Mipnesota
the Carlisle Indians boosted their point total
to above the 200 mark. Carlisle, Princeton
and Cornell are the only teams that have
reached that total. It is altogether likely
that they will be the only teams to have
done so when all the schedules are completed.
Cornell is at the top with 237 pointa, but is by
no means sure of retaining the position, The
Ithacans have one more game to play, with
Pennsylvania, while the Indians have two
more, one with Virginia and one with Cine
cinnati, Nobody looks for a big increase
of points for Cornell in the Thanksgiving
game, while it is possible that the Indians
may stack up a good way against Virginia
and Clnennati, It would he no small feather
in the Indian cap to fAnish the season with
more points than any of their white con-
temporaries,

The difference in total points for the Navy
as compared withthe Army was increased ma-
terially on Saturday by the Navy's 40 against
North Carolina and the fact that the Army
did not play. There is only one point differ-
ence between the rivals Brown and Dart-
mouth. 1t is in Dartmouth:s favor, but
Brown has the better defensive record. While
Dartmouth bas been scored on almost twice
as much as Brown, the Green has not been
scored on by as many different teams. Har-
vard and Princeton made the only points
against Dartmouth, but made them in big
quantities. )

Harvard shows up better than Yale in
points made, and not as well in points made
by opponents. The same condition obtained
between Princeton and Yale. In only one
contest since the Syracuse game, which
was on October 6, has Yale scored more than
twice. The scoring has nol been commen-
surate with the ability to gain ground; that
1=, the latent ability to gain ground. Yale has
had a habit of not playing her best until the
second half. In a majority of games the
Blue has done better in the second half than
in the first. Michigan finishes her season
with the small total of 62 points, showing
that Yost's team is not the equal of former
Yost teams in scoring strength. The totals
follow.

game, getting just enough work to whet their
appetites ubtless they will get all the
work they vearn for this week, Roblnson
and Gammons are the men responsible for
Brown's offence.
