Wasuiratox, Nov. 34.—The brilliant riding
of Jockey Miller was easily the feature of the
holiday racing here to-day. The champion
jockey of the year had five mounts during
the afternoon, plloting each to victory. The
only race that Miller did not ride in was the
steeplechase, His record to-day equals one I
that he made at Brighton during the summer
meeting, when he piloted five winners und
followed it up by winning the opening race on
the following day, and as he is very likely
to be up on the Yavorite in the first race on
Monday he may equal his record of succes-
sive winning mougts. As all of his winning
mounts to-day, with one exception, were
Peavily backed choices, the layers were
soundly walloped by Miller's admirers. Five
favorites were successful.

Miller's first mount was on Workman,
which was one of nineteen that went to the
post in the opening seven furlong scramble,
and which was one of the strongest tips
of the day. Opening at threes, the heavy
play of the big bettors and the public
drove his odds down to 2 to 1 by the time
the horses were at the barrier, Getting
away in front, Miller stayed there to the end,
winning easily by a length from Belle Strome,
which was also heavily backed for the place.
Miller's next mount was on John E. Madden's
Temmeraire, a Ballyhoo Bey — Miss Ham-
burg gelding, which was a starter in the
third race, at five and one-half furlongs, for
maiden youngsters. Again getting to the
frout he made a runaway thing of it, winning
by five lengths from Narelle, 12 to 1, and |
Ambush, 7to 1. Temmeraire was the medium
of a killing led by his owner and his club-
bouse friends.

JUSTICE, GAYNOR

Says Riches Honestly Acquired Are No
Menace—Warm Praise for Roosevelt.

New York Supreme Bench, discussing great
wealth and its effect on American kwfitu-
tions before the Economic Club m-r_ngh't.
said that wealth, however great, which is
obtained in this enlightened age by frugal-
ity, honesty and without the connivance or
aid of Government and bad laws, was not,
in his opinion, dangerous to the welfare and
happiness of the country.

He said it was “the dishonest dollar ob-
tained from public franchise and by per-
sonal favor of legislators” that is to be
condemned.

Justice Gaynor said he did not advocate
the nationalization of railroads but be-
lieved that the people would demand gov-
ernment ownership if the present dm.cnm-
ination in freight rates was continued.
He thought that if lh_e Government should
appoint a general freight agent to have
charge of all systems of railroads, the
railroad problem would be solved in an
hour's time.

Judge Gaynor paid a warm tribute to
Presld%m Roosevelt for his efforts to stop
the uisition of wealth by a few in-
divid‘u(:is the dishonest and unlawful
use of public franchises and the creation
of monopolies by the combination of com-
peting corporations. He styled th¢ Preei-
dent as "'t-g: great man now in rulership
over this country.” N

“With the penetration of a great mind,
said Judge Gaynor, “Mr. Roosevelt was
quick to perceive in the loose clamor about
and depunciation of trusts on the one hand,
and specious defences and explanations
on the other, exactly where the real evil
lay.
XTln-ough mazes of sophistry and masees
of immaterial facts, his mind went straight
to the mark; and, what was better, nothin
could then swerve him froiu espousing an
fighting for the honest cause of the many
against the powerful few. )

“There is no danger of the confiscation
of private property in this country any more
than in England. But the acquisition of
private property by the dishonest use of
public franchises and the aid of cunning
statutes is a very different thing.

“It is more than a menace to cur republi-
can institutions. It is fraught with their
destruction if suffered to continue. The
moral odium of it would in the end debase
us all, and no such people can in the nature
of things remain a |free, self-governing
people.
