BUSY IRON MINES.

Much Winter Shipiment Fxpected With In-
creased Output Next Year.

CALUMPT, Mich., Nov. 24.—The iron mines
of the great Mesaba one after another
are ceasing to forward ore and this week
will witness the shutting down of shipments
from many of them if the weather turns as
cold as expected. The St, Paul, Agnew
and Jordon on the Great Northern road bhave
ceased shipmenta for the season of 1908, and
the Hawkins over at Nashwauk i practically
through. The St. Paul mine was & new ship-
per this yvear., It has forwarded 25,000 to
40,000 tons. It was announced early in the
season that the property would probably
ship not to exceed a few sample cars, but
the ore was in demand and the development
of the mine was pushed to meet it. The
St. Paul is a shaft mine and will be one of the
mogomtoly heavy shippers next season.

The Wacouta mine, situated half way
between Mountain Iron and Virginia will
enter the shipping list next year. This prop-
erty ls controlled by the La Belle Iron Com-
pany of Steubenville, Ohio. A few sample
shipments are being made from the property
this fall. The Great Northern road will
hnpdle_ the tonnage from the mine, It is a
stripping proposition and the deposit s esti-
mated at 10,000,000 tons or more.

The rail movement of ore from the Mesaba
range will be consid erably heavier this win-
ter than ever before. Ashland and Spring
Valley. Wis., furnaces have indicated that
their requirements will be more extensive
t.!um formerly.

The Union mine of the Republiec Iron and
Steel Company’'s Mesaba group will go into
commission again this winter., This mine,
which I8 located at Virginia, has been idle
since September, 1903, but will now become
an acyve producer for an indefinite period,
The entire group of Republic Iron and Steel
Companv mines will be busy this winter.
These properties embrace the Union, Nes-
semer, Victoria, Franklin, Pettit and Kinney.
The company will give employment during
the winter to about 500 men.

The Republic Iron and Steel Company is ene
of the largest of the Independent lr{m and
steel operators and s planning for larger
operation In 19007, The company also has
two mines at Negaunee, Mich., the Cambria
and the Lillie, and these will also be workad
actively for production this winter,

Encouraging reports are heard of the de-
velopments in the Shagawa iron mine on the
Vermilllon range. Thisa property was for-
merly known as “Section 30." "o the old
timers it will continue to be Section 30, for it
became famous under that name through
seventeen vears of litigation in thes Jand
oMce and courts of Duluth to the General
Land OfMce and the United States Supreme
Court in Washinggon The Midland Stee]
Company of Pittshurg now econtrols the
Shagawa., The first vyear's developmenta
have been encouraging. The quality of the
ore is high, much of the product showing
f0 per cent. or bhetter of metallie iron. A
M. Chisholm, Edward Lynch and D. M. Phibin
of Duluth formed the Shagawa Iron Com-

any to develop the property and they have
urned it over to the Midland Steel Com-
pany. It isa not yet known whether the Shag-
awa will be a shipper in 1907, but it is under-
gtood that it may be before the end of the
SeAason.

The announcement that the Great Northern
Power Company will be ready to furnish elec-
crical power, generated hy the water power
of the 8t. Lonis River in six weeks, is a re-
minder that the day Is near at hand when
the machinery of the mines of Minnesota will
he operated by this powar. The question of
operating the iron ore carrving roads by
eleotricity is another matter snon to engage

BOOM EVEN IN SCRAP IRON.

BIG SALES AT PITTSBURG. AT
HIGH FIGURES.

Orders for Ralls Almost Equal Capacity
of the Mills for Next Year—Deals in
Bessemer —Advance In Steel Bars Falls
te Cheok Buylng-{ren Steady.

Prresncro, Nov., 24.—-The Iatest thing
to soar Is scrap fron. The close of the week
finds the scrap iron piles of Pittsburg and
vicinity held at fancy prices. The ralse
during the week has aggregated about $3.50
per ton on scrap which at this tige last
year was considered little better than a drug
on the market. The opening of the week
saw scrap hovering round the $15.50 mark,
and the week's close found the same scrap
being held for $19, with the dealers refusing
point blank to consider $18.50 or even $18.75.
The reason for this boost in rates is, of course,
the high price of steel making pig iron. The
trade has been forced to buy something,
and good scrap is about the best thing they

could find.

The Carnegie Steel Company got (nto
the game early in the week and took 10,000
tons of scrap at %16, but no sooner had this
deal been closed than the price sailed away
up. It can with safety be said now that the
prices of all old materials will be held high
for the rest of the year.

There has been no letting up in rail orders
in spite of the fact that prices of light rails
were lifted a week ago $1 per ton. During
the week just ended the Carnegie Steel Com=
pany took on not less than 30,000 tons of
steel rail orders. About 13,000 tons of this
order is for a Kansas electric line and the rails
are to be quite heavy. It is estimated that
total rail orders on the books of the different
mills of the country aggregate 2,500,000 tous,
or about 500,000 tons short of the entire capac-
ity of the mills for next year. JThis is by far
the largest percentage ever .

Fancy prices continue to be offered for spot
pig with but little or none to be had. There
was sold this week a small lot of bessemer for
spot delivery, and the price Sua was $25 per
ton cash. ﬁnere wos lgo sokd 100 tons of spot
No. 2 foundry, and t:gloo was $25.10, Pitta-
burg.

ton, while second quarter delivery for the
same iron is $21 ton.

had no effect ou the trade. It certainly
did not stop the buying mevement. For
months the leading independent interests
had been quoting $i.60 per 10 pounds for
bars, the same figure to which the corpora-
tion boosted the rate last week, and a great
deal of the trade had been migrating to the
independent mills, even at the then higher
price.
