FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

MonDaY, Nov, 26.

As 18 not infrequently the case the move-
ment of prices on the Stock Exchange to-
day was divided into two distinct halves.
Up to migday quotations for the stooks
usually the chief subjects of speculation
showed a uniformly higher tendemoy,
gains in the majority of these issues run-
ning a point or more above Saturday’s
final quotations. Afterward the market
became dull and a decline set in which
in many instances wiped out previous
advances and substituted losses in their
place. Net advances were, however, about
as numerously exhibited as declines at
the cloae of business and the market in
the last hour of the trading seemed to be
wedker than it actually was, owing to the
fact that the fall from the high prices made
earlier in the day had been much more
considerable than from the average ln-l
of prices established last Saturday.
from the particular strength in Mluo‘lrl.
Kansas and Texas stocks there was no spe-
cial features of the market to-day worthy
of comment. The liguidation in the after-
noon was perhaps most noteworthy in
the case of the Union Pacific and St. Paul
common shares, but this was regarded
as only natural inasmuch as these stocks
were those that led the market in the sharp
upward movement of last week and the
week before. Especial attention was at-
tracted on the curb market by a further
violent drop in the price of the Great North-
ern ore oert¥cates “when issued,” carrying
their quotation down to a level nearly 13
points lower than that made just previous
to the official announcement of the date

on which they were to be given to the Great |
Northern Company. Doubt as to the exact |
value of these certificates, or at least an |

What seemed to figure most prominently
in the discussion of speculators in the finan-
cial district to-day—who always, of course,
regard the stock market from a short range
of view--was the continual weaknesa in
the Hill group of stocks and the Great
Northern Railway's ore oertificates; the
gelling of the St. Paul shares, which indi-
cated apparently that the recent rise in
the price of the security betokened no
substantial favorable development con-
oerning the property, and rumors that
the Union Pacifico Railroad Company’s
annual report which will, it is expeoted,
be issued to-morrow morning will not prove
to be a document calculated to excite as
much enthusiasm as has for some time
been supposed. An impression was cur-
rent that the figures of the company's
earnings in the last filascal year, as revealed
in the report, would be practically the
same as those set forth in the preliminary
statement issued by the company last
August, although it was held that the com-
pany's income from investments might be
shown to be somewhat larger than was
originally stated. The rumor was circulated
that the company's net revenue applicable
to dividends on its common shares from
both the operation of the system and from
the income from investments would not be
more than 14 per cent., whereas it has been
thought recently that the company's earn-
ings from the operation of the system alone
would reach this figure. It will be very
surpriging, however, i{f the report does not
exhibit a large quantity of unmortgaged
or “free” assets in the company's treasury.
There was much talk in Wall Street to-day
about the approaching session of Congreas
and the possible unfavorable character
in a stock market sense of the President's
annual message and of the fact that the end
of the month filnancial settlements were
approaching, requiring ‘the calling in and
redisbursement by the banks of $80,000,000,
coupled also with the incidence of the annual
settlement day of the Canadian banks on
November 30. The wedk, too, will be broken

don fortnightly. financial settlement is in
progress, which always operates to cause
hesitation to some extent in financial ven -
tures. Further, the local banks must
during the week make preparggions for the
payment of the first instalment of the
New York Central and Hudson River Rall-
road's $30,000,000 stock issue. On the
other hand there was nothing in the course
of money rates to-day to indicate any
disturbance in the money situation in the
near future.
