The income for
the first week was much larger than the
eypenses.  But, then, you know a payroll
of $37.000 a week requires an extensive
patronace. It requires more than the
enthusiastic approval of the upper tiers of
the house. It requires, in fact, the steady
ittendance of those who have the means
to pay for high priced seats and boxes.
But I am far from being discouraged by
the showing made thus far in that respect.
Of course, we can not expect to have always
wich vast audiences as greeted the company
on the opening night. There was naturally
u slight falling off in the number who sat
on the lower floor and in the boxes at the
performances on Wednesday and Friday
evening, but it was due mainly to the fact
that my subscriptions are not so large as
they will he when the Manhattan estab-
lishes itself as a permanent institution.

“Nevertheless, the demand for boxes
and the higher priced seats is steadily
growing and the advance sale for all the
oppras already announced is very en-
cournging. I am astonished at the number

f people, absolute strangers to me, who
have come to me and thanked me for the
ality of the performances at the Man-
hattan.

“So far | have been disappointed in none
of the artists who are so splendidly aiding
in making the Manhattan Cpera House a
permanent success. The entire negotia-
tions necessary to bring them here were
carried on by me in person and we are all
the best of personal friends. 1 think that
these artists will grow in the esteem of the
publie as they become better known to the
people of New York. .‘ltmnszem as they
are, however, their reception has been un-
expectedly warm and enthusiastic. This,
I think, will be admitted by the most exact-

Texas Rallroad Commission Proposes That
Roads Bulld Unlon Causeway,

AvsTIN, Tex., Dec. 9.—The Texas Railroad
Comunission has notifled she Santa Fé,
the Southern Pacific, the Missouri, Kansas
ad Texas and the International and Great
Northern railway companies that it con-
templates issuing an order requiring those

companies to build a joint causeway across
Galveston Bay, a distance of two miles, to

connect the mainland with Galveston

The oh ject of the proposed causeway is to
afford those roads an adequate entrance |
to the port of Galveston and thus relieve |
the freight congestion that has existed
for some time in that city.

The cost of the causeway would be about

' designed merely as gift books
' have the more enduring value.

William Dean Howells' Cer-
tain Delightful English Towns
is a delighttul volume on English
town and countryside. Whether
your friend plans to go abroad
or stay at home, this book will
prove an entertaining companion.
Mr. Howells makes the best of .
traveling comrades, and his ad-
ventures along the road are nar-
rated in exquisite prose. The
"illustrations are a beautiful feature
| of the book, and make clear to
the eye each town, cathedral and
historic site which Mr. Howells
VIsits.

If your friend has read “Ben-
Hur”—and who has not >=he is
bound to be inte ested in the
great life-story of the author—
Lew Wallace: An Autobiogra-
phy—-which has just appeared in
two sumptuous volumes. A man
who has achieved distinction on
| the diverse fields of arms, letters,
. politics and diplomacy must have
that in him which compels at-
tention. Hislife, as told by him=
self, has striking points of interest
at every turn; for example,—his
graphic picture of Lincoln when
an obscure young man, his vivid
stories of the civil war, and how
he came to write “Ben-Hur.”

Among books that are “worth
while”” there is perhaps none
' quite so novel or fresh in interest
as Bishop Talbot’'s new volume
My People o. the Plains,
Bishop Talbot spent twelve years
as the first missionary bishop
among the miners, cow-punchers,
gamblers, and other raw pioneers
of Idaho and Wyoming in the
early days. He rubbed shoulder
to shoulder with these rough peo-
ple as one of them; saloon-keep-
ers hospitably screened their bars
to afford him a meeting room.
His experiences are rich in humor-
ous situations that were constantly
occurring, and his many anec-
dotes vividly reveal a stage of our
early civilization that has now
almost passed away.

Both churchmen and laymen
will be interested in the account
of the growth and present organ=
ization of St. George's Church,
New York, with its 7,000 mem-
bers of all classes. The Admin-
istration of an Institutional
Church describes the thorough
business system by which this
great parish conducts its manifold
charities, schools and various
other departments.
