The platform of
principles declares the organization to be
one of workingmen of all trades, banded to-
gether for mutual protection and to further
the cause of public ownership of public utili-
ties, such as railroads. The main principle
for which the organization is now contend-
ing is the opportunity to steal rich ore, with
public ownership of the rallroads as vide
lasue,

The “I. W. W.” contains a large member-
ship of thé dynamiters who terrorized the
Casur d'Adenes, Cripple Creek, Telluride and
other campe. They are determined now to
rule Goldleld and the other rich camps of
Nevada. But they are dealing with a class
of men who would need an introduction to
recognige fear the fNrst time, and then would
never recognize it on the street. Mort of
the men controlling the mines of Goldneld
can uhoat from the hip and can draw with
electric promptitude.

Sales of shares of Cripple Creek mining
stocks on the Colorado Springs kxchange,
while comparatively slow during the first
eight months, have increased greatly during
the last four months, and material advances
have been scored in mines and prospects
alike.  The success of the general drainage
tunnel scheme is partly responsible for this,
although production and dividends have
aided most. The year closes with a well
defined and doubtless permanent advance.

IN THE NLACK MILLS.

Deanwoop, Dec. 26, - The Homestake Slime
plant is at last in operation. It has been
ullding for over a vear and has vm* the
company nearly half a miliion dollars hree
filter presses are now operating, and five
will he running by the end of the week. There
are twenty-four in all in the plant. This is
the only plant of the kind in the world, differ-
ing from othér filter press plants in having
an automatic slnicing (L-\-hw\ whioh does away
with the necegrity of onening the presacs
for sluicing. g:,\' its use the company ex-
pects Lo save another 5 per cent, of ita gold
values, thus raising the total extraction from
00 to % per cent, 1t a'so estimates a daily
profit of over $800, The slimes come from
the steam mills in Lead, Central and Terry-
ville to the amount of about 1,700 tons daily,
about one-third of the ore sliming. In classi-
flers Lthe sand is separated from the slimes
and treated at the two cvanide plants. The
slimes are then passed to vhm'llr[f,\-lmr tanks
where the proportion of water to solids,
hitherto 12 to 1 is reduced to 3to 1. In this
condition the slimes pass through iron ‘u;,n
to the new mill. In the uppermost building
al the top of the mill, the slimes discharge
into two sludge tanks

From the sludge tanks a delivery pipe con-
nects with the allvr presses located in the
main building. These presses are similar to
ordinary machines, making cakes 8 feet long,
4 feet wide and 4 inches thick. The feature
of the Merrill press s the attachment whereby
the material, after the values have been ex-
tracted, is sluiced out automatically. The
rrocm consists of charging the press with
he pulp from the sludee tanks, forcing out
the sand solution by water, displacing this
by a weak solution and the latter by wash
water, after which the cakes are sluiced out
of the press. The plant contains twenty-four
&'m, each weighiog in its entirety sixty

ns and having a capacity of twenty-six
tons. Electric power is used, and only one-
tenth horse-power per ton of slime treated is
required to run the plant
L LEAD, Dec. 26 - The Homestake Mining
Company has sent out four of its chief men
to look into and report on the use of skips in
mines throughout fho West.

SUPT. KILBURN'S LAST REPORT

BRANCH SAVINGS
CITIES.

HE FAVORS
BANKS IN THE

Defends His Action in Connection With the
Fallure of the Merchaats Trust Come
pany and the German Hank of Buffale
~Prosperous Year for the State Banks.

ALBANY, Dec, 80.—State Superintendent
of Banks FrederickD, Kilburn, who is to re-
tire from the Banking Department shortly,
has completed his last annual report, in
which he goes at length into the circum-
stances attending his official action in
connection with the failure of the Mer.
chants Truat Company of New York city
and thaGerman Bank of Buffalo. He points
out that every depositor of the Merchants
Trust Company has been paid in full and
that any other course would have resulted
in serious loss to them.

Mr. Kilburn still insista that had the direc-
tors of the German Bank of Buffalo simply
loaned their credit to it when it was in
trouble the institution would have been
saved and all losses to depositors pre-
vented. Mr. Kilburn, while admitting that
his action in these matters was purely a
matter of judgment, believes the cir-
ocumstances warranted the course he took
in regard to each institution at the time
of its trouble, and he asserts that through
pursuing a similar course other financial
inatitutions have been saved and all losses
to depositors prevented by conservative
and considerate action on his part.

