New York Central Railroad,
was appointed by Mayor Mo(lellan some
‘months ago to submit resommendations
for the terminal. 'This commission reported
weaterday that in order to develop the fullest
capacity of the bridge threa railway levels
would have to be constructed in conjunction
with the new terminal. one for trolley cars
and two for elevated'traina. The report
went on to explain

The trolley cars would ba run into a sub-
way, the incline commencing at the anchor-
age and be wholly under thie bridge roadway
at about Rose street. Four loops can be
constructed beneath the present roadway
snd trolley floor. In order to aveid con-
gestion it is recommended that only four
Jloope be constructed at this point, and that
the tracks be continuned under Park row to
the open space north of Chambers street and
@ast of Centre which the city is now aoquir-
ing, and to construct benesth it another
trolley station with as many loops as may be
desired. This arrangement would divide
and scatter the passengers.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

Reports by “Dun‘s” and “Bradstreet's”
on the State of Trade.

Bradstreet’s review of the week says:

Quiet prevalls in distributive trade, but
industrial lines were never so aotive at this
period. Post-holiday and weather conditions
affect both wholesale and retail trade, the
latter line noting slackness in demand for
heavy wearing apparel. Clearance sales
by jobbers have cleaned up stocks, which
were at no time burdensome, and many
cities report retallers already beginning to
stimulate sales In winter goods by ocut price
sales. Prices of staples show remarkable
strength, and iron and steesl, leather, raw
wool, cotton and ootton goods display notable
firmness.

Invertories have been completed by whole-
aglers, excellent results being generally
shown, and salesmen are not starting out
for spring business, the prospeots for which
appear bright, the more so because most
lines are sold ahead from three to six months.
It Is noted now, as last year at this time,
that mild weather, while a drawback to some
lines of trade, allows of bullding being carried
on in a usually closed season.

Dun's Weekly Review says:

The new year opens bright with promise
in business circles, no excessive stocks being
carried over, and results of inventories fully
equal sanguine anticipations. At many
points the holiday interruption restricted
operations, but these delays are now over
and the only retarding Influences are the
scarcity of labor anditrafc blockades,

It is especially noticeable in despatches
from the West that there was less than the
customary lull in business during the holiday
season, while bargain sales are rapidly dis-
posing of the moderate supplies remaining
on hand.
