Holders of 23,000 shares of preferred stock
of the United States Leather Company hav
brought suit to prevent the mevger of their
company with the Central Leather Company,
whioch is to be voted on at the stockholders’
meeting January 16. The defendants are
required to show cause before Vice-Chan-
cellor Emery of New Jersey on January 14
why a permanent injunction againet the
merger should not be granted.

The ground for the proeeedings is that
the basis of exchange of stock is the same
os offered at the time of the organization
of the Central Leather Company, in April,
1008. The holders of the 47,643 shares of
preferred stock not owned by the Central
rejected the terms at that time and protest
against being forced to accept them now.
The Central controls more than 95 per cent.
of the stock.

Their particular grievance is that the
merger would wipe out their rights to
$46 on every share of their holdings, which
sum represent s the charges per share against
the assets of the company for unpaid divi-
dends on the 8 per cent. cumulative preferred
stock. At present the United States Leather
Com y has a surplus of over $20,000,000,
which would be sufficient to pay about
$30 per share on this charge. If the merger

through this surplus would go into
treasury of the Central§ The com-
plainants also object because the exchange
would give them securities—omitting from
consideration the allotment of comrmon
stock, on which they allege there is no
prospect of dividends being d for the
present—which would give t only a
maximum revenue of 8 per cent. Alti h
that is all that the preferred stock of t
United States Leather Com: { has been
ying, there is a rupoc_ron the rates
m\nx increased to the maximum of 8 per
cent. at any time. .

INCREASED OUTPUT OF BOTH
METALS IN THE STATES.
Colorado Retaing First Place and California
Gives Way to Alaska fTor Second Placve
n I906—-Total Production of Gold
S00, 101,400 of Sliver S58,188,500.

WasuinaToN, Jan. 10.—Colorado retained
first place in 1908 in the production of gold
and silver, but California, which in 1906
occupied second place in she production of
gold, gave way in the year just closed to
Alaska. The preliminary estimate of the
director of the Mint, made public to-day,
gives the Colorado gold production of 1806
as only about $1,600,000 more than Alaska's,
for the northern Territory increased its
output to $21,261,100 from $14,926,000 in 1905.

The gold production in the United States
inoreased last year from $88,180,700 to
$08,101,400, and the silver output remained
almost stationary, the amount in 1908 being
50,183,500 fine ounces, as against 56,101,000
in 1906. i
