MURPHY'S WEAK PUNCHING EN-
ABLES CORBETT TO STAY,

Harlem Boxer May Have a Chance te Shew
What He Can De With Kid Lavigne
~Tommy Buarns In the —Novel
Punishment for Contraet Jumpers.

Tommy Murphy’'s cleancut victory over
Young Corbett in six rounds at Philadelphia
on Wednesday night was widely discussed by
local sporting men yesterday. It was gen-
erally conceded that If Murphy had been
ahle to hit with even ordinary power he would
have stopped the Denver pugilist inside of
the limit. As Corbett was pretty well fagged
out in the last two rounds, however, Murphy ‘s
friends insisted yesterday that the Harlem
hoy would have scored a knockout anyway if
the battle hhd gone about fifteen rounds.
In point of scientific boxing Murphy made his
opponent look decidedly cheap. He was
faster, showed a greater amount of judg-
ment and did all the work. He knew appar-
ently that Corbett had practically one good
blow, a right hand swing, and he avoided it
with consummate skill.

To say that Corbett was anywhere near as
fit as when he knocked MeGovern out five
vears ago would be simpiy downright unfair-
ness.  Corbett, in spite of hard training,
carried much superfluous flesh and for that
reason he was slow as cold molasses, both in
delivering his attack and in keeping away
from the blows aimed at him in rapid succes-
sion. When Corbett won the featherweight
championship from McGovern he was chain
lightning. He had skill, headwork and physi-
cal strength, and he stood a terrific beating
up to the time that he dropped the Brookly n
hoy with a right hook on the jaw. Corbett
showed none of these qualities in his mill
with Murphy, but fought more like a second
class mixed ale pugilist than a man who once
was called a champion in his class.

Corbett admitted his defeat as soon as he
left the ring but expressed a desirg to meet
Murphy again in a longer commbat. If Murphy
should agree to such a proposition, however,
It is safe to say that he would insist upon
Corbett getting down to the lightweight
limit, something that the Denver boy might
find most difficuit to accomplish. By reason
of the articles of agreement which governed
the match Corbett received $2,000 and Murphy
$2.6880, but in another meeting the former
would be unable to diotate terms. As a
matter of fact, another Murphy-Corbett go
would not be of so much interest as a meet-
ing between Murphy and Kid Lavigne, the
former lightweight champion, at 133 pounds.
Lavigne challenged the winner of the Mur-
phy-Corbett battle and will be in town shortly
to talk business.

While Murphy s undoubtedly a clever
boxer who will improve with experience
sporting men say that he would have no
business with either s or Nelson. He
might be able to hold h's own with Kid Her-
man or Jimmy Britt, but that is about all.
Boxers without the necessary punch selddm
defeat hard hitting pugilists of experience.

Tommy Burns, the heavyweight who
recently fought Philadelphia Jack O'Briea
to a draw at Los Angeles, was introduced
to the crowd at the ringside Wednesday
night. His shortness of stature and his lack
of powerful physical deviopment vcaused
much comment. Since coming East Burns
has been telling people that he believes he
would have a chance with Jeffries simply
because Tom BSharkey stayed twenty-five
rounds with the champion. Burns says that
Bheérkey on that occasion did not ‘weigh
any more than he does at present. But
Burns is in error, as Sharkey scaled at 188
pounds, while Burns when he fought O'Brien
recently was under 170. Tommy is 25 years
old and has been in the ring five years. In
that time he says he has saved $50,000, which
has been invested in real estate in California,
Michigan and Canada.

According to one of the talkative Nevada
fight promoters, Philadelphia Jack O'Brien
says he will fight Joe Gans providing the
weight is 154 pounds, the men to get on the
scales fiva_ hours before the battle. This
means that Q'Brien, if he has been guoted
correetly, does not care to meet the wonder-
ful lightweight champion under any oir-
cumstances, The Quaker evidently prefers
softer marks, such as Sam Berger and Gunner
Moir, by defeating whom he can pick up
some More very easy momey.

