He himself
has the impression that his hair is red be-
cause he is impetuous, The color scheme
of his entire tamperament is vivid. The
last time he saw a red automobile spoeding
down Eighth avenue he went immediately

to an auto depot and ordered the biggest,
reddest and fastest car to be had. As Ralph
will not come into his inheritance until his

youngest sister, who is ® years of age, be-
comes 18, Mre. Brandreth does not encour-
age sudden investments in automobiles.
Mrs. Brandreth recently began to think

C. Lovelace, formerly commodora of the
Panama navy, consisting of the steam
yacht Orienta, was in town seeking a ship
that might take him to far away places
where Robinson Crusoesand Captain Kidds
still have a chance for adventure Capt.
Lovelace had met Ralph last year down
at Colon after the captain had persuaded
the San Blas coast Indians to reconsider
their decision to secede from Panama.
Ralph spent two months on the Orienta
and did not want to buy anything smaller
than the Republio of Panama or the Bay
of Limon. Hehada good time with the cap-
tain, shooting alligators up the rivers and
was enthusiastio about life intropic waters
when he got back to his home in Bellport,

Mrs. Brandreth decided that Capt. Love-
lace was the man to bring up Ralph in
the way he should go and she summoned
the skipper to Bellport and asked him
to please to buy a ship—a liner, if necessary,
and take the boy—he is 28—away on a six
year oruise around the world and not to
stop too long in civilized ports where there
are red automobiles for sale. Capt. Love-
lace said that six years was a long time
to be away from New York and that it
would ocost & pile of money. Mrs. Brand-
reth said she didn't care {f it did. The
captain, who was thinking of the chances
for adventure he might miss on a six year
oruise, suggested that it should be only
half that long and that Ralph should sign
articles as third mate so that the captain
might have some sort of control over him.
That's how it happens that Ralph, thirg
mate of the auxiliary yawl Taormina, will
set sail next week on a oruise for explora-
tion and adventure in pretty nearly all the
seas of the world.

On Tuesday the young man left the Im-
perial Hotel, where he has been stopping,
and went aboard the Taormina, which
before she was fitted with a motor, had
taken an Austrian Count around the wor!d
and 'ater was used on a !ong voyage by
three Austrian students. She is a stout
oak craft eighty-four feet long, of fifteen
feet beam and twelve feet draught. Capt.
Lovelace, who besides being a navigator,
fillibuster and wireleas operator, is also a
machinist and engineer, superintended
the installation of the gasolene motor in the
Taormina and had it altered so it will run
a8 readily with kerosene or alcohol as with
gasolene. The trouble heretofore in navi-
gating small auxiliaries has been to find a
motor that will burn kerosene, which can
be obtained in any port of the world.

The Taormina would sail to-day if Capt.
Lovelace had not been compelled to wait
or favorable weather to make an ascension

Four
hundred thousand will probably perish at
Antung, where the efforts of the officials to
cope with the situation are puerile and
useless.

The whole distress is largely owing to
the lack of communications. The rich are
afraid to institute relief works or invest
money for such worke because some new
official might at any time step in and pocket
the funds. The local relief fund amounts
to only 160,000 tasls, or about $110,000. The
ocommittee is organizing relief works under
foreign supervision at Suchien and Hsuch-
oufu.

WHERE BRITONS DON'T BATHE.

Canen Horsiey's Parishioners Generally
Wash Only Twice In Thelr Lives,
Special Cable Despatch to THR SUN.

LoNDoN, Jan. 18.-Canon Horsley, rector
of the parish of St. Peter's, which is in one
of the slummiest parts of London, being
located in Walworth, when presiding at a
newly formed local health society said:

“In my huge parish, containing a popula-
tion of 18,000, there is only one bath and
that is mine. There is one class of parish-
ioners who will not wash anyway. These
are the old women. They have an insur-
mountable objection to water inside or
outside.

“One told me her only objection to going
to the workhouse was that they would
bathe her. It was a rule of the parishioners
to wash a body when it was born and when
it died. Between those ocoasions very
little, and in many cases no bathing was
done.”

DEFEN CE, NO JURISDICTION?

There has been some talk of Clifford’s
defence. It will be contended, it is said, |
that the Board of Aldermen has not the
power to elect a Recorder, and that as it
had no jurisdiction Clifford could not have
committed a crime’ The same defence
was made in the case of Coroner Jackson |
and more recently the New Roclelle Alder-
men who were charged with bribery. The
case against the New Rochelle aldermen
was dismissed by Justioe Newburger, who
said they didn’t have jurisdiction. It was
pointed out, however, that the Aldermen
Ezro had been advised by Corporation
Counsel Ellison that they had the power to
elect a successor to Recorder Goff. In
addition, it waa said, that the Governor had
looked into the law and decided that he
had not the power of appointment

There was comment because Judge Cow-
ing’s name was used in the negotiations
with Clifford without his consent.

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GUGGENHEIM QUITS BUSINESS.

Colorado’'s New Senator Resigns Frem
Boards of Many Corporations,

DexveER, Col., Jan. 16.—Simon Guggen-

heim was to-day formally declared elected
| United States Senator to succeed Thomas

M. Patterson, his term running six years
from March 4 next.

The floor of the joint Assembly hall wes
pecked, as were the galleries. Gov. Beehtel
was first to congratulate the new Senator
and later handed him his commission. Mr.
Guggenheim made a brief speech of ac-
ceptance, in which he said:

*Gladly do I give up a commercial career
for the purpose of assuming the responsi-
bilities of the Senatorship and of devoting
myself entirely to the obligations of the
high office.

“1 want to be judged by my record, which
I hope will be sueh that all the people of
our State may Teel that their confidence has
not been miaplaced. At this time I wish to
state clearly that I am going to Washington
to represent all the people; that [ am free
and untrammelled and under obligations to
no interests, company, railroad or corpora-
tion.

“l am in hearty sympathy with the pro-
gressive achievements of our party and of
President Roosevelt. 1 favor all legisla-
tion adopted by Congress to correct in-
dustrial evils and abnses and will sup-
port and suggest further measures that
experience or wisdom may show to be
necessary.”

Mr. Guggenheim to-day announoced his re-
signation ns an official from all business
concerns with which he has been connected.
