' gbe Attell, the champion featherweight,
will mees Hazry Baker of California, a prom=
fsing young pugilist, at Los Angeles to-night
in a twenty round bout that is attracting
muoh attention. Not long ago Baker tackled
Attell in a similar affair, the latter getting
decision op points at the end of the twen-
round. It was such a tight At for the
ohampion, however, that he was practically
foroed to take Baker on agaln with the idea
of settling the question of supremacy mor e
declsively. This will be’Baker's third pro-
fessional fight. He made his bow in a battle
with Frankie Nell, whom he easily defeated.

He I8 olever, strong, aggressive and game, '

qualities that have won for him a host of
friends. Attell does not hold him oheap, for
he has been training more vigorously for this

mill than for his first meeting with the little .

Californian. The boys will ight at 122 pounds,
ringeide, and Attell was a 10 to 8 favorite
in the betting v esterday.

If Attell wins he will receive numerous
challenges from aspiring featherwelghts.
Matty Baldwin of Doston, who recently got a
decision over Tommy Murphy, wants to
fight Attell, and so does Spike Robson, the
English pugilist. Robson won the English
featherweight ¢ hampionship recently by stop-
ping Jack Somers at the National Sporting
Club of London in the fourth rgund. He
wants to fight Attell at 126 pounds, ringside,
the featherweight limit in England, but Attell
#o far has insisted upon 122. Harry Harris
fe another boxer who is after Attell's scalp,
but he wants to weigh 122 about six hours
before entering the ring. As Attell will make
po weight concession Robson and Harris,
who have the preference over Baldwin, will
have to come to the champion’s terms or lose
all chances for a match.

After much haggling Tommy Murphy
and Young Corbett were matched yesterday
to fight to a finish at the Casino A. C. of
Tonopah, Nev., onorbefore March 20 for aside
bet of $5,000 and in all probability a purse of
$10,000. Jim Buckley and Joe Gans each
posted $1,000 forfeit in behalf of Murphy and
Corhett respectively to bind the match,
the remainder of the two $5,0% wagers to be
posted two weeks before the fight. There
was a long wrangle over the weight before
an agreement was reached. Murphy's man-
ager insisted that Corbett should make 133
pounds ringside, but Gans and Harry Pollok,
representing the Denver pugilist, demurred.
They offered to let 81,000 of the side bet go
as & weight forfeit, but Murphy's manager
held out for 82,500

It was finally agreed that each side post
$5,000 as a side bet. If either pugilist should
weigh more than 133 pounds two hours before
entering the ring, $2,500 of the 85,000 would
be forfeited to the other principal. If, how-
ever, the overweight should not exeeed 133
pounds by more than two pounds, the 82,200
forfeit would be drawn down, while the re-
maining $2,500 would go as a side bet. If
the overweight should be more than two
pounds, the whole forfeit would be claimed,
leaving the men to fight for the purse ex-
clusively., The purse will be divided on the
basis of 60 per cent. to the winner and 40
per cent. to the loser, with the referee to be
elected from these eligibles: Bob Fitz-
simmong, Tim Hurst, Jack MecGuigan and
Bob Edgren. From the ahove agreement, the
inference is naturally drawn that Corbett
will be unable to make the light weight limit
and will be many pounds over weight, for-
feiting $2,500 in order to gain physical
strength. Gans will train Corbett for the
mill, as Harry Tuthill, Corbett's regular
bandler, must join the New York Nationals
in Los Angeles, as trainer, at least

two weeks before the fight takes place.

While no offer for the mill had been received
yesterday, when the articles of agreemant
were signed at the Hotel Metropole, Gans
assured the Murphy people that Manager
Riley of Tonopah would bein line with a

$10,000 purse. Gans and Britt will meet at
Tonopah on March 18, as St. Patrick’s Day
falls this year on a Sunday, and the Corbett-
Murphy battle will probably take place the
day before as part of a fistic carnival at the
mining camp. This match is the outcome
of the recent six round bout in Philadelphia,
in which Murphy easily outpointed Corbett,
The latter was not in good trim, it turned out,
but Gans has since expressed the opinion
that, properly trained, Corbett will surely
beat the Harlem boxer in a finish contest.

The subseription fund for the famuy of
Terry McGovern has passed the $7,000 mark.
It is believed that the benefit for the stricken
pugilist to be held in the Madison Square
Garden on January 23 will net a large sum,
s a long programme, including the appear-
n::e of many noted boxers, has been ar-
rang

v George Hackenschmidt, the Russian Lion,
is coming to this country next month to
wrestle either Frank Gotch or Fred Beel in
Chicago. Tim McGrath, the well known
pugilistic trainer who has handled many
prominent fighters, including Tom Sharkey,
says that if Hackenschmidt will consent he
will put the big wrestler through a course
of training with the idea of sending him
against Jeffries for the heavyweight cham-
pionship. MecGrath says that “Hack” has
the physique and the strength to makea
wonderful pugilist and that if he can learn the
boxing game even tolerably well he would
prove a dangerous man for the Boilermaker
to tackle.

Not satisfled with having secured control
of half a dozen racetracks in the West and
Bouth, Louis Cella, of the notorious Cella-
Adler-Tilles syndicate, is now said to be
p'anning to build a new racetrack at Havana,
Cuba. Tilles, representing Cella, is already at
Havana looking over the ground and if he
receives any encouragement there will be
something doing, it is said, in time to begin
operationst here next winter. If the syndicate
sees il to pursue its Missouri tactics of con-
trolling the books, the oMicals, the jockeyvs
and the horses, the Cubans will soon learn
that picking winners is like hunting for a
peedle in a haystack.

A movement is on foot to ®ecure favorable
turf legisiation in the State of Illinois. The
fact that Edward Corrigan and John Condon,
for years bitter ememies, have wearied of
losing money in a long drawn out turf war,
is taken to mean that they are now anxious
to reopen the Chicago tracks, which were closed
several years ago chiefly because of their
differences. It is said that the proposecd
legislation will have the support of all warring
factions and that unless unforseen obstacles
are thrown in the way there willbe racing in
the Windy City next summer.

Lucien Lyne, the jockey who retired from
She American turf last season, is in town to
close a contract with W. B. Pusefoy, an Eng-
lieh turfman who has a big stable on the other
side, and who refused $150,000 at this time last
year for the colt Lally, a favorite for the Derby
who did not make good.
