SPORTING TALK OF INTEREST

JAMES R. KEENE HAS SECOND
CALL ON MILLER'S SERVICES.

Yurfmen Commend the Attitude of Dr.
Slicer—Tony Faust a Coming Three-
Year-Did—Brighton Cup Entries—The
Fallure of Lavigne to Regaln Laurels.

Walter Miller, the champion jockey, will
be kept busy In the East this year riding
the horses of the rich Newcastle Stable and
James R. Keene. Several days ago Mr.
Keene had a talk with Andrew Miller, the
Jockey Club steward, who has first call on
the jockey's services, with: the result that
terms were agreed upon by which little Miller
will be under second call to the powerful Keene
stable. That is to say, he will ride exclusively
for Mr. Keene whenever the Newcastle
Stable does not require his services. Jockey
Miller with thess two contracts to rely upon
wiil draw down nearly $25,000 in retaining
fees alone, 1t 18 said. As he will be in general
demand when his regular employers do not
need him it is estimated that he will earn
more than $40,000 on the Jockey Club tracks,
with $10,000 more picked up in Califorpia this
year.

The Newcastle Stable, trained by Thomas
Welsh, who is Jockey Miller's manager In
the East, will have a formidable string, In-
cluding many high class two-year-olds, while
Mr. Keene will be represented by what looks
to be the most powerful stable that has carried
bis colors in a number of years. In addition
to a promising lot of three-year-olds Mr.
Keene belleves that his crop of two-year-
olds will prove better than ever before. In
fact James Rowe, the trainer of the Keene
stable, predicted some time ago that the
two-year-olds would come very near carry-
{ug off the bulk of the rich plums. Jockey
Miller therefore will have plenty of work
with high class horses, incidentally affording
the racing public many excellent chances to
profit by speculation.

Many turfmen are commending the attitude
of the Rev. Dr. Thomas R. Slicer toward the
anti-racetrack betting bills introduced at
Albany. They say that Dr®Slicer has made
a new and important point in setting forth
the fact that should the bills be passed by
the Legislature the Jockey Club, composed
of reputable citizens, who have made the
sport honest, would relinquish control of the
sracks, which would pass into the hands of
gamblers, who would run them solely for the
purpose of providing data for the poolrooms.
Turfmen say that the Jockey Club‘s control
of racing In this State has insured a square
deal for the public and that the public, even
with the Jockey Club's tracks closed, would
go on patronizing poolrooms which would
do business on races run in other States.
They also say that Dr. Slicer, having weighed
up the situation carefully, realizes that the
Jockey Club has done its best to stamp out
the poolroom evil by shutting off, as far as
possible. the information to be obtained at
the local tracks.

“As the public is determined to play the
races anyway.” said a well posted man yes-
terday, “it should be readily seen that by
keeping the tracks open and by conducting
an even more vigorous crusade this year
against the poolrooms, the Jockey Club Is
really benefiting the community at large.
If you close the tracks or drive the Jockey
Club into retirement there will be double the
number of poolrooms which will be able te
swindle the publioc by means of crooked races
to which they are parties. Honest racing in
New York State has made the sport Inmensely
popular. It is a tremendous industry, in
which millions of dollars are invested and
which provides a means of livelihood for
thousands. Nobody is compelled to visit the
racetracks, so that it seems rather unfair to
deprive the general publioc of a healthful
outdoor amusement which is much less harm-
ful than its enemies are trying to make out.

The Jockey Club will stand on its record,
Not a dollar will be spent in fighting adverse
legislation, for the reason that the owners of
the tracks do not believe In such a policy.
Dr. Slicer has ample proof to show that the
men who govern the turf in this State are
honorable in their dealings with him and
are also on the level with the public. Race-
tracks in other States are generally controlled
by the gambling element, but in the East this
element is ruled with a rod of iron and is
kept well under control by men who believe
that honesty in the racing of thoroughbreds
is the best policy.”

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PENNSYLVANIA'S CRICKET TOUR.

Plans for First International Games Be-
tween College Elevens.

