Drenuse of raports which Comptroller
Metz has received ovricerning the conduct

of the affairs of the State Charities Aid
Association and the Guild of the Infant
Saviour he threatened yestorday to stop the
further payment of city money to those

organizations.

A large part of the work of the two is
placing foundlings in the care of private
families. For the keep of each child $2.66
a week is allowed. Mr. Metz received re-
cently from the Society for tha Prevention
Cruelty to Childrep a report stating that
the society had come upon over a doren
cased in which children had been placed
with guardians who ill-treated and neglected
them.

Further investigation made by the Comp-
troller led him to determine to pay no
more city money to the two societies, and
he so notified Commissioner Hebberd of

the Charities Departinent,

Thereupon Mr. Hebberd informed the
association that he would have to termi-
pate theagreement made with the organiza-
tion for the care of part of the city’s found-
lings. This brought from Joseph H. Choaie,
president of the State Charities Aid Asso-
ciation, an a 1 for a hearing. The hear-
ing was heldpylr:mnhy in the Comptroller's
otﬁm.und was attended by representatives
not only of the association, but also of the
Guild of the Infant Saviour.

Daniel C. Potter, the head of thecharities
bureau of the Finance Department, made
the statement that the oit{ was illegally
paying money to the two institutions be-
cause they were not ocertified to by the
State Board of Charities. He said that
Comptroller Groui 1 sought to put an
end to the system, but that nothing bad
come of his endeavors.

Mr. Potter read a report drawn by the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children, describing the bad oconditions
in thirteen cases of children who had been
placed in families by the two institutions.

Mr. Choate, Homer Folks, Mgr. O'Hare,
Father Sweeney, Father O'Farrell and other
representatives of the two societies denied
the charges made by Dr. Potter, while Mr.
Choate contended that his organization
was qualified as an institution for the'care
of children under the regulations of the
State hoard. Mr. Choate finally asked
for further time in which t» present evi-
dence contradicting the statements made
in Dr. Potter's report, Comptroller Metz
consented to withdraw temporarily his
order stoppli:ﬁ payments after February 1
and postpol the hearing for a month.

PROPERTY OWNERS ANGRY.

THE COTTON MARKET.

Prices Slightly Higher —Liverpool Up—~&pots
& Firm —Speculation Stagnant.

Liverpool was a sort of magnet pointing
to higher prices and New York, as much under
this influence as anything else, advanced.
For although the Liverpool spot trade was
quiet futures were higher, partly under the
stimulus, it is said, of buying by Continental
spinners. Then, too, although the South-
western estimates for to-day are larger than
those of last year they are beginning to show
a rather important decrease as compared
with last week, the spot markets at the South
continue Airm and it looks as though needpd
reforms in the matter of contracts and re-
visions are to be carried out by the New York
Cotton Exchange whereby it will become
less an object of criticism and more than ever
an object of pride to its truest friends. Then
Ellison increased his estimate of the world's
consumption of American cotton about
120,000 bales, putting] the total at 12,371,000
bales. As he never errs by unduly magnify-
ing the consumption the bulls are more than
ever inclined to think that the real figures
will be 12,500,000 bales and upward.

Then again the National Ginners’ Associa-

tion, it is said, states the quantity ginned up
to January 15 at 12,046,000 bales, which some
are iyclined to consider bullish figures ratber
than otherwise. In any case they think
that to-day's figures on the ﬂ:mlnz up to
January 18 which are to be issued by the
Census Bureau will %m the quietus on all talk,
secret or open, .o the effect that .he present
crop may closely approximate that of two
'ears ago. Liverpool bought to some extent,
ocal shorts covered and there was more or
less Southern buying. But to say that there
was any real activity or life and snap in the
trading would be going entirely too far. It
is a market distinguished by anything but
these qualities. Yet on the other hand the
evidences of a big trade in both raw and
manufactured cotton are still plain to most
people and this is the foundation on which
present prices have been built and on which
they are being sustained and on which, If
the bulls are right, they are going to be sus-
tained if not raised in the future.

Edward Moyse & (o said: “We may
leave arguments regarding acreage and
the probable effect of poor seed to a later
date, but the fact that Texas has had prac-
tically no winter and that the weevil have
survived in great numbers, will undoubtedly
influence spinners to lay in more than the
usial supply out of this crop, even though
its quality is not entirely to their liking
Leaving the broad fleld of supply and de-
mand to come down to more technical in-
fluences, there is a very large short interest
here for straddle account against purchases
in New Orleans and Liverpool, principally
the latter. New York prices are the lowest
in the world; no matter what may happen
hereafter there is no danger that they will
be further relatively depreased. The stub-
horn resistance recently offered to all pres-
sure has caused a feeling of uneasiness among
the shorts here. A return of confidence
in the lntegrlti of the New York market,
whioh seems at hand, is likely to revive specu-
lation and the entry of any considerable
new buying element into this market would
not only cause a considerable general ad-
vance, but also upldl‘y cut down the exces-
sive discounts by which contracts are here
now sellin®. We therefore feel that all
bearish factors have been fully discounted
and that developments from now on will
be in the line of decreasing crop estimates
and unusual expansion in consumption.
The very low prices ruling here for con-
tracts will naturally attract buyers con-
fidence returns, while the existence of a very
large short straddle interest will make the
coming advance much ter in New York
than in any other market. We think that
