MICHIGAN RELATIVES DECLARE
THE CIRCUS MAN WAS INSANE.

Lawyers Whe Drew the Wil Deny This and
Quote Him as Saying His Relatives
Were a Bad Lot—The Widow Tells of
Thelr Honeymoon With a Wagon Show.

WaiTE Pramns, N, Y., Jan, 28.—~The con-
test brought by relatives in Michigan to
set aside the will of James A. Bailey, the
showman, was heard to-day by Surrogate
Frank V. Millard of Westchester county.

Mr. Bailey, who died in Mount Vernon
about a year ago, left his entire estate,
including the controlling interest in the
Barnum & Bailey, Sells, Forepaugh and
Buffalo Bill shows to his widow, Ruth McCad
don Bailey. The estate, it is said, amounts
to about $5,000,000,

The contestants, who are nephews and
nieces, declare they represent about three-
fifths of the heirs, Through their attorneys,
Wollman & Wollman of Detroit, Mich,,
they are trying to prove that the showman
was mentally incompetent when he made
his will and that Mrs, Bailey and her brother,
Joseph McCaddon, also a circus man, ex-
ercised undue influence over him.

Daniel W. Childs and Herbert G. Hull
of New York, who were attorneys for Mr.
Bailey at the time he drew the will, testified
that he was perfectly sane and competent
at the time. Mr. Hull said that when Mr.
Bailey made the codicil to his will he said
that he had a lot of bad relatives.

“They are a bad lot,” said he, “and would
make trouble for Mrs. Bailey if they could.
1 want to make a will that they can't break."”

When asked if he knew that the show-
man put up $300,000 for Joseph MoCaddon,
Mrs. Bailey's brother, when he took a circus
to France, where he failed, Mr. Hull replied
that he did not.

Mrs. Bailey, when guestioned about her
husband's relatives, said that she did not
know any of them and had never seen them
until about a year ago, when she went to
Detroit to attend the funeral of Edward
McGuinnes, Mr. Bailey's brother. BShe said
that when she first met her husband in 1568
be led her to believe that he was alonq in the
world’ with nc parents or relatives. It was
several years before he told her he had
run away from his aunt’'s home in Detroit
to follow his circus life. Mrs. Bailey said
that she was married to Mr. Bdle{ in a
small town in Ohio,and at the time he w
an advance agent for a circus with a nlhry
of $256 a week. Later he had a wagon show,
and she travelled with him all over the
United States as mistress of the wardrobe
She denied that Mr. Bailey was ever in an
insane asylum, sanitarium, hospital or in-
stitution of any kind and said that his mind
was always clear as a bell,

The lawyers for the contestants read the
depositions of William J. Beecher of Detroit,
l ormer ticket seller of the show, and of

rdon, also of that city, who is one
of 3. contesting nieces. Beecher testifled
that Mr. Bailey was a very sick man in 1884
at the time he made the will. He said that
there was no secret about his mental oon-
dition, that he looked quite deranged and
nervous prm-lrauon.

The lawyers for the estate then read the
cross-examination of Beecher, whichishowed
that he had been a bartender jin Detroit,
Cincinnati and Chicago, and a ticket specu-
lator in New York at various times and
that while he was with Barnum & Bailey
he never drew more than $80 a month.

Mary Gordon testified that several of her
mncles and aunts who were Mr. Bailey's
brothers and sisters lost their minds before
their death. She said that Mr. Bailey
always feared that he would go the same
way. The witness testified that Mr. Bailey
was brought up by her mother until he was
fifteen and then he went swim and
never came back. The mother of Mr.
Buley she said, died of nervousness.

L. Watﬂm for several ‘Kl eArs privato
socreu r. Bailey, said t the show-
man had frequently sent sums of money to
his relatives in Michigan. He gave his
brother, Edward McGuinnes, who was a
locomotive engineer on the Grand Trunk
railroad, a fine home and a team of horses
and oarriages and frequently entertained
him in New York.

The case was adjourned in order to call
the physicians who attended Mr. Bailey
in his last illness.

VOTE ON SELLING MINING STOCKS.

Produce Exchange Consalts Whole Mem-
bership Before Beginning.

Asa final move before beginning to trade
in mining stocks the Produce Exchange
authorities are going to take a postal card
voteon it. The circular mailed to all mem-
bers yesterday with the return card and
signed by President Douglas states that
more than 450 members have signed the
petition asking the managers to authorize
the trading. Although the membership
of the exchange is more than 2,300, those
who are active do not number more than
6500. The postal card vote which was taken
recently on the question whether a bar
should be admitted inside the building
brought out a vote of 1,300. That propo-
sition waa defeated three to one,

The circular states that the several com-
mittees appointed have reported favorably
on the proposal, and it is understood thnt
the rules for the trading are already drawn
up. A number of very important inno-
vations in stock trading are to be made, it
is said,
