FINAL GAME OF SERIES HERE OF
SHORT DURATION.

Champion Lasker Forces the Play by Quick
Moves In Early Stages—Marshall's
Sixteenth Move Sets the Champlon
Thinking and Game Ends in Twenty-first

The sixth game of the championship chess
matech between Dr. Emanuel Lasker and
I'ank J. Marshall, played yesterday after-
noon at the Everett House in this city, was
drawn after twenty-one moves. The present
score is: Lasker, 3; Marshall, 0, drawn, 3,

The big dining parlor at the Everett House
presented a lively appearance long before
the masters sat down to play the final game
in the metropolis. As on the occasion of
former games, the room looked like a veri-
table chess club room, and while some of
the spectators were playing their own games
most of them were busy analyzing the cham-
pionship contest in progress,

QGeorge W. Liddell, an old New York chess
player, now living at Montreal, acted as
Lasker's second, while Dr. 8. A. Blan, the
president of the Richmond Borough Chess
Club of Staten Island, acted in a like ca-
pacity for Marshall, J. Herbert Watson,
the president of the Brooklyn Chess Club,
who opened the proceedings with a short
eddress, was the referee.

Long before the start Marshall told a friend
that he would again play the French defence
should Lasker give him the chance, and he
did not disappoint them, for in answer to
Lasker's opening move, pawn to king's
fourth, the Brooklyn man at once re-
plied with pawn to king's third, which
move constitutes the French defence. The
next three moves were also made rather
rapidly, Black again relying upon the varia-
tion Inevnted by the late chess player Me-
Cutcheon of Pittsburg, this being also the
subjeot of the fourth game, played on Satur-
day week. On his fifth turn, however,
Lasker varied the proceedings by taking the
queen’'s pawn, whereas on the former occasion
he had played pawn to king's fifth, This
brought about a very lively game,

A close look at the position after seven
moves had been recorded disclosed the fact
that while White had developed all his pleces
on the queen’s side, Black had done the same
on the king's side. White, however, had
much the better position, as his pawns were
more intact. This opinion was, however,
not shared by everybody, as it was thought
that Marshall's open king's knight file, w Liich
was commanded by his king's rook. would
eventuallv give him an attack. The fact
that Lasker had left his queen’'s rook's pawn
to be taken after his tenth move was also
commented upon.

Opinions of the experts present, whether
the pawn could be taken or not, naturally
mucn differed. Marshall took a long time
for the consideration of this move and finally
queen takes rook's pawn was recorded
on the giant chess boards. As soon as Las-
ker made his rejoinder it was thought that
Marshall had fallen into a trap. A, B, Hodges,
the Ntaten Island crack player and member
o1 wne American cable team, had this to say
on this line of play:

“Black’s ninth move rook to knight was

inopportune. A defensive move, 10h as
ﬁ.:n to queen’s rook’s third wou have

n much better. The taking of the rook's
r.wn was not to be recommended, as he

i{d himself open to a violent muor which
makes his game almost unredeemab

Under the circumstances Marshall man-
aged to find a pretty good move in reply
to his adversary's aggressive movements,
namely king to bishop's square,

Another expert present said that Marahall's
play was erratic, not to say poor, and that
nothing_in the play showed championshin
form. “Once having committed himself,
he added, “Marshall made great attempts
to redeem himaelf "

As proof of the difMiculties Marshall had to
contend with may be taken the fact that he

After Marshall hnd made his sixteenth
move he told a friend that he could not under-
stand the criticism of the experts present,
for according to his belief he had now either
a foreed draw or a win. It became evident
tnvr the next few moves that the RBrooklyn

r was right, for suddenly it went
ldfire through the room: “Marshall
elthor a won ’f( me or draws by force.”

t was now Lasker’s turn to pay attention
to the board. Five minutes passed and no
move, ten minutes passed and still no answer
from Lasker. Finally after a ve .y long wait
Lasker’'s rejoinder 21, 'pm-n to queen's 8,
check, was shown on the big board. This
was really identical with a draw, for if Lasker
bad taken the bishop on I‘mhop s square the
followlnl Vlri.tlon would have occurred:
