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WANAMAKER'S LSS $2,000,000

VALUABLE LITERARY AND ART
COLLECTIONS DESTROYED,

Viany Priceless Books, Espeetally Those Re-
1ating to Luther, Cannot Be Replaced
~Twe Famoux Munkacsy Paintings
Sa.od -~ The Art Gallery Burned,

PaiLanELPHIA, Feb. 9-—John Wana-
maker, whose country residence, Linden-
purst, at Jenkintown, was burned down
rast night, places his entire loss at close to
$2.000,000. Mr. Wanamaker made it ap-
parent that it was not the money loss that
sffected him, but showed that he was dis-
tressed over the loss of ‘articles of art, rare
hooks and other things that were part of
a collection that had occupied a lifetime.

Neither time nor money oan replaoe
these. A rough estimate would put their
worth at $1,280,000.

“There were stored away in a closet es-
pecially built for the purpose wvaluable
Americana that cannot be replaced,” said
Mr. Wanamaker. “There were Lincoln and
Washington autograph letters and papers
that I had oollected quietly. So far as [
know now that closet was not opened during
the progress of the fire and its contgnts
must be, [ fear, entirely destroyed.

“My library contained at least 10,000

volumes which had been sifted from time |

tn time from the collection I began many
vears ago. There were many priceless
bouks on Egypt and India and a large col-
laction of fine books from the libraries of
leighton and Millais, as well as from the
('axton Press. There was a copy of the
Reformation Bible, with the chain attached,
which alone was valued at $1,000, and many
other books worth as much each.

“There was a particularly fine collsction
of Luther hooks in which I was greatly
interested and which I had gathered for
the purpose of writing a volume on the
life and works of Luther.”

Speaking of the material side of his loss,
Mr. Wanamaker said the contents of the
building were worth about $1,250,000 and
the building $780,000. When Mr. Wana-
maker was asked if he would rebuild he
walked away. It is now settled that the
fire was caused by an electric iron being
left on a woodeén table.

The best of Mr. Wanamaker's famous
collection of paintings were saved. Neigh-
hors cut from their massive frames on the
main wall of the art gallery two rare paint-
ings, Munkdcsy's “Christ bebm Pllate”
and “The Crucifixion,” worth from a money
point of view $200,000, but which could not
havebeen feplaced had they been destroyed.

The great art gallery was out off from the
main structure by a fire wall and was
thought to be entirely safe, and it would have
bLeen had not one of the walls of the main
structure fallen on its roof, causing it to
ignite. Nothing oould be done to save
the structure. Fire engines were dragged
by trolleys to the place, but the few plugs
about were found to be frozen on arrival.

The original house was built by Mr.
Wanamaker in 1880, From time to time
additions were made, until, inclusive of the
Jarge ploture gallery, built about six years
ago, the building contained more than fifty
rooms. )

On the walls of the pioture gallery ware
about 800 paintings, embracing ocollections
of masters of nearly every sochool. The
most important of these ocollections was
the old English in the third gallery. The
first gallery was devoted to old French
paintings. The second or large gallery was
filled with paintings by the old Dutoh mas-
ters, while beyond the English oollection
was the Munkacsy gallery and a small
?-ugry oontaining examples of the early
talian school. .

The floor of every room in the house was
covered with rare rugs, collected by Mr,
Wwanamaker in his travels in Europe and
India.
