Whether this loss
of flesh In 80 short a time has impaired his
strength or not remains to be seen when Lewis
puts up his hands to-night, but conservative
judges of physical training believe that Tewls
has been compelled to weaken himself to
some extent In order to make the required
weight. Lewis is & rugged boxer, possessing
ronuhnblo cleverness and an ability to take
much punishment, Hs has been boxing
befors the piblio in thes oty and vicinity for
some time, but he has never been rowded as
a real top notcher. . He took part In a “con-
test” with Joo Oll. in the Garden last sum-
mer In ‘which the latter was clearly under a
pull. Melody, Baving knooked ‘Lewis out
onod, must be regarded as baving an advan-
tage when le eaters the ring, known to fight
fans as the ‘Irdian aign.”

ten years ago, Mellody would probably have
heen summarily disposed of. But the faot
remains that Mellody beat Walcott all the
way and is to-day highly regarded. Prior
to the Walcott mill, Mellody was knocked
out in eleven rounds by Joe Thomas, a mid-
dle welght, but that affair was at catch weights
and Mellody had much the worst of the deal.

But
with these modest efforts to provide boxing
for the many enthusiastsa who live In the
greater city comes the news that Tom
O'Rourke, formerly the manager of the
Broadway A. C., In the days of the Horton
law, is seriously thinking of organizing a
local olub to be devoted exclusively to boxing
and bullt on the lines of the National Sporting
Club of London. O'Rourke, who has had
rauch experience In this line, belleves that a
club of this kind would prove sufMolently
attractivé to men of sporting proolivities to
insure & high rate of initiation and member-
ship fees, which would make it possible to put
on boxers of the first class In bouts which
could be held with absolutely no admission
tickets sold at the doors. For many years
boxing enthusiasts have wondered why
somebody did not Inaugurate some such
scheme, but if O°Rourke is really sincere in
what he says, this lack of a good club will
not be in evidence much longer, providing, of
course, that the authorities do not step in
at the last moment just as they did with
O'Rourke’s Tuxedo Club at Easington, Pa.

“A manager of a big league team,” sald
Clark Griffith yesterday, “sometimes loses an
undeveloped star simply because he hasn't
the time to look him up when he has been
recommendsd to the club by some fan, I
probably receive a thousand letters a year
from baseball fans who think they have dis-
covered 8 Wagner, a Lajoie or a Chase, They
write tome from all parte of the United States
recommending players who are not even
beginning & career in a minor league. Won-
derful pitehers who would make Chesbro,
Mat and other big stars look like
deuces unearthed, while other phenome-
nons able to outshine stars in all of other
posiiions ais dug up and described the
maiis with many ad)ectives and much ‘proph-
ecy. If some of these letters come from men
who have standing in the community wherse
they live and they appear to be writing ra-
tionaly I sometimes send an agent to look
over the young players recommended. But
in nine cases out of ten we do not look over
the right ones. I could tell of & dozen cases
where players now making good in the big
leagues were recommended to me fsome time
ago, but were passed up because we did not
have the time to hunt them up. In each
instande, too, my attention has been called
to the fact that I turned down the writer's
recommendation, although I could bardly be
blamed. I suppose every major league man-
Ager“in the country experiences the same
thing, for there are sharp eyed, self-appointed
scouts ali over the land watching out for
promising yeung ball players.”
