Recommendation That OMcers and Fme
ployees Be Dismisged From the Seryviee
Who Have Retained Thelr Forbldden
Interest in Coa! Producing Companies ;

The special committee of Pennsylvania
Railroad directors, which was appointed
ts investigate the charges of graft made
hefora the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission last summer, gives the old (Cassatt
management a clean bill of health ina
tnal report which.is made public to-day.

[he special committee is made up of
¢ stuart Patterson. Williamm H. Barnes,
I Mngham B. Morrie, Thomas DeWitt
cuvler and Rudulph Ellis. The scope of
investigation included the conduct
of the business of all the roads in the Penn-
evivania system since January 1, 1900,

Practically the only point at which the
iestimony befoge the Interstate Commerce
(oromission is sustained is that some of
the officers and employees owned stock

{heir

in companies, notably coal companies,
wich sold supplies or shipped freight over
the Pennsylvania’s lines. If such owner-
ghip resulted in unjust disoriminations
Bga'Nel competing companies, it is not
gporarent in the committee’s report.

‘Tha stenographic report of the testi-
meny taken bafore the Interstate Commerce
(ammission,” saya the report, “shows that
enly fifty-one of the 198,030 officers and
employees of the companies constituting
the Pennaylvania Railroad system were
eramined as witnesses, and that o! this
rumber twenty-one officers and employees
were ghown to have acquired, by inveat-
ment, and in a few cases by gift, any in-
tereel In coal companies, or properties.

“This committes haa interrogated 2,505
c®oers and amployees, there being included
In that number every office of the several
companies whose individual action or
whose order to any sibordinate ecould
eYect any undue or unreasonable diserim-
or againat any customer of
the railroads, or could prejudice the in-
terests of the company in any way. Of
the 2505 offices and employses 266 were
found to have interesta in coal or other
carporations or firms or with individuals.
The majority of those interests are in cor-
porationsa whose shares are dealt in on the
open market. Of those 286 officers and
employees 251 had acquired their interests
by purchase. The few remaining officers
#nd employees received gifts of shares or
ivtereats in various corporations.”

The commitiee regrets that any officer
o employea of the Pennsylvania Railroad
*should have so far forgotten that which
was due to the service and that which was
8lsn due to his own character as to accept
s gift whose acceptance might bring a
suspicion of conflict between his official
duty and his personal interest.”

Another comment which the committee
makes in that “when it is remembered that
the several companies have in their service
almost 200,000 officers and employees, it is
not surprising that some few of that large
nimber have been found to have erred.”

In the opinion of the committee a mistaken

ublic opinion, misinformed as to the facts,

ecause of the publication of portions
and not the whole of the testimony taken
tefore the Interstate Commerce Commis-
#on, has done ve injustice to the whole
service of the Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany.

“That servioe,” says the committes, *is
of more than sixty-vears growth; it is con-
stituted in the main of educated, trained
snd self respecting men, whose honorable
lives have won t esteem of those who
know them best; it has its traditions of
'“valty, and it has bhad in its sucoessive
officers, examples of unselfish devotion to
cuty and steadfast adherence to the right.”

The committea’s report does not mention
the names of the 208 who owned stock in
rnal companies, nor does it contain any
information in regard to the extent of the
holdings, The committee reasserts the
position which it took in its preliminary
report that under former conditions it was
right that officers and employees should
have been encouraged to invest their mone
in industrial enterprises along the r '
k0 a= to induce ot le to come in,
tnt now, in the opinion of the committee,
the problem is to provide adequate facilities
in line, rolling stock and movement for the
hiciness of the country and it isessential
that all officers and employees should be
“absolutely free to discharge their duties
frnartially.”

The committes thinks that a reasonable
length of time has bean given to the officers
vid amployses to allow them to compl
with the President's order t they shall
divest themeelves of all interest in coal
rroducing  companies, in recom-
mended that any officer or emplovee who
Fac failed to obey the order be dismi
framn the wmervies, The committes sayvs
further that it has reported to the presi-
dents of the meveral rﬂro&d companies
for appropriate action fthe names of those
n¥eare and employees who have, in the
commiittee’s judgment, failed in the per-
formanes of their duty.

