HOMER J. LINDSAY DEAD,

He Was One of Andrew Carnegie's “Young
Partners’ and Had Millons.

Prrrssora, March 5.—Homer J. Lindsay,
one of Andrew Carnegie’'s forty young
partners, died at his home here this morn-
ing, aged 47 years, of Bright,s disease.

Mr. Lindsay was the son of Samuel Lind-
say, a glassmaker who, although quite
well off at one time, died very poor. The
son learned telegraphy and then stenog-
raphy and at the age of 18 he entered the
office of Carnegie Bros. as a stenographer.
He won attention from Thomas M. &oﬁe.
who made him his private secretary. Mr.
Lindsay remained in that position until the
death of Mr. Carnegie, after which he be-
came connected with the sales department
of the combany.

When the Carnegie Steel Company was
formed he had become so useful that he
was taken in as one of the “young ners,”
all of whom were afterward made million-

| aires when the United States Steel Corpo-

ration was formed.

Mr. Lindsay added to his fortune and was
many times a millionaire. At the time of
his death he was assistant vice-president
of the Camegie Steel Com{mny. e was a
member of many clubs, including the Trans-

rtation, Engineers and Strollers «lubs of
New York. Hiswileand two sisters survive.

Col. Tattnall Paulding, president of the
Delaware insurance Company of Philadelphia,
died yesterday. He was a son of the late
Rear Admiral Hiram Paulding, U. 8. N., and
a granason of John Paulding, the captor of
Major Andre in the Revolutionary War.

HONDURAS

IN NERYOUS

DREADS REVOLUTION MORE THAN
NICARAGUAN WAR.

Puerto Cortezr Fears Its Singular Navy Is

Not & Mateh for Nicaragua's Doal Sea
Foroe—Lasty Taxes -Musical Patriot.
Ism~Combine te Assist Honduras.

MomiLe, March 5.—The Thacker Line
steamer Mercator reached her docks early
from Puerto Cortez, Honduras, with several
passengers on board direct from the seat
of hostilities, Aococording to the statements
of these passengers the fighting between
Nicaragua and Honduras is becoming
more pronounced and the Nicaraguan
foroes are on Honduras soil in great numbers
and making rapid advanoces. There is
fear that Lee Christmas is hemmed in in
the Oilancho district.

In Puerto Cortez preparations are being
made for an attack which is feared not
80 much from the Nicaraguan land forces
as from the small navy of that country.
The navy of Honduras consists of one
small gunboat,
Cortez. She is described as being “in
good condition g skiddoo,” but as for
fighting, even the Honduras Government
has its doubts, so long has it been since
her guns were used, and at best they were
never very effective.

“What Honduras now fears more than
her war with Nicaragua,” said a passenger
of the Mercator, *is her internal troubles.

! A revolution among her own people is

threatened. In fact there are signs of re-
volt on every side. The Government
has a novel manner of keeping the Hon-
duras mind filled with war and at the same
time diverting the people’s thoughts from
revolution. It is in the way of the official
band a band of men with drums and bugles
which parades the streeta of Puerto Cortez
apd other Honduras towns. The bugle
is blown and the citizens stop and the
crier tells of the great success of the Hon-
duran army in its battles with Nicaraguan
forces.

“The victories that are told of are inspir-
ing, but there is nothing to them. They
are simply made up to inspire patriotism
and enthusiasm. A great many people
beliexe the official reports. Yet, with all
this, fear is observed everywhere. In
Puerto Cortez, they are apprehensive of
an attack from the small sea forces of
Nicaragua, which amount to g converted
fruit steamer and one small gunboat.”

“President Bonilla has resorted to drastic
revenue demands to secure means with
which to conduct the war. A revenue duty
is placed even on passports,and it doesn't
matter whether one wants to go one or ten
miles into the interior, he has to have that
passport and pay the revenue. Americans
are prevented from leaving Honduras unless
by permission from the Minister of War, who
is at Teguoigalpa. If an American desires
to leave the country he makes application
to the commandante, who telegraphs the
Minister of War for permission. Conditions
in Honduras are really alarming.”

The following is a telegram ‘to the com-
mandante at Puerto Cortez received on

March 1:
“Parace, TEGUCIGALPA,

March 1 [11:20 A. M),
*Commandantes:

“In this moment I leave my bed,where 1
have been confined by sickness, to march
for the South and put myself at the head of
the army to repel the unjust aggression of
the Government of Nicaragua. I confide
in you that during my absence you will
know how to comply with your duty. And
I hope that the war will soon end with
brilliant results for our arms.

“ManvEL BONILLA."

A telegram to commandantes from A. C.
Coello, Minister of Foreign Relations, re.
viewing in detail the course of President
Zelaya and denouncing him in round terms,
was also received. The Minister denies
that Honduran soldiers have committed
any depredations in Nicaragua, and de-
clares it is absolutely false that Nicar-
aguans have defeated Honduran forces.

WasHiNagTON, March 5.—Advices which
have reached the State partment lead
officials to infer that there is now in process
of organization an alliance between Hon-
duras, Guatemala, Salvador and Costa
Rica, with Nicaragua as a common enemy.
If this proves true the end of the Central
American war may be in sight, for it is not
believed that Nicaragua could hold her
own against such a combination.

Nicaragua has for years been domineer-
ing over the rest of the Central American
States, and now that they have a good
chance to get even they will probably take
it. President Zelaya of Nicaragua appears
to be particularly disagreeable to the other
countries and they wish to throw him out
of office.

The Government here will do nothing
toward bringing an end to the war between
Honduras and Nicaragua. The truth is
that the Administration is pretty much
disgusted with the whole row and is espe-
cially displeased because war was declared
after promises from both countries that
they would arbitrate their dispute. The
policy of the Government here is to let
them go on fighting until they are tired
of it and then intervene,

The American naval force around Central
America, now oconsisting of the gunboat
Marietta on the Caribbean side and the
cruiser Chicago on the Pacific, will be
strengthened by two more ships, one on
each side. The gunboat Princeton will
go down from the Pacifie fleet, which is
now around Magdalena Bay in southern
California, and either the gunboat Dubuque
or Prairie will be sent to Blueflelda, Nia-
ragua, where the Marietta now is, from
Guantanamo. The Chicago is at Aca&::h
Salvador, and will probably be ordered
down the coast to Corinto, the principal
port of Nicaragua.

Regls Henrl Post Slated to Suceeed Beek-
man Winthrep.

WasnINGTON, March 5.—Regis Henri Post,
a former Assemblyman, of Bayport, L. L.,
will be appointed by the President to suo-
ceed Beekman Winthrop as Governor of
Porto Rico. Mr. Winthrop is to become
Assistant Secretary of the Treasury.

SAN Juax, March 5.—Gov. Beekman Win-
throp to-day formally announced his ap-
pointment as Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury. All the Porto Ricans and others
here regret that he is to leave the island. He
has received innumerable telegrams ocon-
gratulating him upon his appointment but
regretting his withdrawal for the governor-
ship.

U, §. SENATORS TESTIFY
At Binger Hermann's Trial for Destroying
Land GMce Records.

WasminoTroN, March 5.—Testimony of-
fered by Senator Thomas H. Carter of
Montana to the effect that he regarded
the “personal” letterbooks of the office
of the Commissioner of the General Land
Office as Government records was the
feature to-day of the trial of Representa-
tive Binger Hermann in Criminal Court
No. 1.

Senator Carter was Commissioner of
the Land Office in 1891 and 1892, and he
identified two exhibits presénted by Dis-
trict Attorney Baker as letterbooks kept
by him in his tenure of office. He said
he left the books in the Land Office when
he retired, but they were subsequently
sent to him at his home in Ilelena, Mon.
They lay unopened and ina sealed package
until the latter part of 1905, when the Sen-

ator accidentally discovered what they
were and promptly returned them to the
Land Office.

In eross-examination Attorney Worthing-
ton, senior counsel for Hermann, asked

the Senator if the fact that Binger Her-
mann had been indicted for the destruc-
tion of similar records had not had some
bearing upon his return of the documents,

but the best answer secured was an in-
dignant denial.
Senators Ha M. Teller of Colorado

and Charles W. Fulton of Oregon were also
witneases to-day. Senator Teller declared
