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SEEKS TO RESTRAIN BONCL

HAMMERSTEIN ASKS FOR AN IN-
JUNCTION AGAINST THE TENOR,

The Impresario Asserts That He Reserved
the Singer's Services for Twe Years
More, as the Contract Allowed —Some
sSide Lights on a Tenor's Privileges.

Oscar Hammerstein, manager of the Man-
hattan Opera House, through his counsei,
Nathan Vidaver, filed yesterday in the
United States Circuit Court a petition for
an injunction to restrain Commendatore
Alessandro Bonci, the tenor, from singing
for anybody but Mr. Hammerstein in the
wea-ons of 1907-1908 and 1908-1900.

The papers in the suit were not filed until
the last minute yesterday afternoon lest
Bonci himself should hear of it and refuse
to take part in the production of “Fra
Diavolo” at the Manhattan last night.

Deputy Marshal Kannengeiser went to
the opera house last night to serve the
papers. The tenor seemed rurprised when
cornered in his dressing room and asked
what it was about. Deputy Marshal Kan-
nengeiser explained that it was a subpena
requiring the presence of Bonci in . the
['nited States Circuit Court some time be-
tween now and April 1.

The contract was
signed in Florence, Italy, on March
js, 1008, Mr. Vidaver denied that his

client had assured Bonei, through Signor
tarbone, the tenor's agent and secretary,
that lie did not care to renew the contract.
In refutation of the published reports to
that «fTect, the lawyer quoted a letter written
by Mir. Hammerstein to Signor Bonei on
darch 4 and incorporatel! in the legal
raters, in which the impresario of the Man-
hattan admits that he did have an inter-
v.ew with Carbone on February 12 last, He
told Bonei's secretary, however, that the
custing agreement was amply sufficient and
that he would take advantage of clause N of
the contract. Mr. Hammerstein also told
the tenor in his letter that he could regard
himsell as engaged for the two following
soasons at the salary stipulated, $1,000 a
rerformance for the first season and $1,100 a
jerformance for the seoond

Mr. Vidavor said that failing to get any
response from Bonei as to the truth of the
mmor that he had signed a contract with
Mr. Conried to sing for $1,500 a performance
at the Metropolitan next .season Mr. Ham-
merstein decidel to take the case to the
eourts

In his petition Mr. Hommerstein avers
that Bonei broke his vontract on November
2 last, when he demanded that the $5.000
deposited in the Credito Italiano at Milan,
Italy, which was to he applied as payment
for Bonci's last performances this season,
he paid over to him forthwith. He also
refused to sing a note, Mr. Hammerstain
asserts, until another 856,000 was turned
over tohim. This Mr. Hammerstein finally
paid on Bonei's agreement to the elimination
of the clause in the contract which stipu-
‘ated that all questions which might arise
m regard to it should be submitted to the
judicial authorities in Florenoe.

The impresario also declares that Bonci,
#ithough a tenor of great reputation on the
(ontinent, was scarcely known to the lovers
of grand opera in the United States, and
that his reputation as a tenor in this country
was achieved solely through Mr. Ham-
merstein’s management and advertising.

The contract, in which the impresario
Is designated as “Mr. Hammerstein, Oscar,
proprietor and professional impresario of
New York,” makes some interesting revela-
tions as to the deference with which noted
tenors are treated. Bonci, who was en-
gaged as “first tenore assoluto,” was guar-
anteed fifty performances at $800 a per-
formance, this amount to be paid in Ameri-
can gold to the tenor at the conclusion of
each performance. The tenor was not to
be required to sing more than three times
a week and never twice oconsecutively.
In case of illness a statement from Bonci's
doctor is sufficient, though it is the tenor's
loss if he cannot keep his engagements.
Bonci made his own choice of a répertoire
of fourteen operas; no other tenor was
to he allowed to substitute for him, ex-
cept in case of iliness, in any of the four-
teen, and all of his costumes were to be
new and to his satisfaction. In addition
to the $800 gold for each performance in
which he took part Bonci was to be re-
imbursed for travelling expenses and
transport. of luggage for himself, wife
and mervant from Paris to New York
and return. A cabin de luxe was to be
provided on the steamers and a private
compartment in a Pullman car for any
Irips on American railways. Only one
planoforte rehearsal of any of his roles
was exacted from the tenor and that was
not to be held on. the same day that he
fang in a performance. Had Bonei failed
for any reason to present himself this
season he contracted to pay $10,000 to
Hammerstein as indemnity.

Blaze Underneath on South Street Seares
Rush Hour Folks.

A small fire in the F. P. Harrison Elec-
trical Manufacturing Company, 109 South
street, caused more excitement on the
Brooklyn Bridge last night than it did
in the street where the fire was. The
building, an old four story brick, is directly
beneath the bridge and smoke curled up
over the structure in such volume that
passengers on cars and pedestrians on the
bridge thought the bridge was in danger.

The fire oocurred at the height of the
rush hour. Several motormen were fright- |
ened and turned on full speed to dash |
through the smoke. When they reached
the Manhattan end of the bridge scores of
people rushed to Policemen Schilp on duty
at the booth, shouting:

“The bridge is on fire'*

Many insisted Schilp was wrong when I
he told them that the fire was in the street
below.

Deputy Chief Binns was at Fifty-eighth
street and Broadway on his way to dinner
when he received the second alarm. He |
leaped into his electric automobile, “cut
'er lpose” and dashed down Broadway.
In just eight minutes he covered the four
miles and a half.

Hook and Ladder Truck 1, on Duane
street near Broadway, met with an acoident
on its way to the fire. Driver William
Reed whirled his horses from New Chambers
street into Roosevelt but the rear wheels
caught in the car tracks and skidded along I
despite the efforts of the tillerman to turn
them out.

Churchill, M. P., contributes to the Nationa!

volved in the relations between the lower
and the upper houses of Parliament.

The kernel of the suggestion is that
Privy Councillors as well as peers should
have the right of sitting in the upper house,
being summoned thereto by the Crown
upon the advice of the Ministers for the
duration of any Parliament, and that only
those thus summoned and accepting service
should be eligible to sit in that Parliament.

The Crown should summon not fewer
than 150 and not more than 250. All peers
and Councillors not summoned or not ac-
cepting should be free to exercise the full
privileges of ordinary citizens. It should
be the accepted usage that all peers and
Councillors who have held ministerial office
should be summoned.

It should ba possible to separately dis-
solve either house in ordar to provide for
changes in the Ministry during the life of
any House of Commons.* Mr. Churchill
ocontends that his scheme would eliminate
“frivolous, lethargie, uninstructed and dis-
reputable elements” from the upper house,
which would become a national, not a party
institution. Harmonious balance between
the parties would be secured, and in times
of extraordinary crisis such a reformed
upper house would be a really valuable
safeguard.

TO PENSION POOR PARENTS,
Ohlo Omelal Proposcs to Remove Fxeuse
for C(hild Labor.

CorLomsus, Ohio, March R.-—State Shop
Inspector Morgan in his annual report sub-
mitted to the Governor to-day makes
the novel proposition that the State of
Ohio set aside a fund to be devoted to pay-
ing parents in poor circumstances who are
now compelled to let their young children
work in factories, to enable them to take
the children from the factories and put
them in school. Gov. Harris is inclined to
look on the proposal with favor and may
recommend a law to the Legislature cover-

ing the matter,

Mr. Morgan says that Ohio leads all the
Statea in child labor legislation, but he is
openly opposed to giving employers dis-
cretion to employ children where parents
need thelr wages. Instead he suggests a
school pension law by which the parents may
be paid an equivalent sum out of the public
treasury and the child sent to school.

SUGAR C0.SUEDFOR $30,000,000

ALLEGED THAT IT PUT A RIV AL
CONCERN OUT OF BUSINESS,

The Peonsylvanla Sugar Cowpany, in
Which Frank k. Hippie Was Interested,
the Plaintilf —Control of It Secured
Through a lLoan te Trometer Segal.

A complaint in an action for $30,000,000,
with costs and attorneys’ fees, was filed in
the United States Circuit Court here yester-
day against the American Sugar Refining
Company by the Pennsylvania r Re-
fining Company of Philadelphia. The
letter is the company in which Frank K.
Hipple, preasident of the Real Estate Trust
Company of Philadelphia, beld 26,000 shares
of stock (the controlling interest), and
which in turn he had placed in the hands
of Adolph Segal, the Philadelphia promoter.

Hipple killed himself when his enter-
prises went to smash about a year ago and
the trust company of which he was presi-
dent went into the hands of a receiver

Conspiracy to ruin a rival concern is
alleged in the compiaint and the $30,000,000
is three times the amount of damages
alleged.

The suit is brought through the law
firm of Battle & Marshall of this city.
The complainant alleges that through
Segal negotiating a loan from Gustav E.
Kissel, the banker acting as agent for the

'Amurioan Sugar Refining Company, the

latter corporation secured control of the
Pennsylvania Sugar Refining Company.
This was possible because (he voting power
in the Penusylvania company had been
placed with the American Sugar Refining
Company when Segal turned over, among
other collateral for his loan, the receipt for
26,000 shares in the Pennsylvania Sugar
Refining Compuny. This was Hipple's
property that had been placed with Segal
as security.

In an agreement made Letween Kissel and
Segal at the time Segal's loan, which was
for $1,250,000, was secured, it was stipulated
that the lenders 'should have the voting
power of that stock. An agreement alleged
to have been drawn up berween Kissel and
Segal setting forth all these facts is annexed
to the complaint. Thisagreement, it isset
forth, was made on Deccmnler 30, 1803,

The surm and substance of the complaint
is that the American Sugar Refining Com-
pany securcd coatrol of a Philadelphia
riva!, elected a controlling lot of directors
and thus was able to shut down the plant.
Besides naming the American Sugar He-
fining Company as defendant the cum-
plaint also names Henry O. Haveeyer,
John E. Parsons, Gustav E. Kisse!, Walter
D. Robinson, George L. Trigg and Moryis
J. Werner as individual defendaute. Mr.

| Havemeyer is the president and a director

of the American Sugar Refining Company,
Mr. Parsons a director and vice-president
and the four others are named through the
fact that they were elected directors in the
Philadelphia concern. It is alleged in the
suit that all of these individual defendants
conspired to put an end to the activity of
the Philadelphia corporation.

The complaint is sworn to by William
Howard Ramsay as president of the Penn-
sylvania Sugar Refining Company.

pany. Attached to the papers in the suit
is an agreement signed by Segal as treas-
urer ,Thomas B. Harned as president and
William H. Whiteside as secretary of the
Champion Construction Company, giving
the lenders of the $1,260,000 power to use
the 26,000 shares of the Pennsylvania Sugar
Refining Company according to the agree-
ment drawn up between Segal and Kissel.
In addition to this collateral Segal gave
1,000 first mortgage bonds of $1.000 each
on his Majestic Apartment House Company
of Philadelphia and also 500 first mortgage
bonds of $1,000 each that Segal held in the
Philadelphia sugar concern.

According to the complaint the Penn-
sylvania Sugar Refining Company had a
total authorized ocapital stook of $5,000,000
in, 50,000 shares of $100 par value each, The
stock was issued and outstanding in the
hands of various parties, and the corpora-
tion held a valuable tract of land in Phila-
delphia, a wharf on the Delaware River,
railroad sidings and a-plant erected and
completed for operation.

SPAIN'S NEW MINISTER HERE,

He Says His Mission Is te Cement the Friend-
ship Between the Two Countries.

WaSHINOTON, March 8.—Sefior R. Pifia y
Millet, the new Spanish Minister, arrivedin
Washington last night and this moming
Sefior Luis Pastor, First Seoretary of the
Legation, called at the State Department
to make arrangements for the presentation
of the Minis or's oredentials. He is the fimst
Spanish Minister here since April, 1008,
when Sefior Ojeda left Washington. Sefior
de Cologan was appointed to the post, but
never came to fill it.

“I do not wish to be considered irrev-
erent,” said Sefior Pifia to-day, in discuss-
ing the relationship between this ocountry
and Bpain, apropos of a reported statement
of Admiral Dewey, “but if Admiral Dewey
won his victory over our fleet in Manila
Bay by divine aid, I think it must have
been the god of war—the aid that iron
gave him in conquering over wood. But
all of that is of the past, and why should
we dig up the past? Spain and the United
States are friends, and always have been
friends with the exception of a brief inter-
val during which we were defeated in
conflict. 1 have come on a mission to help
both countries live down the past, to cement
the friendship and make it lasting. 1 be-
lieve that our continued friendship is as-
sured.”

Sefior Pifia says that Spain has pros-
pered since the close of the war, and that
the conflict brought the people of the coun-
try toarealization of the necessity of making
material progress, and that Spain could not
longer remain inactive while other nations
were advancing.

In speaking of the Philippines Sefior
Pina indicated that, so far as the Govern-
ment of Spain is concerned. there is no deen
regret over the loss of those islands to the
Spanish Crown. He smiled as he conveyed
this intimation, and the impression which
was made by his remarks was that Spain
considered that she had played a good joko
upon the United States inselling the Philip-
pines to this country for $20,000,000.

BUSINESS HOUSES CILOSE AND
THEATRES SRUT UP.

Fresident Falllores In the Dark—Even the
Werkmen's Meeting Shut OF —Bettled
Candies in the Cales —Employees Strike
Over Their Contracts With the City.

Panis, March 9 —Without a word of
warning the employees of the eleotric
light and power companies went on strike
yesterday afternoon at 5 o'clock. The
few lights that were then burning were
extinguished and electric elevators ceased
running. ¥

General confusion set in where eleotricity
is employed as the sole means of lighting.
Tradesmen closed their places of business
and the proprietors of cafés made hurried
searches for lamps. Hundreds of candles
were thrust into empty bottles for lighting
purposes.

The evening papers failed to appear.
One that is usually issued at 7 o'clock man-
aged to get out an edition at 10.

Electricity is so expensive in Paris that
the trouble was not so serious as it might
bhave been. Gas is still in general use,
especially for street lighting. The theatres,
which are lighted by electricity, waited
| until the last moment in the hope that

the current would be turned on again,
| but finally they posted up notices that
| there would be no performances, and that
| the money paid for admission would be
returned to-morrow.

Réjane's theatra was fortunately con-
neoted with the municipal supply, which
was not affeoted. This theatre and the
Casino de Paris on the same block were
the only places of entertainment open.
The Palace of the Elysée, the official resi-
dence of President Fallidres, was without
light. Service lamps were hastily arranged
there.

The morning papers were utterly dis-
orgunized. Some of them were not able
to appear, while others were reduced in
size. The Petit Parisien, which owns its own
light and power plant, printing two mil-
lion copies daily, printed the Paris edition
of the Herald this morning.

The strike ia due to the fact that the city
is now discussing the renewal of the electrio
lighting contracts, which are about to ex-
pire. The men have forwarded their claims
in regard to wages, an eight hour day,
pensions and holidays, which they feel have
been unfavorably received, and the strike
is & warning to the city to insure the men's
demands forming part of the new con-
tracts. The indoor men get fifty-two days
rest annually with pay and the outdoor
men get twenty-six days. The pay varies
from 11 to 18 cents hourly, averaging $44
monthly for ten hours daily work.

One result of the strike was the olosing
of the Labor Fxchange by order of the
Prefect of the Seine, as the uchmw
lighted Ly electricity. This preve
the strikers from holding a proposed meet-
| ing there last evening

This caused much dissatisfaction, and an
attempt was made to hold the meeting in
front of the exchange. The police pre-
vented this. Work on the new subway has
been suspended owing to the absence of

TNE HARRIMAN INQUIRY.

All the Testimony to Be Submitied (o the
Attorney-General.

WasHINGTON, March 8.--Chairman Knapp
of the Interstate Commerce Commission
denied to-day the report coming from
New York that the commission had de-
cided to bring suit to compel the Union
Pacific to dispose of its Southern Pacifie
stock and divoree the two railroads.

“There is no truth in the report,” said
Chairman Knapp. “It is utterly absurd.
We have no authority to bring such an
action.”

As heretofore atat-d in Waskington
deapatches to Tur SuN, an argument will
be held hefore the commission on April 1
on the gquestion as to whether the Union
Pacific and the Southarn Pacific are com-
peting roacls. This will probably be the
final step of the commission in the inquiry
it is now conducting into the conduct and
management of the Harriman lines.

At the conclusion of the inquiry in the
Harriman case all the evidence that has
heen taken will be submitted to the Attorney -
General, who will examine it with a view
to determining whether in the operations of
the Harriman lineg the provisions of the
Sherman anti-trust act have been violated.
The only action contemplated by the com-
mission against Harriman is that involved
in the proposal that a petition be flled in
the United States Court for the Southern
District of New York for a writ of man-
damus to compel E. H. Harriman to answer
questions relative to stock transaoctions
that he declined to answer when on the
stand as a witness at the hearing in New
York last week. Such a proceeding will
be instituted in accordance with plans
made by the commission.

MAKE SPANIARDS STAY AT AOME.

PEACE FOR THE FAR EAST,

Engiand, Japan and Russia Make Agrees
ments, France Approving.
Special Cable Despatch o THE SUN,

Panis, March 9.—~The Petit Parisien says,
in connection with the reported pending
agreement between Russia, Great Britain,
France and Japan regarding the Far East,
that two agreements are being prepared
or rather are on the point of being signed.

One is between Great Britain and Russia,
referring especially to Persia, in which the
Anglo-Ruseian commercial zones of in-
fluence are marked out. The other is be-
tween Russia and Japan, settling the points
left suspended by the Treaty of Ports-
mouth, especially as to fishing rights.

In this latter instrument a clause has
been inserted referring future disputes to
arbitration. The newspaper adds that
Franoe, although she is deeply interested,
will not sign either agreement.

ANTI-JAPANESE BILI. PASSES,

California Senate Agrees on Measure to
Keep Themn Out of ;

San Francisco, March 8. —After the |
hottest debate of the session the Senate
last night agreed on an anti-Japanese
measure which satisfied nearly every one
and is almost sure to become a law.

The Wolfe measure originally provided
that the Board of Education shall have the
right to establish separate schools for
Chinese, Indians, Japanese, Mongolians
and others (the word Japanese not being
in the present law) and further that no
child over 10 shall be admitted for the first
time to any primary school.

On the showing that the country school
districts are full of boys and girls who
could not enter a primary school for the
first time until they are past 10 the bill
was amended by adding the proviso that
children or adults of any age may be ad-
mitted with the permission of the school
superintendent or board of trustees.
