I'he conferene is intended to give oppor-
tuaity for full and free discussion of the sub-
ject by men of all shades ol opinion, with
the hope that the outcome will be practical
and constructive recommendations

hoped that this conference held at this time
will 1ead the way to a better understanding
between, the conflicting interesta and an
ultimate solution satisfactory to the country.

Palntings Were Worth 820,000, the Robbed
Man Says, and He Got Them From a
Florentine to Sell Here —All 22 Robens's
Medicis Are In Parls, 1t Appears

An Italian with artistio hair ran into
the Mercer street police station yester-
day morning and cried out: “They are
gone. They are gone, stolen! robbed! Oh!*

“What's gone*" asked the sergeant, turn-
ing easily in his chair.

“My paintings, my piotures, thousands
and thousands of dollars!* the Italian
wailed.

Thesergeant finally got this information:

The man was Donatus Buongiorno, a
scene painter, who has a studio on the top
floor of the Fleischmann Building, at 788
Broadway. He says he had in his posses-
sion two valuable paintings. One was a
picture of Maria de Medici by Rubens and
the other a painting of John Calvin by
“Vannorlai” (this is the police blotter spell-
ing of the name). Buongiorno probably
said Van Orley, a Dutch painter of the
sixteenth century.

The pictures were the property, he sald,
of Fugenio Buono, an art connoisseur of
Florence, Italy. Buongiorno brought them
to this country four months ago to try to
sell themn for the owner. Buono wanted
$10,000 for each painting and Buongiorno
was to get for himself all that the pictures
brought over that amount.

He had had the paintings in a trunk in his
studio. He bhad shown them to many of
bis friends, but had not made any very
serious efforts to sell them, he loved them
80. On Saturday afternoon, just before he
went out with his wife, he placed the two
precions panels in his trunk. He didn't
lock the trunk.

He had occupied the studio for three or
four years and had lived most of the time
in a room just acroas the hall, and never
once had been molested. It never oc-
cured to him that he ought to lock the
trunk, For the same reason, this feeling
of absolute security, he had not reenforoed
his door by any additional loc ks since the
examples of the ancient masters arrived.
On Saturday aftermoon when he left the
studio the door was fastened only by one
light spring lock.

e did not stay in his room on Saturda
night: he did not return to the studio until
8 o'clook yesterday morning and then he
made the awful discovery. The door had
been forced with a jimamy, the trunk cover
had been lifted and the two precious panels
had been stolen,

These portraita were each about 8 by 21
inches. On the back of the Rubens panel
was the seal of the house of Bourbon, .

“The Rubens painting.” said the lwalian,
“was done about 1620. It passed into the
possession of King Ferdinand of Napies
and was placed in his art gallery in Naples
The building in which the ‘allpri/ was fook
fire and the painting was rescued by a pen-
sioned soldier. It was hidden for a while
and finally passed into the bands of a Mar-

uis. Then it came into the possession of

uono, who asked me to take it to this coun-
trv to sell it.”

Buoungiorno said that he believed the
papels had been taken from his studio by
an ltalian, probably some person who
knew that he had obtained them from
Buouno in Florence. He believed that the
thief had followed him from Italy and
that the paintings will be taken out of this
country. They were not in frames.

Buongiorno's studio consists of two emall
rooms. It is hung with a good many pict-
ures, most of them by himself. There are
eight or ten other artists occupying quarters
on the top floor of the Fleischmann Building.
sSome of them didn't seem to be seriously
impressed by the theft. They had heard
Buongiorno say he had a Rubens and one
or two of them had seen it, but they had
never passed any opinion on it for the
public and they thought that now would
e a poor time to begin. None of them
heard the burglars jimmying the door.
I here was, however, a good sized mark on
the sill.

Art dealers in town have not heard of
Buongiorno or of Buono. Some of them
sav that if there had been much talk about
a new Rubens in town they ‘would have
heard of it. Standard books of reference
malke no mention of the Buono Rubens, #o
far a< could be learned yesterday. Maria
de Medici, who was the daughter of Francis
1. of Tuscany and Henry IV. of France
sent for Rubens to paint a series of deco-
rative pictures representing scenes in her
life

Rubens went to Paris in 1621 and made
sketches of hor. The pictures, twenty-one
of them, were executed in Antwerp and
delivered in 1825, They were put in Maria
de .\rledici‘:‘ruhce at Lunmbours. Rubens
also painted a portrait of her and two also
of her father and her mother.

WEEK MORE OF THAW TRIAL

CASE MAY REACH THE JURY BY
MONDAY NENT,

Three Days More of Testimony, & Day for
Fach Side to Sum U'p and Then an Ad-
Journment Over Sunday Is the Present
Outiook —Mrs. Thaw to Testify Agaln.

That the Hummel affidavit is almost sure
to get into the record of the Thaw trial was
the taocit admission made by Thaw’s counsel
yesterday when they gave it as their opinion
that Distriot Attorney Jerome would have
ocompleted the presentation of his evidence
in rebuttal before court adjourns to-day
and possibly before the close of the morniog
session.

Both District Attorney Jerome and the
Thaw lawyers seemed to be agreed vester-
day that unless something unexpected
presented itself Mr. Delmas would begin
calling his witnesses in sur-rebuttal this
afternoon or té-morrow morning. Mr.
Jerome spent the moming yesterday going
over some points of the Thaw case, but
left his hovise in Rutgers street shortly after
poon and took the rest of the day off.

There was no conference of the Thaw
laywers nor did any of them call at the
Hotel Lorraine, where Thaw's relatives are
staying. Accompanied by the faithful Mr
McPike, Mr. Delmas went for a drive
through the park in the afternoon.

That the case will go to the jury by Mon-
day night next seems to be the expectation
of the Thaw lawyers. Further examination
and crose-examination of witnesses will take
three days. Mr. Delmas will want a full
day for his summing up and Mr. Jerome the
same amount of time. In that case Justice
Fitzgerald will probably adjourn the court
until the following Monday morning. His
charge is very likely to take up a whole ses-
sion at least.

Evelyn Thaw will probably be the first
witueas called by Mr.Delmas in sur-rebuttal,
Her testimony will be a contradiction of
that given by Abe Hummel. Whether Dr.
Britton D. Evans and Dr. Charles G. Wag-
per, the defence's experts, will be called
again Thaw's lawyers did not seem sure
yesterday, although it is their intention to
call Dr, Graeme Hammwond and Dr. Smith
E. Jeliffe and possibly three or four other
alienists. .

Mr. Delmas is of the opinion that Dis-
trict Attorney Jerowe, by inotroducing
James Clinch Smith as a witness after he
had closed his direct vase for Lhe proseocu-
tion, has left the way open for the defence
to put in entirely new evidence and to sum-
mon as man tnesses as may be thought
needful for the strengthening of their case,

Thaw was in better spirits at the Tombs
yesterday than he has Leen for some
time.

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DR. CORDOVA DRAWS OUT.

His Club Paper Offends Him by Reflecting
on Honduras.

Dr. Salvador Cordova, Consul-General
of Honduras, yesterday sent in his resig-
nation to the Club Ibero-Americano, be-
cause, he says,’ it has gone into South
Ameriocan politios. The by-laws of the
club state that neither a man's nationality,
religion nor politics shall bar him from mem-
bership. The diplomatic or consular rep-
resentatives of nearly all the Latin-Ameri-
can republics bgigng go the club, , Notwith-
standing the antagonistic interests repre-
sented and the South American’'s well
known love for politics the rule has worked
well up to the present.

An article was published a few days
ago in the Boletin Jbero-Americano, the
official organ of the club, which hitherto
has been kept free of politios. This article
was complained of by Dr. Cordova as not
only political but decidedly anti-Hon-
duran. It said among other things that
even Hondurans were fighting against
their own country and that Americans in
Honduras were compelled to flee the re-
publie for fear of being drafted into the
army.

All these things, says Dr. Cordova, are
not only ridiculous, but being printed in
the Boletin, made a personal affront to
him a8 well as an injustice to the country
which he represents.

Dr. Cordova wrote his resignation, which

e

| covered three pages in typewriting, and for-

warded it to the secretary.

Sefior Pio Bolanos, Congul-General of
Nicaragua in New York, announced yester-
day that his Government had received an
offer of a $100,000 loan from a banker in this
city as a war fund which President Zelaya
has just refused to accept

Consulate this afternoon of export mer-
chants doing business with the republic to
organize a committee to receive contribu-
tions for the Red Cross in Nicaragua,

It has been learned that the 1,000 rifles
seized a few days ago by the Nicaraguan
Government on board the American stea mer
City of Para were purchased by Rodolfo G.
Barthold, the fiscal agent in this city forthe
Honduran Government. He bought 1,000
Remington rifles some time ago, which he
shipped to Amapala by way of Panama,
where the shipment was delayed. Thearms
coat about $16,000. »

They were not consigned to the Govern-
ment of Honduras, however, but to a Ger-
man firm at Amapala, There was nothing
to indicate that they were for use in the
war. It is said that such a seizure from
an American vessel of goods consigned to a
German firm is not strictly in aoccordance
with the rules of war and might cost Ni-
caragua many times the value of the cargo.

Honduras has also received lately war
supplies from Europe, including several
Hotchkiss rapid fire guns.

FENIAN LEADER DEAD.

John O'Leary, Writer and Revolutionist,
Passes Away In Dublin,

Special Cable Despaich to THE SUN,
LoNpoN, March 17.—-John O'Leary. the
Fenian leader, died in Dublin last night.

John O'Leary was well known as a lit-
terateur and as a leader in all the recent
movements for the revival of Irish litera-
ture and industries. He was one of the
foremost men in the Fenit 1y movement.
He was born in Tipperary July 23, 1830
He studied medicine, but took no degree,
all his activities being thrown into the
Young Ireland movement, which he joined
when he was 18,

He soon became prominent in this and
when the Fenian movement started he took
a leading part in the organization and
edited its organ, the Irish People, until its
suppression in 1885. He was one of the
three members of the executive committee
appointed by James Stevens, the head
centre of the Fenian conspiracy, to act with
him and for him in his absence in direct-
ing the revolutionary movement. For his
part in the conspiracy he was sentenced to
twenty years imprisonment.

He was released in 1870, being exiled for
the rest of the sentence. Spending this
time in France, he returned later to Ireland
and had lived in Dublin ever since, taking
part in all the literary movements of his
time and being actively interested in all the
agitation to revive the customs and in-
dustries of the country. His contributions
to the Irish press were frequent and covered
many years. Some of his books are
“Young Ireland, the Old and New, " "What
Irishmen Should Know,” “How Irishmen
Should Feel” and “ Recollections of Fenians
and Feupianism.” He always took a keen
interest in the work and welfare of younger
Irish writers. He never married.

DEAD IN HIS HOME; A MYSTERY,

Retired Merchant Had Ballet  Wound lII‘
Head andd No Revolver Near.

Herman Knewitz, a retired merchant,
was found in his home at 884 East 188th
street, last Saturday evening dead on a
lounge in the front room of his apartments
with a bullet wound in his forehead. Coro-
ner Schwannecke, of The Bronx, after
starting an investigation, refused last night
to give out any information, on the ground
that to do so would defeat the ends of
justice

The Coroner when he wax'told of the
death on Saturday night was led to believe
that it was from natural causes. It was not
until yesterday tbat he found out that
Kuoewitz had been shot.

Knewitz, so far as could be learned,
had been alone in the house for some time
before his death. The body was discovered
by his two daughters, Lena and Minna,
both in their twenties, when they returned
home at 6 o'clock Saturday evening. The
girls and their mother, according to the
Coroner, told conflicting stories about find-
ing the body. No pistol was found near
the dead man, according to the wife and
daughters. The Coroner has asked the
Bronx detective bureau to investigate.
