The police here think that there was
collusion in New York and that the sack
containing the registered mail sack was
spotted from the start. It is even intimated
that one of the band of thieves crossed on
l.a Savoie and kept track of the one valu-
able sack among the 3,200 sacks that were
siipped on that vessel from the time it left
the boat at Havre until it was unloaded in
PI! I8

No aeccurate estimate of the amount of
gecurities is obtainable here, because most
of them were non-negotiable. Their face
value is said, howaver, to reach into the
millions.

The stolen seourities oconsigned to M
Hirsch, the banker, have been duplicated.
M. Symian, sub-secretary of the pogt office,
thinks that the robbery was committed on
board La Savoie or at Havre. Ha be-
l.eves the theft would have been impossible
without the complicity of an American
postal employee, who must have marked
the sack containing registered mail so that
the robber could recognize it without search-
ing all the sacks.

M. Symian reiterated that the New York
postal authorities took from January 25
to March 18 to reply to the query from
Paria regarding the number of registered
sicks. He added that the French post
office was not liable to make good the losses
entailed by the theft as the United States
did not guarantee to make good losses from
France.

The first intimation that there had been
8 large robbery of registered matter from
the mails consigned to the French Line
rteamehip La Savoie, which sailed from this
port on January 17 last, came to the local
poetal authotities on February 1 when
Gioldman, Sachs & (Co., bankers, of 45 Ex-
change place, reported that securities
valued at $200,000 which had gone on that
ship had failed to reach their Paris cor-
respondents. They asked Postmaster Will-
cox what had become of them.

It was not until two weeks later that the
French authorities sent word that a mail
pouch was missing. The notification from
the French postal authorities came in the
regular “bulletin of irregularities” which
is sant out whenever there is a discrepancy
in the mail lists.

La Savoie had on board 3,200 sacks of
mail, the greatest number ever consigned to
a French liner. There had been no mail
from Saturday to Thursday and La Savoie
ratught the accumulation. Twenty-two of the
mail bags were for Paris direct. The missing
pouch of registered mail was contained
in one of these sacks. This pouch had in it
128 piaces of registered mail, 125 of which
ard the pouch itself were missing when the
ez was opened in Paris. The three re-
maining parcels were found in the .bag
which had held the registered pouch.

The securities lost by Goldman, S8achs &
Co., Mr. Goldman said last night, consisted
of New York city revenue bonds, which
=ere not negotiable. The bonds, he said,
had heen gent in the firm name and a power
«f attorney mailed at a later sailing. The
ity has issued duplicate bonds to the firm.
A man in the office of Lazard Fréres of i0
Wall street admitted yesterday that that
frm had suffered some slight loss in the
mail  theft but would not =pecify the
amount or the kind of securities lost.

The missing bag was made up almost
entirely of securities which New York firms
were forwarding to their Paris offices.
('ne Wall Street lawyer, Postmaster Willcox
#aid vesterday, has reported that land
deeds »f great value which had gone in
La Savoie's mail had not reached their
destination. The potential value of the
sacurities contained in the missing pouch,
it was said yesterday at Chlef [nepector
Maver's nffice, amounts to several millions.
Moat of these securities were not negotiable

Regiarered mail is placed in special
pourhes, which are in turn enclosed in the
ragilation mail bags. There is nothing to
show which bag contains the registered
pouch and the postal authorities are puzzled
tn vinderstand how the thief knew which
particnlar bag contained the valuable
matter. The only place where therobbery
could have taken place in this country,
the inspectors say, is at the foreign mail
offica, at Morton and West streets, and at
lrasr four men would have had to have
been in collusion to rob the bag at this
Place.

Early reports that the French authori-
ties had arrested a man in Paris who had
in his possession $40,000 worth of American
securities for which he could not account
from a robbery of the American mail con-
signed to La Provence, also of the French
Line, worried the post office people here a
little yesterday , although they were strongly
of the opinion that it was the robbery of
La Savoie's mail that was meant. As a
matter of fact the way bill giving the list
of the mail consigned to La Provence has
not been returned to the New York Post
Office by the French postal authorities.
This bill was expected on March 18, It
may arrive to-morrow, when the French
mail gets in, but until it does come the
local post office has no official certainty
that the mail sent by La Provence arrived
safely.

Postmaster Willcox said yesterday that
while the way bill might have been expected
on March 18 if the French post office people
were active in handling the mail, yet it
was no uncommon thing for the hills to

FISH ON HARRINAN METHODS.

TELLS COLLEGE MEN OF THE DAN-
GER OF STOCK JUGGLING,

PHILADELPHIA, March 21.-An addresa
to students of Pennsylvania University
to-day on “Faith the Basis of Finance,” by
Stuyvesant Fish, was followed by a curious
quiz, during which questions were put to
the speaker by his audience.

When one student asked him if he meant
that “Harriman made the money in the
panic,” Mr. Fishsmiled, and answered:

“This is an abstract discussion of causes,
not of concrete instances.”

“Preeident Roosevelt,” said Mr. Fish,
“was not the cause of the panic at all.
Neither was he the cause of the depreciation
of railroad stocks and the general uneasi.
ness of capital and investors.

“The causes of all the lack of confidence
by the public in the integrity and honesty
of railroad directors was the rotten condi-
tions in certain railroad circles unearthed
by the investigations.”

“These conditions,” he maid further on,
“could only be characterized by extremely
strong language.”

In telling an anecdote of his connection
with Harriman, whom he did not name, he
said thar a certain Governor of a certain
Wesatern State had been attacking his road.
When Mr. Fish acked him why, the Governor
said: “Fish, you're all right; but you're in
damned bad company.”

Mr. Fish intimated that this was while
he was president of the Illinois Central.

It was after he had shown that there can
be no good financial situation unless the
people have faith “in their banks, bankers

| and securities,” and that the men who by

their acts sap such confidence are to blame

The people were informed
that they had better atay inside, as the
police fira linea cut off Forty-fifth street
from Broadway to Sixth avenue and onoe
outside it might be difficult to get back.
No return checks were offered at the doors
and the audience stayed in.

The astage entrance to the Hudson Theatre
is just across from the Lyceum and there
was some excitement among the actors
when the engines clanged up outgide. The
stage manager investigated and reassured
the timid ones.

Coroner's Jury Makes Him Tell About Free
and Easy Life at Hellcon Hall.
Exorewoonp, N. J., March 21.-The

Coroner's jury called by Coroner Lees to
| hold an inquest to-night into the death of
| Lester Briggs, the carpanter from Provi-
dence, R. 1., who was killed in the burning
of Helicon Hall last Saturday morning, paid
little attention to the incidents surrounding
the death, but devoted most of its energy
to uncovering what Englewood has always
considered the hidden secreta of life as it
was lived in Mr. Sinclair's colony.

The colony as a whole escaped censure
in the findings of the jury and the managers
o f the colony were let down with a repri-
mand for running a private house as a
hotel without obeying the hotel laws pro-
viding for proper fire protection

Mr. Sinclair said that as far as he knew
the rooms on the seoond and third floors
all opened in, the one upon the other, and
that there was not a key in the house. Suites
belonging to separate families were joined
by these unlocked doors, he said, and nobody
thought of asking for a key. Even the front
door of the hall was never locked.

“But you certainly have some means of
securing privacy between the various
families in the Hall?” questioned one of the
jurymen.

“Why yes,” said Mr. Sinclair “The doors
were there. They could be closed at any
time.”

The father of the colony was asked con-
cerning the sleeping quarters of the ser-
vants. He said that most of them had
been accommodated in the studio on the
top floor and that temporary partitions
had been put up to form rooms. These
partitions did not extend to the ceiling, but
were low, like those of election booths, and
there were no doors in front of the cubby-
holes, simply curtains.

WasHINGTON, March 21.--Word was re-
ceived in Washington late to-night that
bluejacketa had been landed at Ceibu and
Trujillo, Honduras, under orders from
Commander Fallam, commanding the
American gunboat Marietta.

The greatest reticence was maintained
by department officials relative to the de-
cision which led to this action, and even
after it had become noised about that Amer-
ican jackies had been put ashore at Hon-
duras the Acting Secretary of the Navy, Mr.
Newberry, denied any knowledge of it.
Not until late to-night, after Mr. Root, the
Secretary of State, had had two hours
conference with President Roosevelt, was it
possible to obtain a confirmation of the
report.

The Marietta is a comparatively small
gunboat, but the Paducah is in the imme-
diate vicinity, and the cruiser Chicago is
also near by.

In the absence of official statements as
to the object of the landing of bluejackets
it was asserted that it could be prompted
by but one of two causes. Either the
naval commanders on the scene had reason
to believe that American interests were
not being properly cared for or great un-
rest on the part of foreign Governments
oceasioned by the disturbed state of affairs
in Central America had led to our interven-
tion as a means of preventing aggressive
action by foreign powers.

MogsiLE, Ala., March 21.—Dr. Inez Hen-
andez, son of a banana planter at San
Pedro Sula, who has arrived from Central
America, brought with him a proclamation
of President Manuel Bonilla, telling of the
battle of Choluteca, and declaring that
the Hondurans were victorious. [t says:

FOR PUBLIC U TILITIES BILL,

No Dissent In the Republican County Come
mittee =Levinson Keeps His Seat.

The Republican county committee
adopted last night without a dissenting vore
a resolution approving of Gov. Hughes's
public utilities bill. The Parsons men had
the meeting mostly to themselves. Very few
of the Odell-Quigg members were present,
and those who did attend made no effort
to ohject to anything. From now until the
primaries no attempt will be made by the
0OAell faction to dispute Herbert Parsons’s
ahsolute control.

The meeting lasted only about ten min-
utes, The resolution gdopted accepted Gov
Hughea's policy in its entirety, except that
it was suggested “that as the expenses of
the commiasion in the First distrigt are pro-
posed to be charged upon the city, the bill
should be amended 80 as to provide that all
fees collected and all penalties and for-
feitures recoversd in the First distriet
should be paid into the city treasury.”

TIME FOR THAW
T0 ANSWER

To Jerome's Affidavits Showe
ing That the Defendant
Is Insane Now.

SEVEN ALIENISTS AGREE
' Six Say He Probably Will Never
Recover, the Other Is Sure

He Won't.

The Defence Is 12 Reply by 2 o'Clock To
morrow and Will Likely Bring in its
Hattery of Experts Agaln —~The DMstries

District Attorney Jeroma submitied to
Justice FitzGerald yesterday afternoon thy
afidavits upon which he bases his belief
that Harry K. Thaw is now of such unsound
mind s to be incapabje of advising with his
counse] and which he thinks will induce
the Court to appoint a commiesion in lunacy
to determine the present mental state of the
defendant.

After receiving the affidevits Justios Fitse
i Gerald geve Mr. Delmas unti] 2 o'clock to.
morrow afternoon to submit such answering
affidavits as he may wish to prepare. The
Court will then congider both Mr. Jerome's
and Mr. Delmas's statement of the ocase.
If he desires further enlightenment from
either the prosecution or the defence he
will inform counsel of the fact. Otherwise
he will decide whether or not to appoint a
commission.

All this was determined in a little mors
than an hour after court convered at 3
o'clock yesterday afternoon. It is likely
that Mr. Delmas’s reply to the District
Attorney's statement of his position will
consist partly of affidavits from the alienists
for the defence to the effect that Thaw is
now capable of advising his counsel properly.
To these will probably be added afidavits
to the same effect from several of the Thaw
lawyers.

Eight affidavits were submitted by Mr,
Jerome. The firat affidavit is by Irvin
Shrewsbury Cobb, a newspaper reporter,
who recites the circumstances leading
up to the statement issued by Thaw a day
or so after his wife finished her examina-
tion on the stand. Mr. Cobb tells how
Thaw made him mark his initials on a
sealed envelope and then handed him the
staternent The statement, which was
printed at the- time, complimented Evelyn
Nesbit Thaw on her bearing as a witness
and criticised Mr. Jerome's conduct of the
trial.

SiX Allenists Agree

The other affidavits are from alienists,
seven of them. Six of the affidavits are
practically alike. They are from Drs.
Austin Flint, Carloa F. Macdonald, William
Mabon, Willilam B Pritchard, Albert Warren

the case, consisting of the Thaw lettars
and the Thaw will and oodicil, the state-
ment made to Mr. Cobb by Thaw and the
history of insanity on the maternal and
paternal side of Thaw's family. This in
substance is what each of the six says:

“From my personal observations in court
during the trial 1 am of the opinion that the
| dafendant is now and for some time past
| has been suffering from a form of mental
| disease known among men skilled in mental
| diseases as paranoia. It is my opinlon,
| based on what has been enumerated, that

when the defendant killed Stanford White
he was then suffering from the mental
disease commonly known as paranoia,
but that his then mental state was such
that he knew the nature and the quality
of the act that he was doing and that it
was wrong, namely, that he then and there
knew that he was discharging into the
body of Stanford White a loaded revolver,
that it was Stanford White into whose body
he was discharging a loaded revolver, and
that he then and there knew that such dis-
charge was likely to produce death and
that he then and there knew that such an
act on his part was the current
morality of this State and in violation of
the law.”

Recovery Doubtrul, If Not Impossible.

These six doctors then assert that Thaw
is suffering from a mental disease from
which it is reasonably certain that he will
never recover “and that the discharge of
Harry K. Thaw would be dangerous to the
public peace and safety and that he should
be committed to an institution for the
sane.” To this they add that they are
the opinion that Thaw has been in such
a state of insanity or lunacy for some time
“as to be incapable of understanding the
proceedings against him or making his
defance.”

Dr. William Hirsch, who was an assistant
to Prof. Mendel, an eminent authority on
mental diseases, goes beyond that. “In
my opinion,” he says, “the form of mental
disease in the said Harry K. Thaw is such
that he cannot possibly recover.”

As soon as Justice FitzGerald had taken
his seat upon the bench he read from the
record the words of the District Attorney,
pronounced the previous day, to the effect
t.hntchocokunh.dnomonrlght.lt the
facts were known, to be trying Thaw than
if it were prohibited by statute.
