‘Selling pressure exerted principelly upon
the. mdustrials, but not neglecting the
staridard speoulative railroad shares, drove
the stock market yesterday through the
low level of prices reached on March 14,
the date of the recent panic. The course
of the market was a steady recession, with
bt a feeble rally at the elose. 'The close
tound the average price of thirvty railroad
and industrial stocks at 08, a loss of 2%
points for the day and five-cighths of 1 per
oent. below the average of the sume stocks
ot the close on March ti. Iu the twenty
statistical railway stocks there was an
average decline of 2 points.  The average
closing price was 98.27, #s comparad with
07t on March 1t Without any news
unfavorably afecting the value of the steel
sbares, both the eommon and the pre-
farred broke fur helow the low prices of
the panic, at which time the steel shares
held h_V COMPArison very strong.

Transactions in Steel common reached
the enormons total of 200,850, and in the
preferred a total of 80,800 shares. The com-
mon exceeded in activity any other security
op the list. At the opening the com-
mon was a fraction above Saturday's
olosing, but the preferred was 1% points
off. and it was this initial weakness in the
preferred which gave the finst intimation
of the loss that was to come. Apparently,
brokers waid, some large holders of the
preferred had come to the eonclusion that
it #as either advisable dr pecessary for
them to liquidate. An alert bear party,
noting the opening weakness, attacked
hoth the common and preferred shares with
vigor. Under the combination of bear at-
tok” and foreed liquidation the preferred
drepped steadily until it touchad 8175, four

points below the low price on March 14,
From that point it rallied to 83%, as against

While the Steel shares were making these
new low records the hear party was n'hm
avhieving great siuccess in  uncovering
long accounts in Smelters.

1M points was the sharpest of the day,
and it was accompanied by rumors of pool
losses. A large pool in thestock, it was said,
had not been entirely dissolved, but some
members of the pool had been unable or
unwilling to answer calls for margin and
the stock of these members had been re-
leased from the pool and thrown upon the
market.

The fact was that they were not doing it
and that there was no indication that they
would do it. Their attitude, it was ex-
plained, made the success of bear opera-
tions much greater than could otherwise
have been the case. Many brokers felt
that only a renewal of investment buying
would turn the tide.

LoNpoN, March 25.—~The stock market
opened quietly. Its tone was undecided
and thers was not much change in values,
At present Americans are quietly steady at
about parity level.

At 1:40 P. M. there was a less pessimistio
feeling and no serious trouble is expected,
Consols have risen to 854, cash and on the
account, and other stocks show a hardening
tendency.

The stock dealers were early on the scene
this morning. The operations of settle-
ment day were fraught with anxiety., Every
one seemed to fear another rush of selling
orders. The members of the exchange
waited for the earlier quotations with quiet
apprebension. The market was slow o
open.

The minutes went by, but dealers hesi-
tated to act. Soon after the opening came
the fateful sound of the “hammer.” There
was the usual hush of expectancy, but the
failure announced was that of only a small
broker and the house breathed more freely.
Suddenly the market became convinced
that its fears were ill grounded.

There had been absolutely no difficulty
with the settlement of the 'account and
the market laughed away its own
fears. Prices began to creep up-
ward and by noon there was a very
different feeling throughout the Stock
Exchange. Money had been furnished
for the settlement at the usual rates. Evi-
dently the banks were not nervous about
carrying over at even lighter rates than
last time. In American securities, such as
Canadian Pacific, a marked revival was
shown,

There was a better tone at the end of the
day. The announcement that the house

BavriMore, March 25.—Senator Isidor
Rayner said to-day that he did not agree
with Grover Cleveland’'s views on the rail-
road question.

*1 do not think there ia any delirium or
insane denunciation nor the psychology
of a craze, as the ex-President expressed
it. What little interests I have and rep-
resent are with the railroads, and I am
proportionately affected as much as others
hy the decline and liquidation that is going
on, which is worse than a panic, because
gecurities recover from a panic, but it takes
a long time to recuperate from a daily
decline of this sort.

“But 1 have said to some of the leading
railroad presidents and officers in the
country that they are to blame for all this
trouble; that they are the agitators, and that
they are the men who are responsible for
the present condition of affairs; that the
innocent investors in their enterprises are
losing confidence in them. Neither the
President of the United States nor Congress
deserves the slightest degree of censure.

“The leading officers of these railroads
have made hundreds of millions of dollars
by tricks of financial jugglery with the
railroads they represent, treating them
as their own property to aggrandize their
fabulous wealth, and they are responsible
to their bondholders and their stockholders
for the disasters that are now upon us.

“If ex-President Cleveland would have
olosely observed what we have seen in
Washington the past two years he wouldn't
call it a frenzy of elamor of a thoughtiesa
in a frenzy of the frenzied
inanciers that has caused the trouble.”

WOULD MEAN STOCK WATERING,

New Jersey Omelal on the Anti<Corporation
Bl Introduced by Senator Colby.

TrexTON, N. J., March 25.--Prospective
corporations have shown a disposition to
avoid incorporation in this State since the
Legislature has heen considering some of
the drastic amendments to the corporation
laws proposed by the New England Society
of the Oranges and other reform organiza-
tions and individuals who have set out to
curb the trusts according to their own no-
tions of what they should or should not be
permitted to do.

One of the measures particularly urged
by the New England Society is an amend-
ment to the corporation act introduced by
Senator Colby, and designed to prevent the
watering of stock. At a recent hearing
before the corporation committee of the
Senate, Frederick W, Kelsey of the New
England Society submitted a brief in be-
half of the bill, to which exception is taken
not only by corporation interests, but by
the State Department, which is not inclined
to “view with alarm” the fact that New
Jersey is deriving a large revenue from its
corpor ations, but is apprehensive lest this
revenue should be decreased to such an
extent that a direct State tax would follow.

Assistant Secretary of State J. B. R
Smith, who has been at the head of the
corporation division of his department 10r
several vears, is among those who believe
that Mr. Kelsey's bill would not only fail to
accomplih the purl;(mm for which it was
designed but would lead to a more per-
nicious method of stock watering than has
prevailed. [n an interview on the subject
to-day Mvr. Smith said: )

“Mr. Kelsey's good intentions can not be
questioned, yet, one of the principal features
of the bill which his committee has pre-
pared proposes that a business corpbdration
may issue stock ‘for services or expenses.'
It 18 readily apparent that this provision
would pave the way for stock watering and
other vices to a degree never before heard
of in our State. The present law is clear
and simple and says: ‘Nothing but money
shall be considerec mtpnynwm for any part
of the capital stock of any corporation or-
ganized under this act,
necessary for ita business

“Who, under the proposed amendment,
is to determine the value of these services?
Are we to assume that any one who lm‘)pvm
to think about it—perhaps the counsel who
is attending to the formation of the com-
pany and who is paid a fee for services—
will do the work and say that the serviee
rendered by John Doe in organizing the
com;)uny are worth a hundred million dol-
lars?

JERSEY'S WAR ON IMPURE MILK.

State Commission Paying Full Value for
Tubercular Cows That Are Destroyed.
FARMINGDALE, N. J., March 25.—The New

Jersey State Commission on Tuberculosis

in Animals is determined that the State

shall have a supply of pure raw milk, pend-
ing such time as State pasteurization of the
milk supply is established.

To this end the commission has planned
to obtain the aid of the farmers of the State
in their fight by paying full value for all
condemned tubercular cows, Inthe township
of Howell jwhere there is one of the largest
dairies in the State, twenty cows out of one
herd of forty examined by State Inspectors
E. B. Voorhees and Franklin Dye were
found to be consumptive, The animals
were condemned and the dairyman re-
ceived $680,which represented the full value
of the cows,

Notice of this award, which is the largest
thus far made by the commission, was sent
this week to all the dairies in the Stase and
the commission hopes that this will en-
courage other dairymen to ask for an in-
spection of their herds. The assertion
made by those active in the pure milk
crusade and especially by those waging the
fight for State pasteurization of the milk
supply, that 40 per cent. of milch cows are
tubercular, is borne out in this instance,

s Dr. Arthur R, Greene of New York, who

made an investigation this week of dairy

conditions in New Jarsey, when informed
of the action taken by the State commis-
sion, said: )

“While no better aotion under existing
conditions can be had and while this far-
mer has rendered a great public service in
causing these cows to be killed, yet it must
be apparent that the many, many quartsjof
milk taken from the condemned cows and
into the homes raw and full of germs of
consumption, to be fed to hun of
infants, has already done dea work,
Had State or municipal pasteurization been
compulsory, these germs would have been
destroyed and human life probably saved.”
