Respounsibility at Open Tournaments Rests
With Club Committees —Nine Strokes
the Highest Allowance, Which Drops
2,000 Players From Printed Forms.

As with the bumblebee, the sting in the

new general handicap of the Metropolitan
Golf Association lleg in its tail. It is & foot-
note that puts the responsibility for victory
by a player with an excessive handioap on
the tournament committees. The note reads:
“Any player who is a member of a club be-
longing to the M, G. A, If not rated on the
printed handicap list, must present before
starting a letter from his club secretary or
club handicapper stating how many strokes
he receives from some player from his club
who is rated on the printed list. If no such
letter is presented, or if said information is
not sent in by his club secretary with the
entry, the tournament committee reserves
the right to give any such unrated player a
very low handicap or even to place him at
| soratch.”
i JThe rule, in the opinion of the handicap
committee, Messrs. Calkins, Phillips and
Douglas, should be printed by all clubs on
their tournament announcements. If this
is done the unrated players will soon become
familiar with the condition and will provide
themselves with the necessary credentials.
The committee states in another note that it
can assume no responsibility for .handicaps
between ten and eighteen given by Iocll
tournament committees.

©. Smith Favers a 600 Mile Contest and
Preposes & Limit of Cylinder Displsce-
ment—Proposition for LImperted Ma~
chine Mace Meets With Disappreval.

H. 0. Smith of Indianapolis, one of the men
who proposed the big road race for American
stock cars to Secretary Elliott of the American
Automobile Association, was in New York
yesterday and gave some further details of
the regulations to be suggested tothe A, A A,
racing board to govern the contest. He said
that he had talked the matter over with &
number of automobile gineers and that
they had agreed that it wolild be best to limit
such a race to cars of a certain maximum
oylinder displacement. No figure has been
agreéd upon nor will be until the meeting
of engineers in Indianapolis, but Mr. Smith
sald that the limit might be placed at 5';
inch bore by 53 or 6 inch stroke for four
cylinder engines, and that the same cubic
contents divided into six units would be the
regulation for six cylinder machines. The
engineers to whom Mr.
agreed that it would be a good plar to limit
the bore so as to prevent the construction of
freak engines with Immense bores, made
to run at very high speed, but of a type not
to be considered seriously as a regular touring
car engine, even though the cylinder displace-
ment might be lesa than that of engines built
for stock cars as sold to the public,

He favored 600 miles as the race distance,
saying that in an event of twice the length of
the Vanderbilt cup race the competing
machines would receive a (rying out that
would be of great value to manufacturers,
even though the contest were run in three
daily stages of 200 miles. It was Mr. Smith’s
opinion that such-a race would have a very
big entry list, as it would come at a time of
the year when manufacturers would be
anxious to know just how their 1908 models
would perform and in such a contest the new
cars would be tested out more severely than
would be possible in any other manner.
While it is true that cars are fitted out with
testing bodies and sent out on the roads for
weeks at a streteh, Mr. Smith declared that
the three days race would teach engineers
more about the good and possible bad points
of their designs and materials than could
be learned in months of enforced slower
driving over jublic highways,

‘\he proposal to hold a race of imported
machines only owver the Vanderbilt cup course
