GABRILOWITSCH PLAYS ADIEU

HIS FINAL RECITAL A DELIGHT-
FUL EXHIBITION OF HIS ART,

Programme Includes Nambers From Sachs,
Schabert and Mendeissohn —~The Schu.
bert Sonata Finds Espeelal Faver
~The Planist's Own Variations Played.

Ossip Gabrilowitsch, the young Russian
pianist, gave his final recital yester day
afternoon in Mendelssohn Hall. It was
an afternoon of interest to those who have
watohed the development of this young man
and of musical pleasure to those who know
how to enjoy rational, well balanced, yet
sensitive, piano playing. The programme
was one to display the resources of Mr.
Gabrilowitsch's musicianship and technie.
It comprised Bach's A flat minor prelude
and fugue, Schubert's sopata in A minor,
Chopin’s ¥ minor fantasia, E minor noc-
turne and a waltz, four of Mendelssohn's
“Songs Without Words,” two numbers
by fashionable Russian composers and the
pianist's own theme and variations.

Why do the heathen Strausses and
D’Indy's rage and programme annotators
imagine vain things while such music as
this Schubert sonata is sleeping upon the
shelves of the libraries? Here is a bank
where the wild thyme blows, where the per-
fume of fragrant melodies and the hum of
eternal harmonies make glad the valleys
and the mountains. The message of this
sonata is like that of meroy notstrained
1t droppeth like the gentle dew from heaven.
Why should pianists go wandering througg
the mazes of latter day literature when they
oan have such treasures as this for the
mere asking?

The two middle movements, a theme
with variations and a scherzo, would suffice
provide the whole stock in trade of a oon-
temporaneous ear troubler. These two
movements oontain more beautiful ideas
than many suoh inventions as the Debussy
quartet, whioh Mr. K neisel recently played
pitilesaly at us. Yet we seldom hear any-
thing about Schubert's genius as a com-
poser for the piano. This composition alone
is sufficient to stamp him as one of the
most gifted masters of the keyboard. It
glows with lovely thoughts all couched
in the most fluent and elegant language
of the instrument. Only a musician and
a poet could have oconoelved it, only a pianist
oould have shaped it into a living work of
art.
It was the central feature of Mr. Gabrilo-
witach's recital and the most convinoing
demonstration of the present state of his
still ing art. When he first played
here he showed uncommon intelligence
and a strong feeling for melodic phrase,
but he marred all his performances by a
