G. Gates are to retire from the firm of
Charles (i. Gates & Co. Charles G. Gates,

who 18 ason of John W., is the no minal
bead of we firm, and it was said that he
wishes to get out of the active business
because he plans to spend much time
abroad. The report was not verified,
| ut it wasg credited by friends of the Mesars.
Gates. A meeting of the members of the
firrs, which may have had something to
do with impending changes, was held
yesterday afternoon.

The firm as now constituted was or-
ganized in February, 1908, but Charles G.
(Gates has heen a member of the Stock
F.xchange and in business as a broker

since 1901. The offices of the firm take
up practically an entire floor in the Trinity
Building and the firm has more members
than any other on the Stock Exchange
Jist. It has done a large business, a good
deal of which originated in the West.

Three of the twelve members, Charles
;. Gatea, Rameay C. Bogy and Melville
. Martin have Stock kxchange seats
The other full partners are Arthur G. Singer,
Charles G. Smith, Orson (. Wells, Frank
H. Hubbard, J. B. Morrow and Walter H.
Dupee. John W. Gates, John Lambert
and Frank E. Drake are special partners.

It was considerad pnsx«uhh- that Charles
(;. Gates might remain in the firm as special
partner and that the firm name might re-
main inchanged, At any rate, it was said
ty a friend of one of the members, the
business will be continued.

The Medsrs. Gates have leased their
hunting preserve in France for nine years
and may spend much time abroad if the
preserye comes up 1o their expectations.
It haa been reported that the preserve
abounds in wild bhoars ahd wolves, de-
soendunts of (hose the kings of France
nused to huni. If this turns out to be cor-
rect the Messrs. Gates are likely to be
abroad during the open season for these
animale, in any event.

ST. VINCENT SOCIETY'S LOSS.

May Not Get 835,000 From Sheehan Estate
as Expected —its Plans Hampered.

Tha Society of St. Vincent de Paul has
learnad that it will not get $35000 from
the estate of Daniel Sheehan of 249 Second
avenue, who died on March 20 last in St
Vincent's Hospital. The condition of Mr.
sheehan’s estate is such, the society found,
that it is doubtiul if the full amount of
other hequests made by Mr. Sheehan can
be paid.

Mr.Sheehan left $500 each to Jane Gilliece,
known as Sister Benign of St. Vincent's
Hospital; to the Superior of the Little
sisters of the Poor of New York, to the
Superior of the House of Good Shepherd,
to the Superior of the House of the Holy
Family, to the president of the Mission
of the Immaculate Virgin, to the Superior
of St. Joseph's Hospital, to the Superior
of the Foundling Hospital, to the Mother
Superior of the Dominical Convent of Our
Lady of the Rosary, and to the Superior
of the Catholie Hospital for Consumptives
at Spuyten Duyvil. He left to the Rev
Thomae J. Doyle of St. Joseph's Church
8500 for masses, He gave $10.000 each
8 two nieces. The residue, which was
thought at first to he $35000, was to go
to the Society of St. Vincent de Paul

The society got its lawyer to investigate
the condition of the estate and he reported
that it was doubtful if there would be any
residue and rhat the bequests might not
be paid in full. The society expected to
use the money for its fresh air work, its
home for convalescent women and its
hospital for consumptives. If plans made
on the strength of the Sheehan bequest
are carried out the society will have to de-
pend on inereased voluntary contributions.

PRESBYTERY HEARS DR. BRIGGS

And Finds Only Orthodoxy In the Remarks
of One It Onee Adjudged a Heretie,

The Rev, Dr. Charles Augustus Briggs
of Union Theological Seminary, who several
vears azo was adjudged a heretic by the
Preebvtery of New York and afterward
was received into the Protestant Episcopal
Churelh by Bishop Potter, made an addross
vasterday morning before the Presbyterian
Ministers' Association, his topic being “The
Virgin Birth— A Reaffirmation.”  Dr. Briggs
was greeted by one of the largest attend-
ancea which the Presbyterian Ministers'
Aseociation has had this season, and after
the meeting the ministers were practically
unanimons in saving that his address was
orthodox in the extreme.

He was auoted by several who were
present a8 having said that the assaults
which are being made upon the doctrine
of the incarnation and other fundamentals
of Christian belief were hut the refurbishing
of the heresies which were prevalent in the
ecarly ages of the Christian Church., Dr
Briggs deplored the effects which, he said,
some of thesa old theories which were now
masquerading as new were having upon
some of the younger ministers of the present
ll"ll".
