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RESEARCH BUREAU HAS ONLY
MADE A START S0 FAR.

Tt Hlas & Comprehensive Programme, Which
Will Require Moch Time, Money and
Skill, and It Ailms at Sclentific Eff-
ojency In Running Local Government,

In the newepapers of May 3 there was &
tespateh of a few lines from Albany which
said that the Bureau of Municipal Re-
search had been incorporated there and
that its object was to study municipal
conditions in New Yerk city with the idea
of bettering them. The names of the in-
corporators were familiar. They showed
that the men behind it were those who
had become more or less conspicuous with
reforms of various kinds in this town,
civio, charitable and political. Most folks
who read the item, if they gave the matter
more than passing thought, its promoters
admit, probably said:

“ Another one of those reform, visionary,
high up in the air affairs for the true, the
good and the beautiful.”

Practically coincident with the forma-
tion of this incorporated bureau have come
the revelations of the Ahearn borough
administration, and the movement which
resulted in making these disclosures was
started by the group of men forming the
new bureau, which is avoiding the brase
band kind of reform.

The burean is the outgrowth of a year's
experimenting by the Citizens' Union
with what was called the Burcau of City
Betterment. The result of the year's
experiment has demonstrated, in the opinion
of those who heve supported the move-
ment, the need of an entirely separate
organization, whose sole purpose it ghall
be to dig out facts about the city gov-
ernment, of New York especially, and lay
them before the authorities and the public
and let public opinion do the rest. That
is what was done in the case of the Ahearn
borough administration.

Thoee who are behind the movement
deelare that they are not seeking for sen-
sational revelations with spasmodic fits
of reform to follow, nor are they seeking
places for any men or set of men, neither
are they seeking the removal of officials.
They say that they want to learn the exact
municipal situation as to finances, as to
management of various departments and
bureaus, so that if abuses exist they may
be known and corrected so that incoming
officiale may have facts in thelr possession
on which to formulate policiesgand give the
city good government, based on efficiency,
and not good intentions.

When the Citizens' Union bureau of city
betterment was started one man gave it
about £10,000 to see how the plan would
work out. The work was begun on January
1, 1006. In December the bureau published
a pamphlet entitled “How Manhattan is
Governed,” This reflected geverely upon
the Ahearn administration, and Mr, Ahearn
at once asked the Mayor for an investiga-
tion of his administration. He goi it
Whether for politice or for good govern-
ment alone, the Mayor ordered the Com-
missioners of Accounts to begin the
fnvestigation, and the result has been the
Ahearn scandal and the hurried efforts to
jmprove the strects and make things in
the borough government cleaner.

It is asserted that other important things
have been dicclosed by this year of quiet
jnvestigation. It has been l¢ «rned that the
city does not know its own financial con-
dition. No one can tell exactly what the
origin of the city debt is,and it is asserted
as positively that no one knowe how much
of it is justly chargeable against the debt
lmit provisions of the city Charter. The
assets of the city, its exact equity in realty,
for example, it is also assertad are not
known by any official or citizen. It is
peserted that no systematic study has been
made of the waterfront problem’s full
bearing upon municipal administration.

Declaration is also made that under the
vague and varwus systems of bookkeeping
in the city no comparative study can bc
made of the departments as to cost of
government and of administration. Ex-
perts who have been consulied eay that
if the city attempted to get a full state-
ment of its asaets and its liabilitiee, with
& proper understanding of the latter, it
would have to be obtained from the title
companies at a cost of probably £500,000.

F¥or this rezson, ana in view of what
has been accomphohed with a emall sum,
it has been decided to branch out and
fnoorporate the bureau of municipal re-
gearch, independent of any politieal party
or movement, with no purpose to oust
this or that get of men from office, but. with
the sole idea of digging out information
the publication of whieh, if public opinion
go decidez, will cause needed changes.

The incorporators of the munitipal
research hureeu are Prof. E. R. A. Selig-
man of Columiia University, Frederick
A. Clevelnnd, R. Fulton Cutting, o B
Allen. Richard Wateon Gilder, George
McAneny and Frank Tucker. All have
heen connected with reforms of varions
kinds. Mr. Cutting is the big man in the
Citizens' Lnion. Mr. Gilder worked effi-
ciently in tenement house reform. Mr.
oAneny has been concerned with eivil
service reforma. Mr. Allen ia a leader in
fmproving the condition of thg poor. Mr,
Tucker is prominent in the ‘work of the

- Provident {,mm Association. Prof, Selig-
man has been interested in various reforms,
Jargely in matters of taxation, and Mr.
Cleveland is a statistician ekilled in muni-
cipal affairs. Prof. Seligman is chairman
onhe new orpanization, Frank Tucker is
vipe-chairman, Mr. Cutting i& treasurer,
Mr. Allen is secretary, and the director
or manager is Henry S. Brere, who did
the digging for the bureau of city better-

ment. :

The new organization has raised rome
money, a good deal more than the City
Betterment Bureau had a year ago. and it
tas just planped out a line of work. Its

ret job will be to tackle the citv's book-

seping so as to learn exactly what con-
dition the various departments are in, what
the city owns and owes, how far Ite financial
responsibilities extend, and then to 1abulate
and discominate this information for the
good of officials and citizens. It will prob-
ably recommend a uniform method of book-
keeping and will suggest which one should
be adopted. With such a system a com-
tive study of the workings of the de-
ments may be made at a glanoe.

It will then investigate various branches
of municipal activity. It is probable that
@ stady of the weterfront and its possi-
Bilities and responsibilities will be under-
taken at once. The probiem of policiug a
great city, which is far different from Whe
suppression of vice and crime, will be taken
up. Then will come quaestions of trans-

rtation. matters of health, of provtdini

nate and constantly increasing schoo
soccommodations; the case of parke, im-
proviag the methods of administration of
18 and the like will be taken ug.

The promoters of the movement say
that so much chaos existe as to definite
{nformation in any of the city's branches
of government that there is practically
unlimited opportunity for investigation and
that it will be a work of years and require a
large e;lpendnura of money to gei &t the
facts. The investigation will be continued
80 long &s {unds, whioh are already needed,
ean be secured. It is asserted that during
this vear five times tha sum now at the
dispossl of the bureau oould be used.

ne of the forces that has stimulated
aotivity -lonhnm present lines has been a
book fuat fshed by Willilam H. Allen,
entitled * Eficient Democracy.” That book
explodes the idea that “good men” alone
are sufficient to bring about public reforms,

. 0

“Almost without exoeption so-called re-
form governments have emphasized good-
ness rather than efficiency and have, like
their corrupt predecessors, failed to see or
emphasize the need for a mechanism of
effective cumulative publicity. Whatever
faots we now possess with regard to the
fundamental nature and inner workings of
municipal government we owe chiefly to
~oluntary associations. Notable examples
are the sanitary associstions that have
educated the public to demand stringent
health legislation and increasingly effective
administration; and charitable associations
that bave achjeved significant reforms,
such as the segregation of sexes in alms-
houses and jails, the placing of children in
homes instead of poorhouses and asylums,
probation of juvenile and adult offenders,
medical care of the insane and imbecile,
enactment of child labar and compulsory
education laws, State supervision of chari-
ties and correction.”

Mr. Allen's schedule of what can be ac-
oomflhhod by the new bureau will probably
he followed closely, “Wiw a8 to sys-
tematic study of the city budget and de-
partment bookkeeping.

The plan of the bureau is to egsagﬂ huih
priced and skilled experts, es| ally in
accounting and statisties, men who will be
paid so hfhry that no public office will
attract their ambitions. This staff is to
dig out and collate facts and when these
are obtained they are to be put before the
publie solely as information. The matter
of seouring’ reforms based upon these in-
vestigations will be left to others.

Whether these reforms coms or not
the work of discovery and puble'ty will
be continued until facts sufficient to estab-
lish methods of economical and efficient
government in municiral affairs are ob=
tained. 'T'he work will be begun in New
York. 1I it sucoeeds it mgay ﬁe extended
to other places. Already it is felt that
sufficient results have been obtained to
{Ubllf‘}' the existenca of the new bureau.
Its promoters not only point to 'the Ahearn
invegtigation as one conspicuous result,

GOING TO SUE BETTING MEN.
To Collect Five Times the Bet (or the Benes
fit of the Poor of the County.

District Attorney Jerome had a talk on
poolrooms yesterday with Corporation
(ounsel Ellison. Mr. Jerome believes that
undor the law it is possible to collect in
civil #uits from bettors any money in excess
of $25 wagered on any event and turn the
money over to the Commissioner of Chari-
tiee, Mr. Ellison said he would cooperate
with Mr. Jerome and one of Mr Jerome's
assistants, probably Mr. Minor, will be
appointed a rpecial Assistant Corporation
Counsel to carry on the suits.

Mr. Jerome will upply the information
on which to base the first suits. He got
a great number of names of bettors and
their winnings or losings when he raided
the Bob Davis syndicate in Nassau street,
Some of the men were pretty prominent.
Onpe is a steward of the Jockey Club. Mr.
Jarome thinks that rather than get the
nnatoriety connected with a suit the players
and bookmakers will compromise.

The law, which is an old one, says that a
man who wins or loses a bet of the value of
§25 or more “is punichable by a fine of not
Jass Lhan five times the amount won or loat,
to be recovared in a civil action,” and the
money is to go to the county superintendent
of the poor or equivaleni official for the
benefit of the poor of the county.

Mr. Jerome saye that as rapidly as possible
suite will be brought against the persons
who bet with the Davis syndicate. The
hooks of the syndicate show that more than
a million dollars had changed hands from
the first of the year.
