“llocu" Maqpey for Bermud\ Asso-
eciated With the Celony ~Thought New

~Firgt Colns Autherized In 1048,

Associated with Jamestown and Capt,
John 8mith sva the first coins as
money within the English one of
North America. These pieces were lssued
by the Virginia Company for use on the
Island of Bermuds, where a small colony
had been established, atd have been the
subjeot of much speculation.”

In 1000 Sir Thomas Gates, appointed
Governor of the Colony of Virginia, while
on his way to America was shipwrecked
in the Bermudas. BSir George Somers was
one of the party.
perty subsisted for nine months on the
wrecked stores of the ship, wild fruit, and
the flesh of black hogs, with whioh the
island was overrun. Two small vessels
were afterward constructed, and the Gover-
nor and his company finally reached Vir-
ginia in 1610. Bome sixty colonists of the
Virginia Company in 1612 pettled in the
Bermudas upon what they named Smith's
Island, and in 1616 Capt. John Smith ap-
pointed Daniel Tucker Governor of Ber-
muds. According to Smith's history, these
oolonists at the time had “beside meat,
drink and clothes, a certain kinde of brasse
money, with a hogge an one side in memory
of the abundanoce of hogges found at their
first landing.”

This “hogge” money, which is very rare,
was of severhl denominatioms, some of

) which were unknown until recent years. As

the denominations were those of shillings,

sixpences, and threepences, and all were
struck in copper, it was inferred that they
were intended as pattern pleces, and it is
these that Smith designated as “brasse.”

The shilling shows & fat boar, with open
mouth, on the obverse, directly above
being the Roman numerals “XI1.,” enclosed
by a beaded circle. Around this central
device is inscription “Sommer Islands,”
presumably intended for SBomers, it being
believed that the Bermudas, s formerly
known as Sommers Islands, were named
after Sir George Somers, who diedjat a
place formerly called George Town, but
now probably S8t. George. The reverse
has the crude outline of a full rigged ship,
with a flag flying from each of the four
masts. This device also is enclosed by a
beaded circle. The weight of the “shilling"”
is 177 graina. A very fine specimen of this
dedn brought $80 some years ago.

The “sixpence,” which is substantially
,ln design as the shilling, shows
&: nh “VL." above the boar, while
inscription omits the letter “s" from
islands, as “Sommers Ilands.” The first
known specimen of this dénomination was
duguplnlbermudn.nnbn.ome umoin
the '50s, and a fine copy haé sold “for $40.

A specimen of the threepence was found
s few years ago, which rounds out the
series of thess odd pieces of money. The
design of this last coin was like that borne
by the others, but there was no insoription
sround the ocentral device, and directly
above the boar were the numerals “IIL."
This coin is exceedingly rare, and the only
known specimen brought $40 at the Par-
melee sale paventeen years ago. N

What was thought to be a Somers Island
pattern piece for twenty shillings, or sover-
eign, was found in-a European oollection
in 1883. This piece bore the same general
design on both sides as the other Bermuda
coins, but above the boar were «he nu-
merals “XX.” Certain numismatists, judg-
ing by this coin, thought that a gold coin-
age was contemplated for the islands by
the Virginia Company, although no men-
tion of the piece has ever been discovered
in the record of the company.

The ooin undoubtedly belongs to the
same series, and came from the hands of
the same die maker who engraved the
design for the sixpence, as in the legend
the same mistake is made in the spelling
of the word islands, it being “Sommers
Tlands."”

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ANTIQUITY OF SWEETS. ‘MEHIGAN lln rl?rgzl?‘er sgm&

Origin of Medérn Delicacies—DPay Before
Sugar Was in Use.

We are using to-day, if in different com-
binatiofis, very many of the primeval equiv-
alents for sweets; the various delicacies
“au miel et pistache” are only another form
of the “honey and nuts or almonds” of
which the earliest records tell us; in all
probability, too, the candied fruits espe-
cially in evidenoe at this time, says the Lon-
don Globe, differ only slightly from they
“‘melipekta® and “duloiaria® of the old
Greeks and Romans. Etymologically, too,
at any rate, the popular marzipan of to-day
may be the “martius panis” of Italy, as it
is ocertainly the marchpane, that prime
favorite with our medisval anoestors.

Before the general use of sugar, it is
evident that the variety of sweets, as we
understand the term, must have been
limited; even when it became known, its
price—aocoording to some authorities equal
to 80 shillings a pound of our money—
must have made them in a very special
sense caviare to the general.

But when sugar came into general use
sweets blossomed forth into a thousand
varieties; indeed, a thousand is but a paltry
estimate when we recall the boast of the
Spanish confectioner in Beaumont and
Fletcher's play: “I can teach sugar,” he
tells us, “to slip down your throat in & mil-
lion ways." The old dramatists give us
here and there feeling allusions to the
furore for sweets that came in with “the
spacious times of great Elizabeth,”
