The Chicago, Rook Island and Paciflc,
which was indicted by the Federal Grand
Jury, with three other roads, for robating,
pleaded guilty rday to two of the twelve
ocounts sad fined 1,000 on each. The
remaining ten counts were nolled by the
Distrioct Attorney. The indictent charges
the road with granting » rebate of five oonts
a hundrod pounds, reducing the published
tariff of 85 conts to 50 cents on sugars shipped
hy the Woolson Bpice Compauy of Toledo,
Ohbdo, to Bt. Joseph, Kansas City and Atchi-
som. The rebatesin the indictment amount
(0 8150, although the Governinent has iffor-
mation which leads it to believe that the re-
bhates actually paid would amount to about

$2,000.

District Attorney Stimson said yesterday
that the Government was inclined to be
lenient to lhw which, by pleading
guilty, made their intention of observ-
ing the law in future. It is not expected to
convict on every count, though as many are
inserted as possible that the Uovernm{-m's
case may be strengthened,

It entered a demurrer yesterday,
alleging that the second count is “vague,
uncertain and indefinite, and does not set
forth the alleged offence, or the supposed
acts and facts constituting the same.” The
demurrer also says that the act of February
4, 1887, entitled “An aot to regulate com-
merce,.” and “various aocte amendatory
thereof and supplementary thereto,” are
ugoonstitutional and void *“in that the
statutes undertake to impose and prescribe
ihreasonable, unequal-and unjust regula-
tions of interstate cotnmerce, that is to say,
they subject common carriers engaged in
the transportation of passengers or prop-
ertg wholly by railroad or partly by railroad
and partly by water, when both are used
under a oommeon oontrol, management ancl
arrangement for a continuous carriage or
shipment from one State to another, to
rules, regnlations, restrictions, pains, penal-
ties and forfeitures 1o which other common
carriers engaged in competition with the
oarriers first mentioned in the transporta-
tion of passengers or property from one
State to another wholly by water are not
subjected.” Tt further contends that “said
statutes are unconstitutional and void in so
far as they undertake to s,uninh tha defend-
ant crlmlnlll¥ for aots done by its agents
while acting in the scope of their employ-
ment which if done by other corporations
m transportation of merchandise wholly
water would be entirelv innocent,” and

cuniary fine for acts committed by its agents
within the seope of ‘their employment, in
which this defendant did not and could not
in any qnanner participate, thus imputing to
said corporation and punishing it criminally
for acts which it did not and could not in
fact commit.”

RROWNSVILLE INQUIRY.,

Foliteman Ramirez Positive That Negreo
Soldiers Shet Up the Town,

WASHINGTON, May 20.--Three Browns-
ville policemen were witnesses before the
senate Military Committee which is investi-
gating the shooting up of that town last Au-
gust.

Macedonio Ramirez, who was on duty
that night and received a shot through his
hat, was the best witness yet examined /
as far as identification of the shooters as
colored soldiere was concerned. He testi-
fied that he had had two opportunities to
them under the light—first at the Miller
Hovel, where a lamp inside shone owt upon
them, and again under the street lamp at
the corner of Thirteenth and Washington
strests. and also by a lamp in a livery stable
close by, where they stoppea to shoot at him
and into nearby bouses. He also recognized
them by their voices, he having heard one
say when they came out of the alley near
the Miller Hotel: “There goes one. lIs it
& soldier? Tf not give him hell.”

He was positive the rioters were negro
soldiers, because he saw them with his own

SANTO. DOMINGO FINANCES.

American Administration Results Advane
tageously to That Republie,

WASHINGTON, May 20.—American admin-
istration of the revenues of Santo Domingo
has resulted very advantageously to that
republic, according to a statement pre-
pared by the insulur bureau of the War
Department. A compilation of the reports
made from time to time by Col. Colton, the
American adminigtrator, and covering the
two years from April 1, 1905, to March 381,
1907, inclusive. shows that the general fund
available for distribution among the vari-
ous creditors of the republic and now on
deposit in the National City Bank of New
York is $2,606,048.683. This represents 55
per cent. of the revenues. Out of the re-
maining 456 per oent., which has gone to de-
fray the expense of the maintenance of
the Government, there is still a balance of
$108,007.98. There is also a balance of
$28,852 from 30 per cent. of the internal
revenue and export duties collected.

There has been paid to Santo Domingo
for the maintenance of the Government
$2,312,062, which, representing less than one-
half of the receipts, is more than the total
revenues properly aocounted for under the
native administration for any two years

revious. The amount recorded under the
Read of bills payable is only $8,167.98.

The pig iron markets are brisk for spot
foreign and prompt domestic metal. The
tone of all markets is firm, with increasing
interest in contracts for the first quarter of
next year. In the matter of spot foundry
iron for wants of Eastern consumers there is
little available except Middlesbrough No. 3,
which is fetching $22.50@$23 at doock. BScotch
foundry No. 3is in larger demand than supply,
The local market is sold out of spot lots.
At Boston and Baltimore small tonnages are
to be had at $24@824.50 at dock. In demestic
spot the largest sale of yesterday was on the
basis of $27 at this port for No. 2 X from Penn-
sylvania furnaces., For forward shipments
of No. 2 X from Buffalo and Pennsylvania
Jurnaces round parcels are fetching $23@
$23.50, at furnaces. Business in first quarter
of 1008 Bouthern iron is going on at $18.50 for
No. 2 foundry at Birmingham.
