THINK BECKER IS GIRL'S SLAYER,

New Evidence Sepms'to Fasten Murder of
Amells Stafeldt on Him,

More evidence appearing yesterday show-
ing that Henry Becker, the suspect in the
Amelia Staffeldt murder case at Elmhurst,
was on the spot where the girl was killed
has caused the police to believe that
the mystery soon will be oleared up. They
think that Becker, despite his denials,
oommitted the crime while in a frenzy.
He probably will be placed under observa-
tion soon to determine whether or not he
is sane,

The police have believed all along that
little credence could be put in Becker's
story of the tragedy. “He'll say he did
moest anything we suggest ito him," one
of them said. But Becker's story now has
been corroborated in so many essential
details that it is accepted as true except
as to the perpetrator of the crime.

The most startling of the new circum-
stances developed yesterday. The worn.
broken shoes that,K Beoker had on were
taken to the cabbage patch through which
a man fitting his description was seen
running just before the murder was dis-
covered. They fitted exactly the foot-
prints made by the fleeing man in the soft
earth, even to the breaks in the soles and
the worn down heels.

The finding near the bod
bloodstained transfers of the 188th street
crosstown line punched at 10 o'clock
Wednesday morning, four hours before
the discovery of t crime, developed
yesterday into another bit of evidence
connecting Becker with the affair. The
prisoner admitted that he had got the
transfers. Samuel Lobel, a conductor of
the Union Railway Company, who had
given the transfers, described the man
who got them, and that description fitted
Becker pretty, clogsely. Lobel said he had
remembercd him use he had looked
at him sharply, thinking him a spotter,
He then picked Becker out of half a dozen
men in the Queens county jail as the man
who had got at least one of the slips.

Moreover, Becker was taken to the scene
of the crime and com) to get on his
hands and knees over the bloody spot where
the body was found. He betrayed pitiable
agitation. He {s said to have conf to
knowledge of the knife with which the
crime was committed and to every circum-
stance connected with the crime except that
he did it. All this taken together, with the
finding on him of the handkerchief marked
“S," stolen from Mrs. S8imonson, and hie
identification by Mre. Simonson from a pho-

tograph as the man who was washing his
bloody hands at her pump half an_hour
after the crime was committed, fhakes

the detectives believe that they have about
fixed it on Becker.

The Slav who was arrested proved an
alibi and was released late last night. He
formerly was a small farmer near Elmhurst
and now works as a stableman for a Mas-
peth painter. He declared that he was in
the stable eating hig dinner and feeding his
horse between 12 and 8 o'clock on Wednes-
day, when the murder was committed, and
this story was corroborated.

The funeral of the dead girl was held yves-
terday afternoon from the family home.
The house was crowded. A section of the
porch flooring fell in the course of the cere-
mony. Beveral persons were bruised, but
none was seriously hurt. The body was
buried in Calvary Cemetery, Elmhurst. *

HIS TIP WAS GOOD AFTER ALL,

Employees Who Had Stolen Sllks
Caught With the Goods On.

Edward Rhine, the proprietor of a milli-
nery supply house at 248 West Twenty-third
street, went to Police Headquarters a few
days ago and told the detectives that Joseph
Moses, a cutter, living at 423 East Eighty-
first street, had approached him with the
proposition that for $700 he would give
Rhine information leading to the arrest of
employees in his establishment who were
robbing him. The detectives gave Rhinea
marked ten dollar bill and told him to make
anappointment with Moses for last night.

The appointment was made and Rhine
met Moses at the corner of Nassau and
Fulton streets. There Moses received the
marked bill and in exchange for value
received told Rhine that if he would watch
the corner of Bleecker and Carmine streets
later in the evening he would discover
a dishonest employee. Detectives who
were shadowing Moses then arrested him
and he was charged at Headquarters with
meb’ing money under false pretenses,

Then detectives went around to Bleecker
and Carmine streets and kept a watch on
a saloon there. They saw two men enter
the place, one with & suit case and the other
carryinga large bundle. Thenthey stepped
into a back room and found four men clug-
tered about a table, upon which were dis-
})layed about $500 worth of fine silks and
eathers.

Stephan Nilan of 108 Hill street, Orange,
an employee of Rhine's firm and the man
who brought in the suit case, was charged
at Headquarters with grand larceny. The
same charge was lodged against Benjamin
Ogden, the elevator man in Rhine's build-
ing, who had entered the saloon with the
bundle. Philip Smith, who said he wag an
auctioneer and that he lived at 23 West
119th street, was held on suspicion of being
a receiver of stolen goods, and Milton I-‘rie(!5
man,the fourth manin the party,who lives at
53 West 130th etreet, was held for aiding and
abetting Smith in default of a more direct
charge.

By the arrest of these four the detectives
believed that they have stopped a leak
that Rhine has noticed in his business for
many monthe past, but they are in some
doubt as to the charge they made against
Moses, the informant, and he will probably
be let go to-day.

BERKELEY, Cal., May 20.—There are old |
men and old men, but Capt. Goddard E. |
Diamond of Berkeley, who confesses coyly |
to 111 years, is an old man who is able todo |
things. '

Capt. Diamond's friends are now watching !
the Sunday school picnic calendar to see
what picnic he will attend next—for he went
to one the other day and had as much fun
with the girls as any young fellow of 80 or |
00 years could have,

“Well, why shouldn’t I have fun?” asked
Sapt. Diamond, and they had no answer for

im.

Capt. Diamond looks like a man of 50. He'}

has to ascribe his longevity to something,
of course; and his answer is “abstemious
living.” For more than eighty years he
has eaten no meat, and used neither tea nor
coffee. Liquor and tobacco he has never
tasted in his life. LY

He eats freely of fish, eggs, cheese and

milk, but with these exceptions his diet is”
vegetable. He avoids white flour, and his
staples are bread and mush made from the
entire wheat, oat and barley meals. He
eats much fruit.
' Hot water is his chief beverage, and his
dietary fad is the copious use of olive oil.
It must be real olive oil, however. He would
rather eat machine oil than the concoctions
of cottonseed, peanut and sesame oils that
are commonly sold as olive—or, at least,
that were sold under that name before the
passage of the pure food law.

Capt. Diamond is not merely an old man;
he is one of the most active men in the
community. He practises daily calis-
thenics, and has long served as a trainer
in that course, teaching younger men to
take on the youthful agility that he has
himself.

He is a skilful bicycle rider and a skilled
boxer as well. Not half the men of half
his age could last five rounds with him
within the roped ring. His skin is as clear,
his eyes as bright and his step as elastié¢
as those of the average sound and healthy
man of 50. \

Piotures taken of him during the civil
war really look older than he does to-day.
He says that during the war he was unahle
to regulate his diet and his habits as he
wished and that his health suffered in

consequence,
Still, with the exoeption of a short illnees

that resulted from exposure and privation
while the great fire was raging in, San
Francisco a year ago the Captain has had
but one illness in eight-seven years. This
was yellow fever in 1852, while he was in
Florida. His illness eighty-seven years
ago was inflammatory rheumatism, and
it was his difficulty in obtaining relief
that led to his adoption of the vegetable
dietary to which ne has sinoe adhered.

He been ‘treated for two months by
a physician without any improvement.
He dismissed the doctor and began the
use of olive oil as a food and ae an embro-
cation, and eliminated meat from his diet.
Two months later he was well and rheuma-
tism has never troubled him since.

Capt. Diamond learned the trade of
steam engineer while a young man. He
was called a skilled engineer up to the time
he quit the trade, which was while he was
in his ninet{;eyhth year. For thirteen
years he had held only two positions—seven
years as engineer of the Oocidental Hotel
in San Francisco and six years in the same
capacity at the Baldwin Hotel in the same

city.

I: all that time his most/serious mishap
was one that compelled him to shut down
the elevators in the Baldwin Hotel for three
hours. He says he ocould go back to the
trade to-day if he wished, but since he quit
it at 98 he his living by selling
books, and earned a good living too.

He generally travels on foot, and handles
histories and encﬁclopndxu and also the
story of his own life—a book of 130 pages
reoounting his adventures and describing
the hygienio sg:tem by which he regulates
his habits. The big fire left him with only
the clothes he wore and 56 cents in his
pockets. But he accepted aid from the
relief workers for only about a month and
then started out “to get a new start,” he
eaid. He lived on this eide of the bay
for several months and then returned to
the neighborhood of his former home in
San Francisco.

Capt. Diamond’s long life has held many
vicissitudes and adventures. He has been
shipwrecked twice, and he crossed the
ph?ns in an emigrant wagon. During the
civil war he gerved as engineer in several
gunboats.

Cart. Diamond sees no reason why he

should not live another century. He never
felt better in his life, and there are people
in San Francisco who formed his ac-
?uainunoe when he first came to Cali-
ornia thirty yeare ago, who say that he
looks younger now than he did at that time.
Only recently he underwent a medical
examination, and the physician closed his
report with thz‘lplragraph: .

e physi examination of Capt.
Diamond reveals a remarkable preserva-
tion of tissue integrity and function ac-
tivity. There is no faotor or combination
of factors which would even remotely sug-
gest any approach to dissolution, and if
no intercurrent complication supervenes
it would be purely speculative to hazard
n? l? inion as to his probable future span
0 e.”

The caqtain was born at Plymouth,
Mass., on May 1, 17908. His ancesiry was
a mixture of English, Irish, Scotch and
Dutch. His mother's maiden name was
Allen, and she was a niece of Gen. Ethan
Allen of the Revolutionary Army. His
father, Joseph Diamond, lived to be 108,

He never went to school, but learned to
read after he had grown to manhood. His
early years were epent on a farm, and he
believes his constant outdoor life and his
daily exercise with plough, scythe, hoe
and flail were principal factors in laying
the foundation for his century of activify,

He took part in the construction of the
ErieCanal. He wasone of the first engineers
on the Iron Mountain Railway in Missouri.
He has never married. )

Up to the date of the fire in San Fran-
cisco, he had many papers verifying the
story of his long life. These hive been
seen by hundreds of pecple who have no
doubt of their verity and who believe that
Capt. Diamond has really lived in three
centuries.

FIRE LIGHTS UP BELLEVUE,

Upper Storles of a Big Brass Foundry
Burned Out.

Bel'evue Hospital was lighted up several

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DOGS ON STATEN ISLAND.

Nebody Has Power to Take In the Many
That Run Unlicensed.

It looks as if the dogs on Btaten Island
would have things pretty much their own
way this summer, because in all probability
there will be no dog catchers. Judge Ste-
phensof the Richmond county court decided
recently that the 8. P. C. A, had no constitu-
tional right to force one Robert Cameron
to purchase a license for his dog, and on
May 1, whén it was time for all good dog
owners to come up, most of them did not
because the news of the Court's decision had
got noised about. Only twenty-three tags
were issued.

Dr. Alvah H. Doty, who is the Health Offi-
cer of the Port and lives at Quarantine, is
doing everything he can to rid the island of
dogs, which have become pests. He doeen't
know just whom the matterisup to. Maybe
the policemen down there will be called
upon to catch dogs, and maybe the Depart-
ment of Health will have to see about it.
Dr. Doty came up to town yesterday to talk
it over with Dr. Darlington and others.

The 8. P. C. A, does not think that it is up
to it to see that every loose dog on Staten
Island is put out of the way.

“But. that is no reason why the dogs
should be allowed at large,” said Dr. Doty
yesterday. “There has been a large increase
in the number of rabid dogs of late and
something must be done at once.

“The doge most likely to have rabies are
the ones that run about the country without
any home. And they are likely to communi-
cate rabies to cows and other animals as
well as to persons. 1don't think that there
is any necesaity of a panic over the matter,
but surely the publioc should he protected.
It is the time to act. If the loose dogs are
gathered in now they will not be at large
when the warm weather comes. One mad
dog may do a lot of harm, and it is best to
go to work at once. If the 8. P, C. A. will
not assume the responsibility then some
dePart,mept. must.

think them rabid.

outcome is obvious, It does not seem to
me that it is up to the society.”

Mr, Horton reiterated the statement that
a real case of rabies was seldom seen, and |
said that there was no more reason for
alarm in the summer than in the winter,
The season, he said, had nothing to do |
with it whatever, and the term “dog days”
was a mistaken one,

“A man may be bitten by a dog that he
believes has rabies and may suffer all the
agonies of real h;’drnphnhtu and yet be
gimply a victim of imagination,” he said,
“If the newspapers would devote less space
to supposed cases there would be fewer of
themn.”

PAR GOLF HANDICAPS.

John R. Larendon Objects te Bystem Em-
pleyed by M. G. A.

Par as the basis of handicaps has at least
one detractor. John R. Larendon writes in
regard to the article on “Golf Handicap Sys-
tems” in TARE 80N of May 12 that he agrees
with the Massachusetts handicappers that
the man who does the best playing in the com-
petitions of his assoclation should be made
scratch, regardless of bogey, par or any
other arbitrary measurement of a player's
abllity., TLarendon makes this argument to
support his opinion:

“The chief advantage claimed for the par
system is the fact that all players in the coun-
try would be handicapped on the same basis,
but this appears unimportant as there are no
national handican events.
