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86,000 AT MASS IN NAYY YARD
MANY MILITARY AND CHURCH
ORGANIZATIONS TAKE PART,

Hundreds of Persons Unable te Get Inte
the Parade Ground Wateh Impressive
Ceremony From Without~The Rain
Comes Too Late to Mar the gervices,

An unusually impressive and interesting
oeremony was the annual miltiary fleld
mass that was ceiebrated yesterday in the
open air upon the parade ground of the
pavy yard in Brooklyn. Never before
were there so many persons gathered in
that borough for a ceremony of that natare
and never was & great crowd more orderly.

The number that attended or tried to
attend was about 85,000. In spite of the
ample proportions of the parade grounds,
thousands who went to the celebration
were unable to get into the enclosure, 8o
packed was it with soldiers, sailors and
members of military and civie bodiea who
were the guests, of the Gloucester Naval
Camp No. 5 of the United Spanish War
Scores upon scores stood out-
side the fence looking through the bars at
the spectacle until the mass was finished,

Although there were hundreds of police-
men in uniform to keep the crowd in order
there was no confusion or disorder of any

Although the atmosphere was raw and
cold the crowd bhegan to arrive as early as
B o'¢lock. By 10, the hour set for the
maes, there was little standing room on
the grounds and hundreds were still pour-
fng in through the sally port on Flushing
avenue and the several private entrances
which were guarded by sentinels. Com-
pany after company arrived with bands
or drum corpe at their heads and took their
places in the fleld, at the northern end of
which the altar had been erected.

STABBED A DOZEN TIMES.
Men He Befriended Rob New Rechelle Man
and Leave Him on Rallroad Tracks.

New RocHeLLE, N. Y., May 26.—Covered
with dagger wounds inflicted upon him
last night by men who robbed him and
then tried to kill him by placing his body
on the railroad tracks in front of an ex-
press train, Pannatte Carmele, a young
Italian, is lying at the point of death in
the New Roohelle Hospital. Two Italians
bélieved to have ba2en imnlicated in the
crime are under arrest here and the poligp
are looking for a third.

The prisoners are Charles Angimier and
Frank Ferranti of New York. A dagger
covered with blood was found in their
possession and they are said to be mem-
bers of a Sicilian Black Hand band.

The wounded man told the police to-day
that he was on his way home Baturday
about midnight, when he met three Italians
who said that they were strangers in New
Rochelle and asked him to get them lodging
for the night. Carmele replied that he
had only a single room, but if they would
go with him to the home of a relative he

would get them a place to sleep. The four
set out together. When they reached a
dark street in West New chelle the

strangers suddenly seized Carmeie and
demanded his money.

“Traitors!” exclaimed Carmele. “This

He removed Carmele
from the tracks and telephoned to the police.
Ten minutes after Carmele was taken from
the tracks the postal express bound for
Boston came along.

700 MANY LAWS, SAYS BISHOP
DR. POTTER PRE.{CHES ON THBE
CHURCH AND THE STATE.

Cltes the Discovery of an Ant-Gambling
Law Unknown Apparently to Hughed
~Prohibitien Laws That Only Serve
to Make a Race of Hypoerites

Bishop Henry C. Potter, after bhaving
been introduced yesterday morning to the
congregation of the Church of the Inter-
cession, Broadway and 158th street, as
New York's foremost oitizen, preached
on the futility of attempting to reform
soclety by mere legal enactments. In the
Bishop's opinion, consclence must be en-
lightened,and it is the mission of the Church
in every community to furnish this enlight-
enment. :

The Bishop selected the Church of the
Intercession for his sermon because for
two years it has had an organization known
as the vestry auxillary, which {s composed
of laymen and which has for its chief pur-
pose the broadening of the ohurch's influence
in the affairs of the community. It is the
first organization of ifs kind in the Epis-
copal Church, and the Bishop predicts
great things for it.

“We all recognize and regret,” said the
Bishop, “that one of the prominent ten-
dencies in American life is to exalt entirel
too much the importance of the individual.
Civil goverrment, for example, is supposed
to have ite basis in civil law and there
exists a wide misoonoeption on the part
of the people that the quality of the govern-
ment runs parallel to the quality of the law

“One need have had a very briefl resi-
dence in our own city to observe the evil
of this misconception. Perhaps nowhere
in the world are there eo many laws in the
statute books for the regulation of life
as there are upon our own statute books,
and this is especially true of those applica-
ble to life in our own city Get a copy of
the laws of the State of New York and read
them ‘and you will be amazed to find the
great number that are just as dead as Julius
Cmsar. They are cnacted and forgotten
or evaded or shelved.

“As an illustration of the valuelessness of
this dependence upon law as the maker of
the quality of civilization may be cited &
recent occurrence where an officer of the
Government, seeking for some means to
correct the evils of gambling in our com-
munity, has recently discovered a law
entirely unknown to the Chief Executive
of the State, and apparently very applicable
to the suppression of gambling.

*No one will misunderstand me as in
any way doubting the ability, the learning
and the faithfulness of the Exeoutive of
the State. It is no fault of his that he
should not have known the existence of this
law. It simply means that on our etatute
booke are laws in such numbers, perhaps
so inconsistent, perhaps so confusing, per-
haps so neglected, that the very existenoe
of one greatly desired by the officers of the
Government for the putting down of a
great evil should not Rave been known even
to the officers of the'Government.”

The Bishop said that the evil practices
which the lawmaker had thought would be
completely stamped out by the enactment of
his ideal law would go on the same as before,
or if modified, , sometimes
for the worse. This is 80 because the con-
science of the people of the State or of the
community is not with the law. The Bishop

continued:
“How then shall we bring to pass the
8hall we do

‘results whioh we all desire’
it by new laws? Can you do it by the
attempt to suppress lz.oluwly the vice
which you desire to conquer?

“For example, there will be no difference
of opinion concerning the great mischief
of intemperance. All men agree as to this
and no one deplores the mischief more
than I do. What has prohibition done for
the suppression of this great evil in those
States where prohibition has been at-
tempted? 1 recall crossing Lake Cham-

lain from New York to Vermont and back
n the summer, and I was often struck by
the large oontingent of drunken men who
sailed on the boat in the afternoon from
the New York to the Vermont harbor,
In other words, the prohibition law of
Vermont made the sale of liquor impossible
and so these men cr to New York
and sailed back- home drunk. The evil,
alas, remains in those prohibition States
unsuppressed, and, ala¥, that it should be
said, the effect has been in some States
to change the .commonwealth of drunk-
ards to a commonwealth of hyg‘:’rl

“We may beautifygour churches,
heautify the neighBbrhood in which we
live, we may draft a body of laws the most
perfect the world has ever dreamed of, we
may achieve even absolute perfection in
our government, but until we shall have
inspired the spirit of the ple with this
gpirit of Christianity noceti will remain
in peril. And so we seek the place this
church holds in the life of this city. She
is to be, as all other churches are to be
the enlightener of conscience. Whatever
else ehe may become, by f’rowt,h or by the
enrichment of the edifice, by the attraction
here of large numbers of persons, she will
gtill be a failure in this community unless
she can perform this office.”

SAYS HE HAS A GOOD MINE.

McDonnell Resents Arrest at Complaint of
Men Whe Got Cold Feet.

Hugh McDonnell, who says he is a mining
engineer, 50 years old, living in the City of
Mexico, was arraigned yesterday in the
Tombs police court before Magistrate
Crane charged with the larceny of $3,000.

He was arrested on Saturday on the
complaint of three men who eaid they
got no retums on investments they made
through McDonnell. James W. Harle of
17 Madison avenue, a broker on the Cotton
Exchange, made the complaint in courf,
Harle said that McDonnell came to him in
1905 with a proposition that he should help
him to retain his option on the famous El
Rincon gold and silver mine, located about
fifty miles west of Mexico City. He offered
to let Harle and his friends have a half
interest in the property. Harle says they
raised altogether about $8,500. e first
payment of $3,000 was given to McDonnell
on his assertion that it was for an u t
need, some stamp transaction or other
with the Mexican Government. The com-

lainant alleged that McDonnell has re-
used ever since to give him or his friends
any satisfactory acoount of what he did
with their mone{

McDonnell sald it awas true that Harle
and his friends did give him several thdu-
sand dollars. He sold them a half interest
in E! Rincon, a mine from which he says
$10,000,000 has been taken already and is
yet one of the ’gumt in the world. They
were to pay 000, $6,000 every time he
gave them & ten days notice.

Harle, he said, had been represented to
him as a millionaire, otherwise he never
would have bothered with him. El Rincgn,
McDonnel says, is not a proposition for
pikers. The Harle Eeoplo were either un-
willing or unable to eer.ur their payments
in response to his calls for development
pu‘?ooa and that he had to interest others.

oDonnell said that Harle and his friends
still had an interest in El Rincon propor-
tionate to their investment.

“As a matter of fact,” he said, “they
turned out to be pikers and we on
their contract.
