AUYING UP WELLS FARGO,

Conjecture as to the Upper World Meaning
of Recent Purchases.

Despatches from Albany yesterday said
that agents had been about that region
purchasing Wells Fargo stock. It was sup-
posed, the despatches said, that the agents
were in the employ of the management of
the company or were working for the
Wells Fargo bank. Information as to the
acouracy of the statements was not obtain«
able at the officer of the company, but the
reports were accepted as substantially cor-
rect by persons who have been largely inter-
ested in tho property.

It is well known that when the vigorous
contest against the management was on
last summer agents for the dominant Harri-
man party acquired all the stock that was
obtainable at either private or publio sale.
The ohject of the purchases was apparent
in the plight in which the management was
put for maintenance of control. But three
or four months after the meeting, at which
the management won by a safe n of
#stock ownership, various members of the
Harriman party renewed offers for the pur-
chase of stock. At this time they secured
the holdings of Stokes, Robinson & Co., who
had led the fight against them, and also the
holdings of many other large stockholding
interests, The object of these latter pur-
chases is not 8o apparent.

It was at the contested Wells Fargo meet-
mg last summer that William Nelson Crom-
well let fall his celebrated remark about
E. H, Harriman moving in an “upper ‘world
where ordinary stockholders may not enter.”
Among past and present stockholders of
Wells Fargo yesterday much curiosity was
expressed as to the forces which are moving
the constallation now,

GOSSIP. OF WALL STREET.

Nothing more dreary than the listless drift
of yesterday's market could wel be imagined.
Most of the brokers were away and most of
those who were on hand wighed themselves
®isewherc, There were no outside orders to
execute, and what passed for businegs con-
sisted largely of transactions repyesenting
“evening up” by professiopal traders who did
not wish to retain a position over the week's
end. When there was a predominance of
buying ordars for the covering of shorts prices
rose slightly: when there was a predominance
of reaMzing sales, prices fell off again, Very
little sufMced to turn tha scale, but there never
was enough to turn it much or to keep it long
inolined In either direction. No moyément
received half so much attention as the move-
ments of the clook, and these seemed 8o slow
that one trader is said to have offered to bet
that the hour hand lacked strength ever to
reach the senith of thedisl. Itreaghed there,
however, and great was the relief felt by all
who linggred through the two eternal hours.
The general comment on the market aftec
the close was that is was about as exciting—
and as profitable—as a game of solitalre at a
wayside station while waiting for a tra(n on a
wet day.

President Mellen's statement about the in-
efficiency of labor was the gubject of con-
siderable discussien, but did not seem to have
much effect on the market—rnothing had.
The traders admitted that it was a sgrious
situation that drew such remarks from such-a
stanch friend of organized labor asthe presi-
dent of the New Haven, but apparently
thought that the matter was so well under-
stood that it could hardly be made the basis
of & selling movement In the stock market at
thislate date. “Everybody,"” said one shrewd
operator, “has had it brought strongly tq his
mind that not only must he pay ‘the highest
rate of ‘wages, but that he cannot expeot to
get good service. Thé man who employs &
number of laborers or mechanics knows that
the least efMicient of them Is the standard to
which all of them come, and that he cannot
get rid of the poor workman, no matter how
much he may be dissatisfied with his work.”

Unton Pacific was the most active and the
weakest stock on the list,  Bearish effort was
concentrated here probably for the reason
that If applied to the market as a whole it
would have been too slight to be perceptible,
Of newp or rumor on the stock there was
none, though there was the same disposition
as on Friday afternoon to argue that what-
ever view might be taken of the President's
speech as a whole there oould be no doubt
as to the attitude toward the practices that
made Union Pacific the centre of Wall Street
speculation, last year, The pressure on the
stock was maintained with fsir consistency
from start to finish, and the price dropped
fractionally below the lowest point of the
break Tuesday last, with no evidence of sup
port even at that level, '

The Hill stocks declined in sympathy with
Union Pacific, although the weather reports
from the Northwest were rather favorable,
and while there was talk of a renewed out-
break of liquidation in these issues ‘some aof
the closest observers of the trading said
they failed to deteot any real evidence of
solling of that character, The volume of
transactions both in Great Northern and
Northern Pacific wassmall, and probably there
was little of anything moresignificant than the
closing out of traders’ commlitments prema-
turely made for the rise early in the week
when it was supposed the President's speech
would be a bull argument,

An unexpectedly large increase in the loan
account . gave the bank statement an uf-
favorable appearance, but this did not suffice
to increase the selling movement in the mar-
ket, It really had no influence at all. By
the time the statement made its appearance
—which was & few minutes earlier than
usual—the traders who were closing out their
lines of long stocks had nearly completed
the task. When they got threugh the market
betame duller than ever, but perhaps a shade
harder. The increase in the loan item was
attributed to corporate borrowing, the Dela-
ware and Hudson financing being possibly a
factor In causing it. .

One of the leading commission houses
has incornorated in its weekly market clreular
the following extract from a letter of a Lon-
don broker descriptive of the forelgn feeling
over anti-corporation agitation in the United
Btates: “The sensationally exaggerated dis-
closures, the pernicious interference by
crude and violent methods and instruments
with the delicate and sensitive machinery
of commerce and finance; the investigation
manis, which in the hands of partisan and
politically prejudiced inquisitors drags dis-
jointed fragments of facts, or alleged facts,
befors the public, with the resuit of their
being misunderstood or misjudged by the
people, and especlally by the people of
Kurope; ihe branding of ths leaders of your
commercial and industrial undertakings as
grafters and thieves—all this under the wgie
of the President of the United Btates—has
most certainly had the result of utterly de-
stroying confidence in the statements pub-
lished By your leading railroads, and there-
fore in their intrinsic value, No greater proof
of this can be found than that from seliing
on a 4 per cent, basis your leading railroads
are now brought to pay over 6 per cent. on the
market price.”

Disagreeing with the general view of the
csuses underlying the present eondition of
affairs {n Wall Btreet, one of the most widely
read of the weekly market letters says: “The
financial disturbances are not peculiar to
New York, nor, looking back over three or
four years, has this market suffered by the de-
cline n prices more than other marketa, and.
8o far a8 we oan see, not so much, It seems
as if so-called financial authorities every-
where were being appealed to to explain the
rise in the value of money, or what is the saime
thing, the lower prices of securities compared
with their yleld. It Is the fashion to ascribe
this state of things to legislation. Wall
Street speculators blame Mr. Roosevelt for
what has happened here, while in Franoe it le
asoribed to M. Clemenceau’s proposed Inocome
tax, and in England it is the fashion to ascribe
a similar state of things to the 'sction of &
Liberal Government. To the writer such
views appear so short sighted as to be almost
absurd. Surely any one who tries to see
matters as they are cannot avold percelving
that In Germany, where nothing of the kind Is
charged, the financial position is less secure
than in either England, France or the United
Btates. In feot it ls, we think, common
knowledge that financial affairs in Berlin are
on & less secure basis to-day thau in any of
the other countrles named, and ls not this
fact alone enough to show that It Is general
causes which are at work in Inoreasing the
yield demanded on capltal?
