GOOD YEAR FOR UNCLE SAM

Up to Date Recelpts Increase 63,047,080
and Expefiditures Only 84,188,454,

WasnINGTON, June 1.—The Government
receipta for the eleven months ended May
81 amounted to $602,504 672, as compared
with $530,647,633 in the like period of last
year. This is an increase  of $63047,030
and the indications are that before the end
of the present fiscal year the receipte will
be largely increased The expenditures in
the same period reached an aggregate of
$637,544,700, as compared with fsussszss
at this date last year, showing an increase
in the expenditures of only $4,158 454.

May was a prosperous month for the
Government. e receipts were $57 488,012,
which was about $10,000,000 greater than the
receipts in the same month of last year,
and the expenditures amounted to $48 912 -
800, which was about $3,000,000 greater than
the expenditures in May, 1006.

Warships That Win Trophles In Target
Practice.

WABHINGION, dune i.—~The Navy De-
partment has completed the compilation
of the seores made by the various ships
of the navy in the recent target practices.
The awards will be as follows: Battleship
trophy to the Illinois, cruiser troBh( to the
Boston, guuboat trophy to the Princeton
torpedo boat trophy to the Preble. All of
rvhese awards, with the exception of the
battleship trophy, will go to vessels of the
Pacific station, where a remarkable show-
ing was made, all of the succersful ships
there having exceeded 85 per cent, in tge
final merit record. None of the ships of
the Asiatic station gained a trophy.

-Judge Waddill of
the United States District Court of Virginia
will grant a hearing on June 10 on the effort
of the Government to force officers of the
fertiliz er trust, nine of whom reside in
Virginia, to answer indictments returned
againet them in Tennessee. If the test
case in Virginia succeeds there will be no
difficulty, it is believed, in bringing the
other officers of the trust to justioce.

GERMAN TARIFF AGREEMENT

THE PRESIDENT PUTS IT INTO
EFFECT ON JULY 1.

Reduetions of Duties on Ameriean Goods
Placed at $6,664,000 a Year, While
Reductions In Faver of German Goods
Amount te Only $208,108 Yearly.

WASHINGTON, Jung 1.—The President this
afternoon issued his proclamation putting
into effect on July 1 next the new com-
mercial agreement between the United
States and Germany. The agreement gives
Germany the advantages of Sectivi 8 of
the Dingley tariff law, in return for which
the United States gets the benefit of mest
of the present German conventional rates.

In a statement issued by the State De-
partment concerning the agreement is a
long list of the articles affected by the
agreement, The statement then continues:

“According to official German statistios,
the average annual value of imports of
American goods into Germany in the period
1903 to 1005, inclusive, was $227,647,000, of
which, it has been computed, only 3.81
per cent. would be obliged, under the new
agreement, to pay the rates of the general
tariff where lower conventional rates exist.
In other words, #8.7 per cent. of the total
importation of American products will
continue to enjoy in Germany the treatment
of the most favored nation, whether this
be free entry or the lowest rates accorded
to the like products of any other country.

“It 1s true that a considerable number
of the new conventional rates of the German
tariff are not included in the schedule an-
nexéd to the new agreement, but fortu-
nately the large majority of these omitted
items are products in which the United
States has no export trade to Germany,
or at least in which American exports are
of relatively slight importance.

“On the other hand, the total value of
German goods that would participate in
the benefit of this new agreement amounted
in the fiscal year 1008 to only $1,861,285, or
only 1.4 per cent of our total importation
of German goods in that year.

“Considering the respective concessions
from the view point of amount of duties
to be remitted by either Government, the
advantage is decidedly in favor of the
United States According to German sta-
tistios the reduction of duties on American
goods under the new agreement would
amount to $6,664,000 per annum, while
according to our statistics the remission
of federal revenue in consequence of the
concessional reductions in favor of German
goods would amount to only $208168 per
annum, on the basis of the importation for
the fiscal year 1906

“While it is regrettable that any articles
of American export to Germany should be
subjected after July 1 next to a higher
duty than is impo on like imports of any
other origin, there is every reason to be-
lieve that the concessions obtained in the
new agreement represent the extreme
limit to which the German Government
would consent to go in return for the com-

tory ooncessions available to the
resident under section 3. The alterna-
tive was therefore presented to the Depart-
ment of State either of safeguarding the
great bulk of American trade with Germany
y granting the full extent of the duty re-
ductions permitted in section 3 and making
certain rational modifications in the cus-
toms regulations of the United States in the
interest of mutual trade development or of
rmitting the existing modus vivendi to
apse, without renewal of any of its features
on July 1 next, thus exposing American
exports to Germany to the application on
and after that date of the entire general
tariff of that country in all its severity.

“In order to secure to American products
the entire German conventional tariff, as
well as certain desirable reductions of duty
not covered by the present conventional
tariff, i# would seem to be necessary for the
United States to make substantial tariff
concessions in return to Germany beyond
the scope of section 8 of our existing tariff
law. is can be done only by meang of a
treaty of reciprocity, subject to ratifica-
tion ﬁy the Senate and Congressional ap-
proval.”

Among other important articles of Ameri-
can export for which this agreement secures
the conventional rates that represent re-
ductions below the new general tariff of
Germany from 25 to 50 per cent. and even
imore :irf 5"8 fr(i:lllowing: Timbe;for bl:'lild-
ng and Industrial purposes, wooden ng
blocks and wood f{)r casks, leather, g:lf or
entirely d isaddlers’' and trunk makers'
wares, miscellaneous leather goods and
harness, India rubber, tubes, wares and
rubber coated textiles; many kinds of paper
goods, hollow glase, plate and sheet glass;
water pressure engines, steam engines
and miscellaneous maehines; freight cars,
motor cars and motor cycles; carriages.

James Reynolds, aoting Secretary
of the Treasury, issued a circular letter
of instructions to customs officers to-day
in regard to the new German tariff. These
instructions are general as far as they
affect the administrative features of the
new arrangement and are to be applied
to importations from all oountries., The
most important feature of the ocircular
letter relates to the means of ascertaining
market values upon which duties are to
be asseased. The circular says:

“Mdrket value as defined by seotion 19
of the customs administrative act should
be oonstrued to mean the export price
whenever goods. wares and merchandise
are sold wholly for export or sold in the
home market only in limited quantities,
by reason of which fact there cannot be
established a market value based upon
the sale of such goods, wares and merchan-
dise in usual wholesale quantities packed
ready for nhl{vment to the United States.”

It was explained at the Treasury Depart-
ment that in cases where there is no whole-
sale market in foreign countries for articles
sent to the United States appraisers of cus-
tome in this oountry will take the export
price as the basis of valuation instead of
trying to ascertain the wholesale market
value. This export price is not the pur-
chase price, man export prices are
from 10 to 20 per cent. less than the prices
in that country,

THE GREAT GATUN LAKE.

Its Area Will Be 228 Square Miles, Double
the Minority Engineers’ Estimate.
WasHINagTON, June 1.,—Detailed surveys
which have been completed on the Isthmus
show that the area of the great Gatun Lake
will be 225 square miles, or double the
estimate made in the minority, or lock canal,
report of the board of consulting engineers,
which was 110 square miles. )
In the opinion of those engineers of the
Canal Commission who have given most
study to the question, this large area is a
t advantage to the lock tylpe of canal
’n both wet and dry seasons. It will make
it poseible to impound all water, even in
extreme floods like that of last December,
and to handle it with less fluctuation in the
canal level.
The increased lake area will double the
amount of water impounded at the be-
inning of the dry season. Statistics show
ﬁmt in extreme dry years the runoff from
the area draining into the lake is about
7,200 cubic feet per second during the rainy
season, and this will raise the lake the four
feet which it may be lowered during the
drf BOABON.

HITS HARD AT BUCKET SHOPS,

New Pennsylvania Law Makes Telegraph
and Telephone Companies Equally Ldable,

HARRISBURG, Pa., June 1.-Gov. Stuart
signed this afternoon the bill putting
bucket shops out of busineses in *Pennsyl-
vania. The bill is most drastic in its pro-
visions, making it a misdemeanor to rent
or use any building, boat, tent or ground
for bucket ghop purposes, and making
telegraph or telephone companies liable
for the same penalties as the bucket shog
keepera for furnishing meesages to suc
establishments. .

Three measures of great importance to
trolley comﬁmnieo were signed. One gives
electric railways the right of eminent
domain. Another provides that no charter
ghall be granted until the company shall
have obtained the consent of the local
authorities. A third brings the trolleys
under the same prohibition as the steam
railroads with regard to acquiring control
of parallel lines. /

A bill growing out of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission's investigation of the
Pennseylvania Railroad Company was
signed which provides that officers, em-
ployees or agents of any railroad having
charge directly or indirectly of the distri-
bution of cars to shippers shall not own
any interest whatsoever in any mine or
manufactory along the line of the roads
with which they are connected

FIGHT ON 2 CENT FARE LAW.

All Lines Affected by Tllinols Statute (o Hold
a Conference This Week.

CRrICAGO, June 1,—Commissioner Donald
of the Central Passenger Association and
Chairman Macleod of the Western Pas-
senger Association joined to-day in a.call
for a meeting in St. Louis next Thursday
of all the lines in their associations travers-
ing this State to consider the new law mak-
ing two cents a mile the maximum rate of
fare after this month

The Western roads had planned to have a
meeting here next Tuesday to consider this
subject, but readily consented to the plan
to have a joint meeting of all the roads on

Thureday. Because of the severe penalty
pmvide(rfor the violation of the new law
all the railroads propose to charge two
centa 4 mile {or all interstate trips com-
mencing July 1, as it may be several months
before a test case to determine the validity
uf the two cent fare law is decided by the
courts. The railroads propose to carry the
case to the Supreme Court of the United
States if the lower courts rule against them
in Illinois.

Increase In National Bank Circulation,

WaSHINGTON, June 1.- The circulation of
national bank notes outstanding on May
31 was $601,040,660, which is an increase
since May 81 of last year of $42,810,890 and
an increase since the first of last month
of $2,026,710.

The total amount of Government bonda
on deposit on May 81 with the Treasyrer
of the United States to secure circulating
notes and public deposits was $752,771,025
Of thie amount $503,407,060 was in two per
cent coneols of 1830, $80.851,670 in Btate,
city and railroad bonds, and $20,659,380 in
Panama Canal bonds.

The clippers have vanished from the sea;
that is, the stately and swift square riggers
of the days when the flag of Uncle S8am !
floated over taffrails in nearly all the far-
away ports of the world; but we still have |
the lordly fore and after. One of the
biggest and most picturesque samples of :
