FAST BRITISH MAIL ROUTES,

Twoentysflve Knot Steamers to Canada and
Fighteen Knot steamers te Australasia,

WASHINGTON, June 2.-American Conkuls
in Canada, Australia and New Zealand re-
port to t.he Bureau of Manufactures a close
drawing together of Britieh colonial in-
terests in the matter of fast all British mail
routes connecting them with the mother
country. Consul-General Foster of Ottawa
advises that as outlined at the conference
of Colonial Premiers at London a service
is indibated of three 25 knot steamers on
the Atlantic route, making the passage
bet ween British and Canadian ports in four
days, and a fortnightly service by 18 knot
steamers on the Pacific. T'he time required
for the journey from Enrgland to Australia
would be approximately twenty days.

To obtain this entire service it is proposed
that the British, Canadian, New Zealand
and Australian governments should join
on an equitable basis in aranteeing a
reasonable return on the lﬁuqmrnd capital
invested or in paying suoh pubsidies as may
be necessary. It lias bee su?gmtml that
an annual subsidy of $5,000,000 for ten years
might be sufficient for the total service.
Of this gum it is assumed that about $2,225,-
000 would be provided for the Atlantic route,

Consul-Genera! Prickitt reports that the
announcement of the withdrawal of the
steamers of the Oceanic Steamship Com-
pany from the San Francisco and Aus-
tralasian mail service has caused a feeling
of depression in Auckland. This line has
been receiving a subsidy of $300.000 from
the United Ktates, The total trade of this
country with Australasia for the fiscal
yoear 1008 was $40,5168 560, of which $29,000,000
was exports, showing a balance in favor
of the United States o 817..’.00,0(1). Congul-
General Prickitt adds:

“It is greatly to be regretted that this
{nlendld growing commerce should bhe
allowed to languish for the lack of an ade-
quate mail service, to say nothing of the
loss of prestige which wotld he occasioned
by the withdrawal of the only line of steam-
ers trading with Australasia flying the
American flag. If the present service
should be suspended, mail matter to the
United States would have to be sem via
England or Vanoouyer, taking much longer

time, very much to the disadvantage of our |

merchants engaged in the Australacian

trade.”

WADOO STIRS IRISH MEETING

SHORT SHRIFT HE'D GIVE THE
HOUSE OF LORDS,

While Michael J. Ryan Decides te Wipe
Out the Whele English Natien, Which
He Expiains Is Bullt em Cruelty and
Wee~—Anniversary of Bavitt's Death.

Ex-Police Comnmissioner Willam MocAdoo
told 2,000 Irishmen and Irishwomen in
Carnegie Hall last night that if he were
any sort of prophet—and he thought he
was—the British House of Lords hadn't
long to live. ~

“They are bullheaded, pigheaded, reac-
tionary and profoundly indeterminate,”
cried Mr, McAdoo, spurred by wild cheer-
ing, “and Ireland will never win to home
rule so long as the Lords are allowed to
exist.”

The ex-Commisioner was ona of the apeak-
ers at a mass meeting in Carnegie Hall of
the “friends of Irish freedom,” held to ap+
plaud the action of John E. Redmopd and
the Irish National Convention when, on
May 22 last, 3,000 delegates from all parts
of Ireland met in Dublin and rejected the
Irish Council bill. Despite the nasty weather,
there were enough etraight and undilyted
home rulers present to make the biggest
noise in Carnegie Hall gince the Independ-
ence League whooped it up for Hearst.

It was a thoroughly harmonious Home
Rule party, because the speakers said just
what the crowd wanted to hear. The resi-
dents of the quiet streets in the neighbor-
hood must have thought @ thunderstorm
had broken loose when Michael J. Ryan
of Philadelphia, president of the Umited
League of America, declared in a voice
like the clanging of steel:

“God speed the day when treacherous,
perfidious England ehall be destroyed and
utterly ruined!”

Mgr. Mooney, vicar general of the dio-
cese. presided in theory. although Mgr.
Mooney was unable to get to the hall until
after the meeting was in full swing.

While Michael E.Corbley was explaining
the purpose of the meeting and asking
that Amerlean Irishmen support the men
at home who are trying to make a free
Ireland there was a disturbanoce in the
galler{ It turned out to be notmOnrug;-
man, but a plain souse, who seemed to be
under the impression that fres rum was
the subject of discussion. He was located
and led out by the ear.

Mrs. Helen O'Donnell, good looking
woman in a bespangled plnk dreas, sang
Moore's “"Tis Not the Tear and Lover's
“The Angel's Whisper." Hailed back by
many volces, she gave them “The Green
Above the Red,* and that nearly broke up
the meeting. hey wanted her to keep
on singing.

Since the meeting was held partly to
co nmemorate the first anniversary of
the death of Michael Davitt, Dr. John G.
Coyle delivered a short memorial address
on Davitt's life. He told how the poverty
stricken boy, with an arm gone from a
dreadful accident, refused public and
private charity, went out, got an education,
made his way and became a cultured gentle-
man, a leader of the Irish ple to be
ranked with Emmett and Wolf Tone. The
greatest. achievement of Davitt's, Dr.
Coyle thought, wis his organization of the
Land Leugue and the ‘;aniul he dlsphyed
in persuading the Irieh farmers to han
it nnd boycott the landlords. “Like n-
coln,” said Dr. Coyle, “Davitt died thh
malice toward none, with charity for all.”

Mr. Corbley presented a set of resolutions
indorsing the action of Redmond and the
Dublin convention, assuring Irishmen at
home that tlxe{ have the unqualified ap-
proval of New York Irishmen and pledging
arsistanee and support inany wa Lmuﬁle
The resolutions went through with a roar
and other resolutions were adopted declar-
ing adherence to Davitt's principles and
sympaghizing with John Dillon in the loss
of his wife.

Then Michael J. nrln of Philddelphia
began to twist the tail of the old lion and
the big noise began. At the outset he gave
them this:

“Davitt typified the millions of Irish-
men who, ruinéd in body and soul, cried
out to God Almighty for wvengeance on
England! If we oould see Miochael Davitt
in heaven we would see him with one hand
upraised bleasing John Redmond.. Home
rule dead? Irish liberty can never die until
it is won,"”

Mr. Ryan defended Redmond against
charges of double dealing, trickery and
inertia. He asserted that the leader did
not raise his voiee in Parliament against
the makeshift bill because he did not want
it to be said of him that he was trying to
dictate to the Irish people. Al Ireland,

MANY MACHINISTS T0 STRIKE,

Two Thousand Men in Cleveland Ordered to
Lay Down Their Tools. /

CLEVELAND, June 2.—Two thousand mae
chinists will lay down their tools to-morrow
morning in obedience to the order to strike
issued by William Schneider, business agent
of the union. More than 250 shops in Cleve-
land will be affected.

The order to strike camd as the result
of the refusal of the employers, members
of the Metal Trades Association, to grant
a nine hour day, 10 péer ocent. inocrease in
wws and the regulntion of overtime.
