OMver O. Traver of West Camp, N. Y., was
thé valodictorian, and Alexander Murdoch
Norris of Baliimore was salutatorian, .

The address to the graduates was made
1Y ‘ex-Socretary of the Navy Paul Morton,
president of the Fquitable Life Assuranoce
Sogiety. Mr. Morton paid a tribute to the
Htevens family of engineers, who “did so
much for the world in establishing this in-
stitution,” and then told of his boyhood
days on the frontier in Nebraska on the west
bank of the Missouri.

*With my own eyes,” he said, “I have seen
tha Indian, the buffalo, the ox team, the
mule team, the six horse stage and the pide
wheel steamboat disappear, and in their
place 1 have seen civilization with its rail-
roads, its schools, its churches aiu! its indus-
tries, until to-day there are over 10,000 miles
of railroad within a radius of 300 miles of
that same spot, and nowhere on earth will
one find 8 more propserous or a more con-
tented community. The last half century
has shown more radical improvements in
transportation that all the centuries pre-
ceding it. Sevemy{vearu ago a day’s jour-
ney weas less than fifty miles; now that dis-
tance is covered in an hour.

“Those frontier freighters who crossed
the plains were a brave and rugged set of
men and had many difficulties to contend
with., There was either too much dust or
too much mud, too little wood or too little
water, too many Indians or too many buf-
faloes or something wrong all the time,
although they did have the compensat-
ing offset of not having any drastie State
regulation, two cent fare laws, yellow
journalism or any unfair walking dele-
gates of labor.

“The young man who starts out to win
his way in the world with a technical educa-
tion has about the same advantage over a
competitor without an education that a
looomotive possesses over an ox team.
Everything 18 in its favor to start with,
but none of you must ever forget thata
locomotive can be wrecked in many ways
and with bad handling may not get to its
destination with as much satisfaction as
the ox team., Much depends upon the
road, but more upon the driver. Every
man is his own engineer when it comes to
selecting a road he will travel through life.
If he gets off the lmck,f:mwrul!y he will
be responsible for it, and if he is on time
he will get the credit.,

*A young man who wants to make head-
way the werld must have more than
a technical seducation. He must do the
small things well; he must be civil; he
must give and take in dealing with his

fellow man. Be tolerant of others. The
greatest study in life is men. Make it a

rule to get along with people. If you know
more than they do let them discover it;
you do not have to tell them. It is poor
oliey for you to assert or even admit your
Lnowledge is the superior. ’

“Generally you can supplement your
technical education greatly by coming in
contact . with thoroughly practical men.
You must be loyal. Fidelity is cne of the
noblest traits of men, and whatever interest
you serve make it a rule to be faithful to
it. When you cannot bhe loyal to your
employer, better find another. Do not be
too independent. 1 have known some of
the very best of men to spoil their careers
by the exhijbition of a foolish independence.
I do not for a minute recommend any man
to put up with indignities or to suffer from
tyranny, but I do urge every man to learn
1o oontrol himself; and if for a while your
independence seems menaced, bear in
mind that many a good man has swallowed
his pride and in time greatly prolited by
his self-control.”

IN DEFENCE OF THE LAWYER.

James M. Beck Speaks at & Law Scheel
Commencement.

The eixteenth annual commencement of
the New York Law Sohool was held last night
at Carnegie Hall.* George Chase, deam of
the schopl § presided and conferrred the
degree of bachelor of laws upon the 145 men
who form this year's graduating oclass,

Ex-Assistant United BStates Attorney-
General James M. Beck delivered the address
of the evening and devoted it to a talk upon
the lawyer and his responsibilities,

“One of the reasons,” he said, “why a

lawyer has been an unpopular figure In
every country and every age is that he has
stood for the restraints of law, You re-
member Cade's exhortation, 'Let's kill all
the lawyers.' He expressed a popular
prejudice and desire. He could well say it,
for he could have accomplished his object
of wrecking society no more quickly and
effectively than by destroying that profes-
sion which stands at the side of society,
helping and carrying it on as none %
Government under the law. The quickest
way to destroy government would have been
to destroy the law ald its professors.

“We are living in an age which is ruled by
lmhlic opinion as no other age has ever
»een. Nothing can withstand t oomhmht
or the sometimes crazy fury of public opinion
except those grave constitutional restraints
which say 'Thus far canst thou go and no
further.,’ I say that without those re-
straints democracy would have broken
down in this republic long ago and ruin
would have engulfed us. Between democ-
racy and often insensate ?ublio opinion,
between the individual with his property
rights and -the fever of confiscation, stand
only the lawyers. They stand there bravely,
and I assert that their attitude is nothing
short of moral heroism.

“There will be abundant need of the
congervative foroe of the law in the near
future unless I read the gigns of the times
wrong. Many of the old landmarke are
dig#ppearing and it seems as if the old
bulwarks of protection of the indiyidual
against the tyranny of the ority are

oing down. And unless the bar the

nch of the country insist that the rule
of the mob shall not be the rule of the coun-
try, that the highest sta p i# not
to give the people ulvu({- what they want,
things will 50 badly indeed. The adamant
bulwark of defence of the Constitution it is
your duty to defend. Remember that duty,
which you owe to society as ite
conservative force. A great Judge once
said: ‘The administration of justice is in
great danger when the applause of the
court room rings too sweet in his ear.’
In the same way we can say to-night that
when the applduse of the gopulaoe rings
too eweet in the ear of the Judge and tge
lawyer too, then the sanctity of property
and the liberty of the individual is in the
greatest danger.”

Won Fame on the Il Fated Malne,

A friend of State Treasurer Julius Hauser,
who was married on Wednesday night
at the home of Mrs. Ellen M. Bater, at 43
Cedar street, Brooklyn, by the Rev. John
H. Prescott of Sayville, told yesterday
who Mr. Hauser's bride is. She is the
widow of Bill Anthony, the marine, who
served on the hattleship Maine and after
the explosion made his way to the quarters
of Capt. Sigsbee, saluted and said:

“Sir, I have the honor to report that the
ghip has been blown up and is sinking.”

Mrs. Hauser was a salesgirl in a depart-
ment store in this city at the time of the
Spanish war. Like many others, she wrote
to Anthony after his act became known,
He answered her letters and at the closs
of the war they were married. Anthony
went back into the navy and she returned
to her work until the end of his enlistment,
A baby was born and Anthony left the navy
because he could not get a promotion,
hut he failed to get work here and his wife
went to her relatives in Yates county.

Anthony finally went on the stage in a
piece called “Red, White and Blue,” but
after this he was without work. On No-
vember 24, 1808, he was found dead in Central |
Park, hﬁ\'in§ killed himself in a fit of des-
poncdency.

ISTALENA WIN

G.M,PYNCHON'S57 FOOTER BEATS
AURQRA AND WINSOME,

Close "aoe for Spring Caps of New York
Yucht Club in Which Owners Sall the
Herreshoff Hoats ~Effort Helds Her
Own With New Racers ln Light Wind.

G. M. Pynchon's new 57 footer Istalena won
her first race In her class yesterday in the re-
gatta for the spring cups of the New York
Yacht Club. She met the Wipsome and Au-
rora, sister ships, all three being tur out
by Herreshoff. The Istalena has already
salled three races, and so it is possible that
Mr. Pynchon has learned more about her
moods than Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt
and H,“¥F. Lippitt, owners of the Aurora and
Winsome, know about their boats. Each
owner sailed his own yacht. The lstalena
won by 1 minute 16 seconds and the Aurora
was 25 seconds ahead of the Winsome.

The race was sailed on the SBound off Glen
Cove and the oourse selected by the regatta
committee was to a mark off Parsonage Point,
then to a mark off Woolsey's Reef and then
back to Gien Cove. The total distance was
10}{ miles, 'U'he race should have been started
at noon, but the wind was too light then, and
it was 1215 o'clock before it strengthened
sufiiciently to warrant the committes makiog
the warning signal. Then the wind was
southwest and the tide was just beginning to
run east. The first leg of the course was
north by east *; east, % miles. The second
leg was northeast by east !; east, 6!{ miles,
and the third leg southwest !4 west, 0'{ miles.
All classes were sent over this course.

It was expected that several schoponers
would be in the regatta, but the Ingomar,
with Capt. Barr at the wheel, was the only
one to cross the line. BShe had on a beautiful
suit of new sails and made a good showing.
The race enabled Capt, Barr to'give his crew
some experience for the meeting with the
Queen and Elmina, which will come next
Thursday. It was down the wind first and
the Ingomar carried all her kites. Then it
was a broad reach, but on this leg the wind
died away, but freshened again from the
south-southwest near the second mark, and
it held steady all through the windward leg
for all boats.

The Irolita, Effort and Neola started at 12:40
o'clock, each yacht with her spinnaker to
starboard and carrying a balloon jib topsail.
The Effort, with Addieon G. Hanan at the
wheel, crossed astern of the Irolita and soon
had that yacht blanketed and went by her.
The Neola was handicapped a few seconds,
but she had better way on than either of the
other two. These yachts had two minutes to
get acrosa the line,

The new 678 followed at 12:45 and for these
it was a_one gun start, The Aurora led,
with the Winsome close astern and the Ista-
lena next, but moving fast. The Gardenia
followed alone at 12:50 and then five mimites
later the 30 footers followed in this order:
Nepsi, Phryne, Atair, Alera, Adelaide, Pin-
tall and Banzai. The Banzai was late.

Down the wind the Effort took a command-
ing lead in her class and the three 47 footers
kept very close together. It was the same
on the reach until half the course had been
covered. The Effort got a long way ahead
and the 57 footers passed the Neola and Iro-
lita and held well out into the Sound in order
to get a better wind. Fog some minutes all
were becalmed and then the southerly wind
that had been blowing on the south side of
the Bound worked over and Istalena catchin
it first got away again a few seconds ahead
of the other two. Near the first mark the
Winsome and Aurora had a short luffing
match and both had to gyvbe to fetch the
mark, which enabeld the Istalena to draw
still further ahead. The times at the second
mark, were: Ingomar, 2:21:13; Effort, 226:10;
Istalena, 2:31:80; Winsome, 2:3 : Aurora,
2:32:50; Neola, 2:32:56, Gardenia, 5:07; Iro-
lita, 2:35:17; Adelalde; 2:50:40; Alera, 2:40:18,

The wind by this time was a good sailin
breeze. The Ingomar and Effort held we
to the seuth on the starboard tack and then
took the port tack, while the others tacked
wsoon after turning the mark. Ingomar and
Effort fetched the flnish in five tacks and
sailed remuarkably well turning to windward,
which was the only part of the race that was
a true test. .

The Ingomar covered the course in 8 hours
18 minutes 19 seconds. The Effort's time
was 3 hours 8 minutes 32 seconds, and she
won handily from the Irolita and Neola. The
Irolita was last, and the opinion of those who
watched the race was that she would have
done better if she had not been sailed with
her sau'l? trimmed so flat.

The Istalena maintained her lead and
won Wy | minute 16 seconds, including the
11 soconds she had to allow,

As these yachts will meet in races together
often during the season it is interesting to
note their relative performances, ‘he
Giardenia made the best uhm\mf over the
whale conrse, but on the second leg while
the others were becalmed the Gardenia
carried a nice breeze thut sent her by (he
Irolita and almost up to the Neola., Over
the whole course the Effort would allow
8 minutes 42 seconds to the Istalena and 23
minutes.58 seconds to the Gardenia, and this
would make the corrected times of these
three, which were winners in their classes,
Fffort, 3:08:32; Istalena, 3:17:15; Gardenia,
3.06:19.

On the windward leg, however, which
was the only leg railed in a true wind, the

Effort did the best work, She did bhetter
even tHan the Ingomar. The Ingomar's
measurement is not vet known, but it will

be more than 87 feet rating, When racing
against gloops, schooners are rated at 85 per
cent, of their full rating, which would make
the Iugomar pay nenalty for 7445, T
table following shows the rating of each
vacht, the elapsed time for the 9'{ miles
windward work, the allowance, and the cor-
rected time:
