PovGHREEPHIE, N. Y., June 18.—The Colum-
bla varsity crew was out this afternoon late,
#oing up the river with the assistance of tide
and wind for four wniles. The combination
did not have the freshmen along to help for
the firet two miles. The boat ran smoothly
enough, there being only a slight break ap-
parent in the line. The slide work viewed
from a distance was not bad, It was the first
time row the crew has had since it came here.
The oarsmen did not have much to do in the
morning, ’

The conditions throughout the afternoon
were s0 favorable that few of the coaches
could remist the chance to try some speed
work. Ellis Ward has been worried over his
four oared créw, and in the afternoon he sent
A combination stroked by Foster over the two
Iiles.
