JOCKEY KNOCKED SENSELESS AS
+ INCACHEE FALLS.
J

Stewards Disquallfly Park Row, 60 to 1,
the Winner, Because of the Accident
~Grapple Wins the Myrtie Stakes
=J. C. Core Comes Home in a Drive.

‘I'he racing at Gravesend yesterday bristled
with sensational inoidents. Five favorites
were beaten, there were close finishes in four
of the events, and in the last race there was &
spill, a seriously injured jockey and a dis-
qualified winner at 60 to 1. On the day's
the ring was a cornfortable
winner,

Charles Koerner, H. P. Whitney's jockey,
had a narrow escape from death jn the con-
cluding event, He had the leg up on Incachee,
aud as half a dozen horses were fighting it
out in thrilling fashion down the homestretch
P’ark Row, & 60 to 1 shot, ridden by P. Kelly,
took the bit in his teeth and falrly burst
through a narrow space bet ween two horses,
1 the collision which followed Incachee went
down and Koerner was thrown headlong under
the flying feet of the racers. It was a miracle
that he was not trampled to death, but as it
was when several men hurried to the spot the
boy was lying face downward with a big cut
on the back of his head. His horse also was
bleeding from the mouth and a gaping wound
4t the shoulder joint,

Koerner was placed In the tnck 8 ﬂckefy
awmbulance and was hurried off to the paddook,
where a4 doctor sewed up the wound in his
head and said that the jockey was not seriously
injured, He was taken to his home in Bheeps-

head Bay after an hour or so. Meanwhile the
mewsrdncﬁlled? Kelly up for an explanation,
Park Row had unhh first, & nose in front of
Wardine, backed from 6 down to 7 to 2, who
came {rom nownere in the stretch under a
persistent ride by E. Dugan. Kelly told the
stewards that his horge was to blame for the
anocident to Incachee and Koerner, but that
it could not be helped.
