The following resolution was passed by the
stewards

“On motion duly seconded in defsrance to
the order of the court in requiring the State
Racing Commission to issua a licenss to the
Empire City Trotting Club, tha steawards of
the Jockey Club do hereby give tHeir ap-
prowml to the Empire ity Trotting Club to
eonduct A race meeting from August 10 to
August 30, 1907, and the chairman is em-
powerad to send the following latter to Mr.
James Butler, president of the Empire City
Trotting Club:

“NEw YORK, Aug. 1, 1007,

“Dear Sin:. We have received your com-
munication of this date in answer to our com-
munication of the 25th ultimo. Wae desire to
rergind you, in response to your statement as
to the delay in our acting upon your applioa-
tdon, that any delay that may have arisen is
due to your fallure to submit sooner a formal
application, as designated in our previous
ocommunication

“We beg to say that in certain particulars
the proofsheets of a programme giving rao-
ing events do not conform to the rules and
regulations of the Jockey Club, viz, (a) over-
night events for three-vear-olds of less than
& mile should be limited to not more than one
each day; (b) the amount of added money
should he at least as great as indicated by the
regulation of the Jockey Club

“The programmme in these and othey respects,
before being finally printed, should be subject
to the approval of Henry J. Morris, who is
bereby appointed by the Jockey Club, under
its rules, steward of the meeting.

The Jockey Club hus, as requested by you,
assigned to you eighteen days, from the
tenth to the thirtieth of August, inolusive,
for the conduct of a race meeting on the
Empire City track, under the rules of the
Jockey Club.

The list of your officials has been received
by us, and having no specific objection to
any of the nominees we give it our approval,

In your communication you state that you
desire to have the services of Mr. Pinkerton's
agency, and request that the Jookey Club
give its consent to this. There is no rule or
regulation of the Jockey Club reguiring the
employment of Pinkerton’s agency by any
aasoclation for the policing of its grounds.
The stewards of the Jockey Club will inter-
posa no objection to your employment of his
agency for policing your grounds.

As stated in our former communication,
in the course we have adopted we are acting
in obedience to and out of respect to the de-
eision of the court, although we are informed
that said decision is not in accord with the
opinion of the Court of Appeals as to the
purpose for which the prekent racing law
was epacted, and we have great solicitude
that the holding of this meeting will not be
in the best interests of racing. 1 remain,

He (s of the opinion that next year
should be an important one for American
automobile manufacturers who Intend to
try for Kuropean wmarkets. He declares
that the greatest possibilities are in the de-
mand for the smaller cars, like the Maxwell,
Ford and Reo, and that bigher powered
cars that can be sold for a reasonable price
will also find a.ready sale, He speaks in en-
thusiastio terms of the flourishing state of
the taximeter cab business la Paris and says
the makers of these vehicles are away be-

! hind their orders, (n some instanoes bein g sold

ont for montha ahead for all the oars they can
produce, He says that the greatest demand
at present (n Europe is for cars ranging from
14 to 34 horse-power. He declares that the
tenth annual Balon de |'Automobile in Paris
this fall will be the greatest exhibition of
motor vehioles and accessories that has
ever been held
