Mam-
my's little shop is the gathering place of

WARDEN HAYES WILL Quir
Trenton Asylum Head's Resignation to Be
Tendered To-day.

Trentox, N. J., Aug. 7.- William P.
Haves, warden of the State Hospital for
the Insane in this ecity, shich has been
the ohiect of a searching inveatigation
by the Hahn committee of the Assembly,
announced to-day that when the hoard of
managers of the institutionn meets to-
morrow he would tender hia resignation
to take effect on September 1

Members of the board had virtually
agreed that Mr. Hayes should be removed
to-morrow, but had decided to give him
the opportunity of retiring voluntarily
instead of being summarily displaced, as
was Dr. Joh W. Ward, the medical di-
rector. This information was apparently
conveyed to Warden anu. for it scarcely
became known about the institution be-
fore he announced his intention of resign-
ing. Mr. Hayes was a protégé of former
Mayor Frank A. Magowan when the latter
was a potent factor in Republican politica.
