is unjust.  In 1906 $25,000,000 was
expenided on it, but the entire postal defi-
et, which was $8,000,000 in 1808 when
only $15,000,000 was spent on rural free
jolivery, had increased to only $10,000,000,

It s expected, says Mr. Meyer, that the
pirnl free delivery  expenditure for the
covrent veur will be $35,000,000 and that
the defieit will not be increased. For the
quuter ended on March 1 there was no
doticit The rural mail delivery system
has proved a decided boon to farmers, says
the Postmaster-General, and has raised
the general standard of living among them.

Iinportant innovations that Mr. Meyer
hopes 1o establish within the year, with

« consent of Congrees, are the parcels
post and postal savings banks. The banks
sre planned to resemble the savings bank
wopartment of the Postal Service in Canada
snd Fogland, The need of them has been
emonstrated to Mr., Meyer by the fact
that many foreign and native working
;#ople make sure of thelr savings by buy-
ng postal orders, payable to themselves,
~hhch they can cash as they need the money.
From this it is evident that many prefer
1y o without interest rather than intrust
their savings to banks. It is not intended,
wsivs Mr. Meyer, to run these institutions
o opposition to savings banks, but merely
1o establish them where they are needed

rncourage thrift. The amount of de-
posits will be limited. Mr. Meyer said that

would recommend a resumption of the
o of postal orders limited to $2.50 or
it payable to bearer only.
Mr Siﬂvﬂr said he had not yet worked
cat the details of the parcels post system,
bt that 1t would possibly be that ela
ould be limited to eight or ten pounds.

This reduction is
expected (o increase the revenues and
would not require enactment by Congress,
but eould be accomplished by ment
with the countries in the Postal Union.