The appointment of a commissioner to
work in conjunction with the new Super-
intendent of Banks for the puropse of re-
vising the banking law and the enactment
of a new banking law by the coming Legis-
lature is recommended by Mr. Kilburn.

He renews his suggestion that a law
similar to the one in force in Massachusetts
be enacted governing private banking

and that they be compelled to deposit l

$10,000 security with the State Banking
Department. The superintendent points
out that the inexperienced and ignorant in
New York alone lose $1,000,000 annually
through fake private bankers and alleged

steamship ticket agents.

He says that there is a misconception in
the public mind reilrdin‘ dormant ac-
counts in savings banks, which are accounts
which have not been added to for a period
of twenty-two years. The report shows
that the dormant accounts do not regate
more than a million dollars, they having
been reduced by $700,000 dunﬁ the last
BIX years. banks are ng every
effort to locate owners of dormant accounts,
of which one bank alone holds a large pro-
portion of the aggregate. .

It is advised that the banking law be
amended so as to allow savings i:nn ks to
open and operate branches, esrecully in
New York city and other cities of the State.
Eventually Mr. Kilburn believes savings
banks with established reputations should
be permitted to establish branches in ;n{
of tﬁm thirty counties in the State in whic
now thereisnosavings bank because of the
severe conditions exacted before a new
savings bank can be established. He recom-
mends that discretion be given the Super-
intendent of Banks regarding the approval
of the establishment of branches of trust
companies and State banks. It is also
recommended that instead of requiring
wavings banks to publish annually a list
of dividends and interest ex ing $50
remaining unclaimed for over five years
the savings banks simply flle these lista
with the nking Department and thus
save the expense of Bu lioation. _ _

The national banks operating in this
State showed a loss of resources for the
year of $30,000,000, while the resources
of the State banks increased $46,000,000.
The Superintendent says that all of the
financial institutions under his supervision
have enjoyed an unusually prosperous

ear.
’ While the withdrawals from savings banks
have exceeded the deposits recently, Mr.
Kilburn finds that the reason is due to the

démand for money through unpreocedented

! activity in business, and in New York city

especially to real estate investments. He
says that three NewYork city savings banks
alone had withdrawals of $1,000,000 each
to be used in land purchases, )

Mr. Kilburn finds that the condition of
the building and loan associations con-
tinues generally to improve.

THE BRONX VALLEY SEWER,

Why Its Discharge Wil Not Materially
Pollute the Hudson River.

MornT VERNON, N. Y, Dec. 30.—Now
that the Bronx Valley sewer projeot has
heen approved by the State authorities,
the commissioners announce that they will
begin construction work as soen as pos-
sible. The are empowered to
sxpend $2,000,000, but they say thev hope
to o the work for less.

Rpgnrding the claims of Edward Hatoh,
Jr., and others of the Merohants' Associa-
tion who have been opposing the project
because they say that the sewage will pol-
Jute the Hudson River, the engineers say
that the amount of seWage to be discharged
is less than a one-thirtieth part of the
amount now emptied into the river by
New York city and less than the sewage
of one city block in the congested section
of New York, The ocommiseioners say
that they would be glad to follow the de-
sire of the Merchants' Association and
treat the sewage before diachnrﬂi itinto
the river, but that they have looked all
over the United States and Europe and

ve been unable to find a disposal plant
which is a success. )

The erection of a disposal plant at any
point near Van Cortlandt Park, they say,
would prove a much imtpr detriment
New York city than the discharge of the
sewage into the river. The commissioners
have planned to take the sewage out into
the channel and discharge it fifty feet under
swift tide water, which they say will pre-
vent any nuisance or material pollution,

Man Who Quarried Rock for Cardiff Gilant
Dead,

Forr Dopor, la., Dec. 30.—Michael
Foley, who quarried the rock for the Car-
diff Giant, exhibited over the country as
the petrified remains of a man in 1868, is
dead at his home here, aged 82. The Car-
diff Giant, one of the greatest frauds of
the century, waa discovered on the farm
of a man named Newell, living near Cardiff,
Onondaga county, N. Y. But Foley is the
original discoverer, for he quarried the
rock from which the huge figure was chis-
elled in a marble shop in Chicago.