Instead of permanentiy blacklisting con-
tract jumpers who deserted the major leagues
for the Tri-State, the National Commission
has dealt with thess pisyers in & novel and
effective way. They have been sentenced to
play with the former outlaw organization for
life. This means that when the Tri-State
League clubs get tired of paying fancy sal-
aries, the contract jumpers will be compelied
to accept whatever the clubs decide to pay
them. If they kick over the traces the only
course left to them is to get out of baseball,
This predicament, in which many former high
salaried stars now find themselves, should be
& warning to other players who might think
some time of violating their signed agree-
ments. The present situation is but a repe-
tition of baseball history.

When the brotherhood was organized by
Nationa) League playess in 1889 for the pur-
pose of seouring increased salaries from
a new set of employers who formed the
Players’ League the following year, it looked
for & time as If the old magonates were up
against it. But when the new magnates saw
the handwriting on the wall after a disas-
trous season financially, a consolidation of
interests was effected which resuited in a
drop in players’ salaries to a rock pottom
basis In 1801,

It was the same thing over again when the
American League was Isunched. Ball
players made their own terms for a while and
some of them actually secured salaries rang-
ing from $5,000 to $10,000 for a season. But
the peace agreement between the two big
leagues ended those days of luxury and
salaries In most cases took a drop.

The owner of the Boston Nationals, George
B. Dovey, has decided for private reasons
to give an unconditional release to Catcher
John O'Neill. Dovey refused to sell the
services of this exocellent player to several
clubs that were willing to buy. declaring
that he did not believe that it would be honor-
able to accept money for &8 man whose habits
wers against the best interests of a team,
Dovey is not like the ordinary baseball mag-
nate, who usually takes extreme pleasure in
selling gold bricks to his fellow club owners.
The Hostonian is a business man, who has
much to learn as to the methods prevailing
among those who conduct the business end
of the national game.

GARCIN'S FINE COURT TENNIS.

LAKEWOOD PRO.UNABLETOWITH-
STAND SUPERB STROKES,

Light Sulted Frenchman for First Time In
Country —Forester Has Command of
Places, but Lacks Vigor In Attack —Cut
Services and Volleys Are Featares.

Interest In the court tennis teurnament at
the Racquet and Tennis Club increases as the
final match draws near.

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TRISTATE GETS THE PLUMS.

WILMINGTON AND TRENTON AS-
SIGNED TO THAT LEAGUE.

Atlantie Folks Meet and Wil Have Thelr
Own Baseball —Salary Limit Legisiation
by the Minors—Board of Centrel te
Have Charge of Post-Season Contesta

The Tri-State League passed wholly into
the ranks of organized minor league baseball
yvesterday when the national board of arbi-
tration of the national Association at its
meeting in the Fifth Avenue Hotel voted to
give the territory of Wilmington and Trenton
to the former outlaws. The Tri-State is now
an eight club organization made up of Will-
famsport, York, Altoona, Lancaster, Johns-
town, Harrisburg and the recruits from New
Jersey and Delaware. If the new Atlantic
lLeague wants protection from the Natiomal
Association it must apply with a circuit from
which Trenton and Wilmington are omitted.
But the Atlantic League has no intention of
doing that, and is preparing to go ahead inde-
pendently. /

The Atlantic League when {t learned the
decision of the national board yesterday
held a meeting in the Victoria Hotel, at which
there were present representatives of Tren-
ton, Wilmington, Chester, Pottaville, Allen-
town and Reading, the six towns composing
the circuit, The Atlantic Leaguers say they
have applications for membership from
Easton, Elizabeth, Newark and Paterson. A

committes was appointed to visit these places

with a view to increasing the circuit to eight
towns if considered advisable. This com-

mittee will report at the next meeting of the

Atlantic League, due to be held in Philadel-
phia in February.

A schedule committee, consisting of Lawson
of Wilmington, Ramsey of Reading and
Bacon of Allentown, was appointed and it
also was determined to have no salary limi.,
Each club can pay what it pleases. Accord-
ing to present intentions, the Atlantic is
not to be an outlaw league. It will not do
business with players belonging to other
organizations. “We are going abead on
the square,” said one of the members vester-

day, “and if the other leagues take any of

%ur players they will be the ou.laws, not us.
e will respect ton.racts.”

At the National board meeting in the morn-

ing the case came up of several players of