In addition to sending a crack team to
England to compete in the Olympic games
that are to be held in London in the summer
of 1908 the University of Pennsylvania has
decided to invade England this summer and
will send a team of oricketers to play a series
of games with the great public schools and
colleges there. Plans have been formulated
and Provost Harrison bas already had accept-
ances from Rugby, Harrow, Clifton, Chelten-
ham, Marlborough, Shrewsbury., Charter-
house, Repton, Halleybury and Bootham,
while it is hoped to add to this list Eton, Win-
chester and the university teams of Oxford,
y Cambridge and Edinburgh, the last institution
being the progenitor of the Unitversity of
Pennsylvania.

The arrangement of the schedule is in the
hands of C.W. Allcock, secretary of the Surrey

The eleven will leave here about June 12 and
play the first game on June 24, continuingwith

The project of sending the team abroad is
considered rather a large undertaking. Penn-
| sylvania has a very good team compared with

BERMUDA RACE CONDITIONS.

Yachts Up to Ninety Feet Length Can Com-
pete for the Maler Cup.

The race to Bermuda this year for sall
eraft, for which Rear Commodore Frank
Maier has offered a $1,000 cup, will be a much
more interesting event than last year's. The
conditions this year allow boats of any rig
up to 90 feet in length to start, and already
two schooners have been entered. The

committee in charge of this race, Dr. J. E.
DeMund of the Brooklyn Yacht Club, Dugley
C. Trott of the Royal Bermuda Yacht Club
and Thomas Fleming Day of the New Rochelle
Yacht Club have framed the conditions to
. govern the race. These are as follows:

The race is open to crulsing sall craft not meas-
uring more than 90 feet' extreme ln{ln. any b
belonging to any organized yacht club in the world.

Boats 10 enter must be bona fide crulsing craft,
having full decks, water-tight cockplt and of sub-
stantial construction and rig. Yachts having fas
or bulb keels or balanced rudders are barred.

Measurement—The measurement for computing
allowance is the length of the boat over all. The
length on deck from the foreside of the siem to the
after side of the sternboard or transom. Fiddle-
heads and ormamental pleces or boards attached
to the stem are not 10 be Included In this measure-
ment. Boats will rate for ance from the
closest full foot. -

Crew—There will be no restrictions as to the
pumber or character of the crew.

Salls—Lower salls 1o be those usually carried by
the yacht when crulsing. No resiriction on light
salls.

Boats—Yachts must carry such small boats or
tenders as they carry when cruising.

Stores and Water—3iores and water sufficient
for 80 days must be on board. Water to be in fixed
tanks or breakers.

Equipment—Anchors, chain or hawsers, side
lights, two compasses, sextant, chronometer, and
ll'e belts or jackets for each member of the crew,

Ballast—Weight mnnbe shifted fore and aft for
the purpose ol‘tnmm &. but no weight elther in
the ?(‘Jﬂ!l of ballast or stores must be jettisoned
except as A measure of safety.

Allowanee—The time allowance will be forty -five
(45 minutes to the foot for the full course, a dis-
tance of 850 nautical miles.

Time of Start —.%url will be made at 10 A. M.,
Wednesday, June 5.

Pntries—Entries must be recelved by the com
mittee not later than noon of May 5. Such entries
must be accompanied with a full description of the

yacht.
Class A—50 to 90 feet,
B--50 feet and under,
test—Concerning non-eligibliity of a yacht
must be In writing and be made not less than
twenty-four hours 'ore the time fixed for start-

Ke commitiee reserve the right.to refect any
entry, If in their judgment the boat Is unseaworthy
or not suitable for long distance racing, or Is In-
efMcient In rig, power, stores or crew.

test, and, when time presses as in the short
October days, utterly useless as an after-
noon form of competition when twenty
players must engage, each off his own bat.

Although often termed here a Bcotch four-
some, the four ball match is practically an
American invention. It originated in the
early days, when our players were too zeal-
ous to swing the clubs to pass a single shot
in the round. It has been perpetuated partly
because it has crowded out all knowledge
of the better sort of foursome and partly
from the selfishnesy of players who do not
wish to share with a partner any of the glory
of a victory, for they keep their individual
cards to prove that to them fell the burden
of the fray .

On the other hand, the two ball foursome
is based on team work. Unselfishness Is
the keynote and hence it is the most sociable
form of the game. After the strain of the
morning singles in the tricity matches an
afternoon of foursomes will be a relaxation.
Moreover, they are full of action and may
be finished quickly. Should the suggested
change be adopted by the Philadelphia and
Metropolitan associations the last pairs will
not finish after dark, as they did in the four
ball matches at Merion.

Robert W. Lesley, donor of the cup and
president of the Philadelphia association: G.
Herbert Windeler, president of the Massachu-
setts organization, and W. Fellowes Morgan,
president of the Metropolitan Golf Associa-
tion, have each a personai as well as offocial
interest in the future of the intercity matches.
Should they find a support for the Boston
suggestion among their committeemen and
players they have the power to change the
deed of gift to permit the playing of four-
somes. The “foursome, while regarded as
unfashionable at many olubs, has had stead-
fast supporters among M. G. A. olubs.

NEW YORK MOTOR CLUB WIDEN-
ING ITS SCOPE.

Directors May Be Inéreased Fromn Nine to
Fifteen—A. G. Batohelder Eleoted
Viee-President —Mr. and Mrs. Glidden
Home After Disastrous Mexican Tour.

’

At their regular meeting last week the
board of directors of the New York Motor
Club unanimously elected A. G. Batchelder
first vice-president of the organization,
Mr. Batchelder is editor of the Automobile
and was secretary of the American Auto-
mobile Association in 1005. The board named
the president of the club, 8. B. Stevens, as
its representative on the directorate of the
American Automobile Association and ap-
pointed the new first vice-president to repre-
sent the organization on the board of directors
of the New York State Automobile Associa-
tion. A committee was appointed to make
changes in the by-aws of the club so as to
simplify the executive work of the organiza-
tion and at the same time widen its power for
activity in many lines, such as legisiation,
good roads, contests, tours, &c. It is prob-
able that the number of directors will be
increased from nine to fifteen.

Mr. and Mrs. Charles J. Glidden of Boston,
the globe girdiing motorists, have arrived
in Boston after their disastrous experience
in Mexico, when their automobile was
wrecked while travellingon arailroad. Speak-
ing of the wrecking of his car, Mr. Glidden
says that nobody was to blame. “We were
running twenty-eight miles an hour,” he
says, “on a straight track when a rock wedged
in between the main track and a gard rail
was struck by the flanges of the left wheels,
and we jumped the ralls and ran about ninety
feet. The forward wheels collapsed and
we were all spilled out, but no one was in-
Jured. Had not the wheels collapsed the
car would have run up on ja bank, over-
turned and undoubtedly buried us all un-
derneath, with serious results. 1 tapped the
telegraph wire, put on a set of instruments
that I was carrying and Immediately opened
up communication with the train despatcher
at Mexico oity, securing assistance in a short
time in the shape of a special train. We
arrived in the City of Mexico on the time
planned before leaving Boston, December 31."

UnitedfStates Consul A. H. Michelson re-
ports that the Automobile Club of Turin
will inaugurate its fourth annua!l interna-
tional automobile exhibition in the newly
enlarged Plazzo delle Belle Arti of the Valen-
tino on February 16. The exhibit'on is
under the patronage of the King of Italy and
will this year assuina proporiions not here-
tofore atwained. Turin s the most im-
portant automobile centre of Italy and prob-
ably of Europe. 1t contains 21 of the 51
Italian companies engaged in the constriac-
tion of automobhiles, 8 ol the 10 italian auto-
mobile coach builders and 7 of tiie 30 Italian

makers of automoui'e accessories; a total
of 84 out of the 1 alian companies that
manufacture antoroi.les and rheir acces-
sories. In the exhi'ticn of last rvar there

were 102 exhibitors, vy two of which showed
American cars. Taoirty thousand paying
visitors saw the exhibition.

It is most Important that a good number
of American makers be represented in an
exhibition held in such a centre of the auto-
mobile trade as Turin. While for high
Howered touring cars American makers will

nd the competition of European firms ex-
ceedingly difficult to meet, this should not
prove the case with cars lower in horse-
power and price. The exhibiting of light-
weight runnbout; should Pro\'e especially
worth while. So far the Italian makers have
failed signally to realize the possibilities of
good cars of this description on the Italian
market. It can safely be said that American
nitia.ive which places runabous on the
talian market at a price not over $1,000 will

ttended with success, Carsof this descrip-
tion should have a lon%whoel base and should
be fitted not with one but with two or more
cylinders.

In his annual report retiring President
E. H. Cutler of the National Association of
Automobile Manufacturers cleared up some
of the uncertainty regarding denatured alco-
hol that had existed in the minds of members
of the association. His remarks on the sub-
ect were as follows: “During the year 100§
his association gave financial support to a
movement then in progress to secure the en-
actment of legisiation designed to secure the
removal of the Internal revenue tax from
alcohol unfAt for beverage purposes. This
resulted during the last year in the enact-
ment by Congress of a law providing for the
use entirely free of domestic alcgho! rendered
unsuitable for internal use. his law, which
went into eflect on January 1, with the regu-
lations prescribed under t, is designed to
5ivo the greatest possible liberty in the pro-
uction, sale and use of denatured aloohol
and ords an opportunity for general ex-
periment and investigation with aicohol as
a motor fuel.

“The new law, we are informed. imposes
no restrictions as to the size of distilleries,
the matter of distilling alcohol being left as
it was under the former internal revenue
law, under which any person may me
a registered distiller, subject only to the ron:-
lations intended to prevent the sale of illicitly
distilled spirits, and on_ application to the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue can have
the alcohol gorodu by him denatured in a
‘denaturing bonded warehouse’ to be situated
on the distillery premises. The regulations
governing the stillation of alcohol are
simple and involve little trouble and no ex-
gonu. as the entire charges for supervision

y internal revenue officials are paid by the
Government.

Statements have n published to the
effect that this law and the regulations issued
under it operate In the interests of large dis-
tilleries and prevent the erection of small
distilleries by the farmers. We are advised
that there is no foundation for these state-

ents; that any farmer who chooses to go to
the expense of building and equipping a small
distillery with a capacity of only seven or ten
gallons per day can have his product de-
natured under Government supervision, with-
out charge, and can sell his material freely
wher ver he chooses, and that there are
llreugs' n existence about 1,000 small regis-
tered distilleries which have been devo to
the manufacture of beverage distilled spirits
which may now engage in the manufacture of
untaxed alcohol for industrial parposes. The
lollowln%nuwm nt was recently issued by
Commissioner of Internal Revenue Yerkes:

“'l am -u{\prlud and entirely out of pa-
tience with the ignorance I have seen mani-
fested by supposedly intelligent men who
are discussing this denatur alcohol busi-
ness. Members of Congress and the Senate,
odlu“rl of big newspapers and ordinarily
bright and up to date men of all vocations
seem absolutely at sea when they 'ot on this
subject and relieve themselves of the most
outlandish and absurd statements. As a
matter of fact, the manufacture of alcohol
and its -urcrvilton has not been altered one
fota by this new law. It merely throws cer-
tain safeguards about the business of chang-
ing the nature of the product. It makes me
sick to hear some Congressmen talk about
the ease with which some German farmer
cAn engage in the manufacture of denatured
aleohol and the diMoulties thrown In the
way of our farmers.

‘The German can go ahead and make all

e wants, they say, and all the Government
oes is to send around a man a couple of
times & week to unlock the lock on the con-
tainer that holds the product. Now, I'd
like to know what difference it makes to the
farmer whether the Government inspector
come around twice a week or =tays onthe
place all the time. In either case the farmer
does not pay the bill. The Government
ys the salary of the Inspector, and the
‘armer {8 not charged a cent. That's what
this Government offers to do, and it does

not make one bit of difference whether he |

makes five gallons, five hundred gallons,
or five million gallons a day, the Govern-
ment will f" the cost of inspection, and not
a cent will be deducted from the pockets of
the distiller for that purpose. There is noth-
ing on earth to prevent an farmer in the
eountry from going into,the manufacture
of denatu alcohol to-morrow if he wants
to, and he can do it on & CI?ll‘l of 3‘00 $4,000
or almost any amount he pleases. It {s only
& queption with him whether it is going to
pay m.
e National Grange, an organization
com of more than 850,00 farmers, at
its annual meeting held recently at Denver,
opted a report commending the enact-
ment of this legislation, There
considerable discussion of the price at which
untax cohol would probabl sold,
all of which has been entirely futile, because
it has been impossible to (fredlcv. just what
the developments®of the millhw industry
will be under the new conditions, It remains
for the intelligent inventors and business
men of the country to take advantage of this
opportunity, both in the production of alcohol
and its applications to industrial uses.”