No hint is contained in the report as to
who the delinquents are or how many of
them are going to get their walking papers.

fme of the most serious charges made
#gainst the Pennsylvania Railroad man-
reement was that in distributing bitumin-
nug coal cars it discriminated in favor of
companies in which officers or employees
of the road were interested. The Berwind-
White and the Keystone Coal corporations,
known in the coal regions as the “Cassatt
companies,” were two that were men-
tiened  before the Interstate Commerce
Commission.

The mpecial committee reports that it

frgaged the Audit Company of New York
to investigate the faots as set forth in the
railread's records of distribution for the
reriod from January 1, 1900, to June 30,
1808 for the purpose of determining whet her
the distribution of cars, as between shippers,
harl heen in fact fairly and impartially
made. The Audit Company n_ite
work on June 18 last and made its final
report to the committee on December 27,
It examined about 18,000 daily car dis-
tribution sheets and 7,500 special orders
for distribution. In & on this work
the Audit Company 35 acocountants,
* clerks and 12 stenographers. The Audit
C f\m‘pnny reported as follows:
. "We have compared the facts set forth
o the mine sheets and special orders with
the testimony taken before the Interstate
Commerce (Y,omminion in Philadelphia
In the late spring of the present year. We
have carefully read and considered so much
of that testimony as relates to the dis-
tribution of cars, and consider that few
i any of the matters alleged before the
commission to the prejudice of the officers
of the railroad company are borne out by
the results of our examination.

‘Many of the cases of seeming preferences
and discriminations—both those attended
b special orders and not so attended
have heen examined into by us, with the
result of finding that the officers of the
"4liroad company have fair operating or
cther reasons to present in explanation of
:'s*'h seeming preferences and discrimina-

nns,

"Our company is of the opinion, therefore,
#nej n-[)onn an ita best judgment that in
general the distribution of cars was con-
trolled and administered by the officers of
he railroad company in faith and
without showi continued preferences
and dnwnmim?’dn as toward the owners
of hituminous coal mines.”

¢ wpecial committes itself reports on
this subject :

‘The committee has had from each dis-
"lhunnv:r officer full statements as to his
Acts and orders in distributing cars. After
a careful and exhaustive uiry and ex-
imination of the orders committes
™ports that the mpecial orders, whether
increasing or mml time the
vimber of cars for $0 ANy par-

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upon which the company or other raiiroads
were dependent for their fuel supply or
other mines supplying fuel to ships or to
municipal lighting ots, &c. In other
words, the great majority of the special
orders were issued to protect consumers
and not to favor mine owners or rators,
and the other special orders were to
meet difficulties in moving cars.” -

In regard to the charges that the Penn-
sylvania Railroad Company granted other
special privileges to the ind-W hite
company, such as sending their cars through
to tidewater under a “blind billing,” that
ix, taking an estimate instead of the actual
weight of the contents of each ocar, the com-
mittee says that this “non-weighting” at
certain periods was ordered only for the
purpose of relieving freight congestion
and resulted beneficially to other shippers
and to the railroad company.

The committes was unable to find that
there had been any discriminations, as
charged, in the matter of building sidings.
in regard to the construction of a siding at
Salina, on the West Penn division, which
was mentioned frequently in the Interstate
Commerce proceedings, the committee
says that the siding was authorized by the
board of directors after full investigation
and upon & report by the road committee,
and was made only in the interest of the
railroad company and because of no favor-
itism to the shipper at that point.

The committee reports that the purohas-
ing of coal for the different lines has been
made only ip the interest of the railroads
and without intentional favoritism to any

shipper.

1‘!’» Pennsylvania Company has been
charged with having aoquired through
subsidiary companies control over a large
part of the watersheds along its lines, thus
compelling municipalities to buy their
water from t companies. The com-
mittee admits that the company has, in
the manner and to the extent authorized
by law, promoted the organization of water
companies at various points and has
advances to such companies of the amounts
n to enable them to aocquire ade-
quate water supplies and to erect and ocon-
struct works to deliver the water to the
company's lines.

“It is believed,"says the report, “that
through this outlay the company will be
enabled to acquire an adequate supply
for the present and for a long time to come,
and at a cost per gallon materially lower
than that heretofore paid. No director,
officer or employee of the railroad com-
pany has, or ever has had, any interest,
direct or indireot, in those companies.”

Since 1899 the company has spent $82 -
703.387 in the purchase of real estate right
of way, and the committee reports that it
has satisfied itself that purchases have
been made under a system whioh has ade-
quately protected the interests of the share-
holders.

Since 1809 new construction has
undertaken which cost $268,778,763, and
in this department also the committes
reporta that interests of the shareholders
have been carefully guarded, same
in said to be true of the purchase and m;;mly
department, which has bought $412 499 698
worth of supplies in the last six years.

The committee says that its statement
before it began its work that it intended
to investigate every fact brought to ita
notice was equal to a general invitation
to - communicate to the committee. Of
the 40,000 odd shareholders in the Penn-
sylvania Company only one has com-
municated th the committee. From
the general public suggestions were re-
ceived from twenty-five persons. Each
of these complaints is answered in the re-
port.

The committee concludes as a final result
of ita examination into the whole subject
committed to it that “with few exceptions

the officers and emp of the com-
pnnj constituting thomflv-nia Rail-
road system have been faithful to duty.”

NEW CILUE IN CORTESE MURDER,

Paterson Police Now Seek Two Women
Whose Relative Is In Prigon.
PaTerson, N. J., Feb. 17.—The police
are following a new clue in connection
with the assassination of Justice of the
Peace Robert Cortese. They are seeki
two women. One of these women, it is said,
lives in Bridgeport, Conn,, and the other
an Italian girl, is believed to be on her way

to [taly incompany with one of the men con-
cor in the infernal machine plot.
Both women, it is declared, are relatives

of a man who is now serving a long term
in the State prison and who was convictad
on evidence gathered by Justioe Cortese.
The Italian Government has heen asked
to kug watch on all steamers arriving
from this country in Italian ports within
the next few days.

IN FIRE WHICH DESTROYED
THEIR HOME AT SHORT HILLS,

| They Walted Too Long to Dress and Pack
Up Jeweiry and Had 1o Fight Thelr
Way Out Through the Flames —Not Seri-
ously Burned— Nurse Saves Children.

SovTH Oraxae. N. J., Feb. 17.—William
C. DeLanoy and Mrs. DeLanoy,were badly
burned this morming in a fire which totally
destroyed their residence, on Forest Drive,
in the fashionable section of Short Hills.
They are now in the private hosapital of Dr.
Mefford Runyon, on South Prospect street,
South Orange. Their two children were
saved by a nurse.

The fire was discovered ubou'l 8 o'olock
by some of the servants, who saw a blaze
in the conservatory, at the rear of the house,
where Mr. Del.anoy had a collection of
costly .plants. It is supposed that an oil
stove which was used to heat the place
exploded and that the blaze communicated
to the woodwork.

An alarm of fire was telephoned to Mill-
burn, about two miles away, and Mr. and
Mrs. Delanoy, who were about arising,
were told of the fire. The ochildren, who
were fully dressed, were carried across the
street to the home of William G. Bickel.
At this time the smoke had not penetrated
the upper part of the house, and thinking
that there was no immediate danger Mr.
and Mrs. DelLanoy finished their dressing
and then gathered up some jewelry and
valuables preparatory to leaving the house.

As they opened the door into the hallway
they were met by a great gust of smoke
and heard the roar of flames in the lower
part of the bouse. Mr. DeLanoy grasped
his wife and started down the stairway.
They were blinded and choked by the amoke
and were well nigh overcome by the time
they reached the foot of the stairs.

Downstairs they found the flames had
spread in such a manner that escape by the
front of the house was entirely cut off.
They fought their way through the blazing
hallway to a rear door which was not far
from the place where the flre started.
Neighbors were rallying to their aid, for the
word quickly spread that Mr. and Mrs.
DeLanoy were in the blazing building, and
as they red out of the rear door with
their clothing afire they were caught and
hurried to the residence of Mr. Sickel and
made as ocomfortable as®possible pendin
the arrival of Dr. Wellington Campbell n’
Millburn.

Dr. Campbellapplied temporary dressings,
and the private ambulance of l-’roderfé'k
Ardrey in South Orange and one of the
Record ambulances from Orange were sum-
moned and Mr. and Mre. DeLanoy rushed
to Dr. Runyon's hospital as fast as possible.
Their injuries are not serious.

Meanwhile the firemen, who had made
good time over the uphill roads, which were
blocked with snow, got to work, but the
handsome stone and frame house was
doomed, and every effort had to be exerted
to save other houses in the neighborhood.
The building was burned out within an hour.
The damage is estimated at $50,000. Some
of the contents were saved.

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BANK AND TRUST €0. TO MERGE,

The Aster Trust Company W ill Start in With
81,280,000 Capital.

The Astor National Bank, Thirty-fourth
street between Fifth and Sixth avenues,
and the New Netherlands Trust Company,
recently organized to do business at Fifth
avenue and Thirty-sixth street, are to be
merged in a new trust company to be called
the Astor Trust Company and to start
business with a ocapital of $1,250.000. The
trust company will occupy banking offices
at 389 Fifth avenue, between Altman's
and,\Tiffany's. Its officers will be: Presi-
dent, E. C. Converse; vice-presidents, Alex-
ander H. Stevens, Thomas Cochran, Jr.. and
Seward Prosser; cashier, George W. Pan-
ocoast; assistant secretary, Howard Boocock,

The Astor National Bank was organized
in 1808 with a capital of $350,000 and ian't
going out of business bhecause it hasn't
heen a success or hasn't had the right sort
of backing. On the other hand it has been
so phenomenally successful that it was
able to report recently loans of $5,126,000,
deposits of $5,835,000 and surplus and un-
divided profits of $710,000. Its stock was
quoted Saturday at #30 bid and 750 asked.
Among the heavy stockholders are John
Jacob Astor and William Waldorf Astor,
and both John Jacob Astor and Charles A.
Peabody, William Waldorf Astor's husiness
representative, are directors. George Fa
Baker, president of the First National Bank,
is president of the institution, and the other
directors are: Archibald D. Russell, John I.
Downey, Harrison E. Gawtry, Adrian
Iselin, Jr.; Roy A. Rainey, Douglas Robin-
son and Alexander K. Stevens.

The New Netherlands Trust Company
was organized last fall by a group of men
identified as directors with the Bankers'
Trust Company. Its capital was to be
$1,000,000, and like the Astor National it
had on its directorate men prominent in
the financial world. The company planned
to begin b‘:imm A% #OON as ita new offices
were completed, but not long after ita or-

anization secured large holdings of Astor
National Bank stock and began negotiations
looking to a merger of the two institutions.
It is understood that the directors of the
Astor National, with possibly one excep-
tion, looked upon the proposition as quite
as much to their interesat as to the interest
of the other party and that all arrange-
ments for the merger were completad
practically without friction.

Wall Street financiers on the New
Netherlands board were E, C. Converse,
resident of the Bankers' Trust Company;

. P. Davison, vice-president of the First
National Bank; Charles W. cGarrah,

resident of the Mechanics' National Bank;
“Wigar L. Marston of Blair & Co., George
W, Perkins of J. P. Morgan & Co., Daniel
G. Reid of the Rock Island, Albert H. Wig-
in, vioe-president of the Chase National
nk, and John F. Thomson and T. W, La-
mont, vice-presidents of the Bankers'
Trust Company, Other directors were
William H. Porter, president of the Com-
mercial National Bank, the largest mer-
cantile bank in the city; Benjamin Altman
of B. Altman & Co.; Charles L. Tiffany,
vice-president of Tiffany & Co.; Robert
Walton Goelet, George B. Case of the law
firm of White & Case, Thomas Cochran and
Seward Prosser.
All of the New Netherlands directors
and all of the directors of the Astor Bank,
with the exception of W. Emlen Roosevait,
will constitute the board of directors of the
Astor Trust Company. Altogether, it was
remarked by a well known er, the board
is as representative of large financial, mer-
oantile and real estate interests as any other
financial fostitution in the country, The
entire capital stock has been taken by the
Astor Bank, New Netheriands and Bankers’
Trust interesta and bids for it have been
made at a oconsiderable premium. The
affairs of the Astor National Bank will be
liquidated as soon as possible after the new
institution begins business.

" LIVE TOPICS ABNOUT N.
Thers seems to be no end to the discovery
of new smployments in New York, and
among those which threaten to become
professions are literary adviser and what,
in default of any illuminating phrase, may
be called songwright. Literary advisers
have heen known in one sense since book
publishing became a business, but at the
moment the phrase is used to designate

vising authors with respect to their writinga.
These men are not attached to any pub-
! lishing house, and they never act as lnernrr
agents. Their sole business iz to tell
authors when they have written rubbish
and how to make their manuscripts readable
and marketable. They sometimes under-
take to rewrite books or parts of books,
but in the main they limit themselves to
eriticism for which the author pays them
and then does the revision himself.

Every music publisher has at least one
man on hiz staff who undertakes to lick
into shape the work of ignorant composers
when it has the promise of popularity, but
the songwright, like the literary advisers,
is unattached. It seems that a legion of
persons have some slight gift of melody
without the faintest knowledge of how to
put it correctly on paper with effective ac-
companiment. The songwright—there is
at least one in New York—puts the impoa-
sible manuscript in such shape that the
publisher's reader can find out what it
means.

“It is curious,"—Toanrkod a married
woman the other day, “how simple the
great mysteries of life are once they are
solved. We have a number of the usual
style of eight day clocks in our house and
it has always been my ambition to keep
those in the bedrooms from striking; but
I could never discover which side to wind
to keep the clock going and which to let
alone to kn{v it quiet at night. 1 drop,
into a clock store one y and asked
the young man behind the counter. He
seemed very much astonished at the ques-
tion, but an old man who was re rinﬁ
watches in the corner looked up and tol
me that the right hand key was the goma
part in most clocks, but that if I woul
watch the hands when I put the pressure
on the key they would move slightly back-
ward if I was about to wind the going part.
If I was about to wind the st kinﬁ part
the hands would remain perfectly still.

“A snowstorm in New York may be un-
desirable from a good many points of
view,” said an interne of one of our large
hoapitals, “but it has one thing to recom-
mend it that ought to ocounterbalance a
great many objections. It is the greatest
muffler of sound we have. Not for years
has the city bheen so guiﬂt as during the
last week and the effect upon nervous
people is very noticeable, is ik espe-
cially true of sick people. Since the snow
fell 1t has been as quiet in our hospital as
though we were in the country instead of
in the heart of New York.”

to him.

“Heredity in handwriting is a queer
thing.” said the city salesman. “I received
a letter this morning from a boy in Hart-
ford. [ bad never seen his writing. Be-
fore opening the letter I thought it was
from his father, who is a (riend of mine,
Of course upon closer examination 1 de-
tected differences in the writing, but at first
glance the resemblance was startling. |
had always known the 'lad was a chip off
the old block so far as looks, tastes and
disposition wént, but I was not prepared
for the similarity in writing. The daughter
of the family. my wife tells me, writes like
her mother. They, too, are alike in looks
and temperament. [ had alwavs heard
that persons with the same disposition dis-
play the same characteristics in hand-
writing, but this is the first time I aver
saw the theory so strikingly displayed.”

A letter to THE Smho other day telling
of the dificulty a composer had experienced
in getting a hearing for his work led another
composer to poim out ane of the diffioulties
that follow after publication and porduction
have been accomplished.

“The composer in question may have had

a genuine grievance,” said he, “hut it is
only when his work has heen published that
his real troubles begin. If ha haa written
a choral work, oratorio or cantata, he
naturally expects to get some return for
his lahor when his work is publicly per-
formed. The composer looks for money
returns fo the male of his books to choral
societies pracisely as a novelist looks to the
sale from hisstories to the public. What
happens in the case of the composer is thig:
a few choral organizations will buy his
work from the publisher, but the vast
maj rity hire tham of a New York man
who makes it his business to buv a limited
number of copies of successfnl cantatas
and rent them to societies all over the
country. Royalties of ocourse are paid
tn the composer on the copies hought hy
the man in the lending business, but there-
after the man who made the music gets
nothing. 1 could name soores of axamples
like that of a man whose cantata was pro-
duced about ten years ago. As soon as it
oved its ularity about 200 copies were
ught by the lender, and these copies
ha' e been traveling ever since from Maine
to the Pacifio coast, used now by one chorus
and now by another, the composer getting
meraly the satisfaction of knowing that his
music is in constant use, which is pleasant
ut doesan’t pay the grocer's bill."”
It's impertinent here, may be-but did
you ever hear of "Podunk,” except asa
convenient term for indicating beginnings
that were no bigger than they ought to he?
Did you know that Podunk was and is a
real place? It came out at a hotel dinner
the other night where seven adopted New
Vorkers happened to be at the same table,
The and-where-were-you-born stage ar-
rived, and it was the New Englaoder s turn
to oo fess. He sald: “Me?’-I'm from
Podunk and proud of it. Podunk is in
Brookfield, Mass. The word is Indian and
meant ‘ burying place.” At the north end
of Quahoag L&e a settlement was built
on the site of an Indian cemetery and it's
Podunk d:striot to this day.

ToLD ‘)' WOMAN, IT CAUSED
MAN'S ARREST.

Plot, She Says, Was to Wreck an ©. & W.
Fxpress, Loot It, Lay the Crime on
Her Huasband and Then FElope-—She
Balked and Now Confesses 1o Detectives

SipNEY, N. Y., Feb. 17.—L. D. Harring-
ton, who resides on Orchard street in this
village, was arrested yesterdpy by Sheriff
Warner and taken to the county jail at
Delhi. The Grand Jury of the February
term of the Supreme Court in Delaware
county had been taking evidence in the
case and an indictment was reported yes-
terday morning charging Harrington with
an attempt to wreck passenger train No.
5. on the Ontario and Western, the sleeper
from New York.to Chicago, on March
9, 1908,

On the night of March 9 an extra freight
train running a few minutes ahead of the
tleeper ran into some railroad ‘ties piled
high on the track a short distance above
the roundhouse at an abrupt and dangerous

side of the track. The enginejwas not run-

and the roadbed torn up, it was not thrown
down the embankment. Had the fast
train, filled with passengers, ran into the
obatruetion it must have been thrown down
the steep embankment at fearful loss of
life. Detectives began work on the case the
next morning and Harrington, the accused
man, came to them and volunteered his
services. He said that he had been a de-
tective for many years and ar soon as he
learned of the wreck had looked over the
ground carefully and had found a bhroken
button, which he said he recognized as
similar to those he had seen on a coat
usually worn by one Harry Cotton, an
employee of the Ontario and Western, who
was then employed as a night worker at
the roundhouse, near where the attempt
to wreck the train had been made. He
said that Cotton had artempted to wreck
a train at Earlville in the same manner
weveral years ago and he told the officers
to go and see Cotton's wife and she would
give them enough evidence on which to
have him arrested

They went to the home of Cotton and
found that he was able to prove an alibi,
as he had not been working that night,
and Mrs. Cotton assured them of her hus-
band's innocence,

The detectives then began to suspect
their coworker, who seemed &0 anxious
to prove Cotton the criminal, but as no
evidence could be found against him the
investigation was discontinned. It was
learned, however, that Harrington had heen
for some time a frequent and welcome
visitor at the Cotton home when the hus-
band was absent at work and that the
husband had discovered some fervid love
missives written by Harrington to Mrs.
Cotton that were not intended for his perusal
and each had threatenad to shoot the other

Soon after the unsuccesaful attempt at
train wrecking Harrington and Mrs. Cotton
had a quarrel in which she threatened to
inform the authorities of his connection

with it and he vowed vengeance on her for
not giving the officers evidence against her
hushand. Several months passed and the

matter was being forgotten when Harring-
ton came into the office of Police Justice
Hoffinan with a young man, Arthur Waters,
who had received a threatening White
Cap letter, and they demanded a warrant
for the arrest of Mrs. Cotton a= the anthor
of the letter. Harrington showed the
Justice a number of letters written to him
by Mrs. Cotton for comparison with the
White Cap letter and made an affidavit
rouivively identifying the letter as written
»w her. and a warrant was issued and she
was arrested charged with a violation of
section 5580 of the Penal (‘ode. .

Mra. Cotton protested her innocence and
claimel to have no knowledge of such a
lettar and pleaded not guilty. The case
wag set down for trial in police court, but
on the adjournad day Waters, the com-
plainant, did not appear to prosecute, much
to the chagrin of Harrington, and Mrs
Cotton was discharged. She then told the
following story in substance to Justice
Hoffman and her attorney. A. G. Washbhon

Harrington, she admitted, had been a
frequent welcome visitor at her home and
they had planned leaving for the Weat
together, but the lack of money by each
prevented them from making the secret
ourney. Several schemes were discusspd
I-I them for getting money, and finally

arrington told her he had a scheme for
getting a lot of money and at the same time
g:t rid of Cotton, her husband. He said

was going to wreck the Ontario and
Weatern sleeper some night and in the
excitement he could get a lot of money
from the dead and injured passengers and
express and mail cars, and they would
swear it onto Cotton, who worked near
where he would wreck it. e was to toll the
officers that Cotton did the job and was to
send them to her and asked her to help
in laying it onto her hushand. She told
him she did not like his plan, but he thought
he could depend on her to play her part
in it. A faw days after the attempted
wreck she met Harrington on the street
and he told her that an extra frieght train
had spoiled his plan and told her she ought
to have helped him in trying to lay it onto
Cotton. He told her if she ever told on him
he would kill her.

She said the Whitecap letter had bheen
written by Harrington in imitation of her
handwriting. which he was able to do from
the large number of letters written by her
i his possesaion, and his purpose was to
drive her out of town, or by reason of her
arrest and counviction of a crime to 8o dia-
eredit any story she miiht tell regarding
him that she would not he bhelieved. Her
story was investigated and witnessss were
found who had seen Harrington standing
by the pile of ties heside the track lat=on the
evening of the attempted wreck
Harrington is a married man with no
children and has lived in Sidney since the
cloa® of the Spanish-American war. He
is about 45 years of age. During the war
he waa in Col. Scott's command that was
stationed at the Sandwich Islanda.

The assertion that women are not the}
equal of men in intelligence which was |
made by a delegate at yesterday's meeting
of the Central Federated Union came within
an ace of breaking up the meeting in dis-
order. The assertion was resented by a |
number of the delegates. |

The occasion was a proposition by Dele-
gate Barry of the Actors’ Protective Union ’
that the C. F. U. indorse Senator McCarren's |
bill before the Legislature equalizing the |
pay of men and women teachers. Barry
alleged that, though the women teachers !
got lesa than the men, there was a great
scarcity of women teachers. He could not |
sep why they should not be paid as much |
as men. |

Then James Nonley of the Printing Press- |
men's Union declared that in his 'mim«m'
women on the whole were not entitled to
as high pay a= men. He xaid that women
were all very good for primary education,
but when it came to the higher eduecation
men had 1o ke chosen.

Other delegates expressed their disap-
probation in different ways. Dooley con-
tinued amid a chorus of interruptions and
whistling:
