No Hostility, He Says, bot Ther e Is a Desire
to Find Out Real Power of State Body

Racing Cciamission, pald his first visit to
the Empire City track yesterday.

POLICE SPEED TRAPS MULTIPL)
IN NEW JERSEY .

Newark Club Recelves Many Complainis
From Members Who Have Been Ar-
rested and 1'ined for Alleged Violations
of Local Regulations —Timing Doubted.

The New Jersey Automobile and Motor
Club of Newark has received a wumber ol
complaints from members of the organjzation
who have been held up for alleged violation-
of local speed limits in varions small New
Jersey towns. One of the most recent -
stances is that of a man who was fined $1 nnd
costs—the latter amounting to $3.95--by a
Justice who held court at a farmhouse on the
roadside near New Brunswick., The rural po

licemen declared the car had been travelling at
the rate of twenty-six miles an hour, thouzh
the motorist was willing to make an affida 1
that the speed indicator on his car showd
that the machine had not exceeded the legal
limit of twenty miles an hour. The most irri-
tating feature of these rural holdups is that
they are generally made on Sundays and holi-
days, and the vietims have the choice of plead-
ing gullty and paying a fine or of depositing a
bond to insure their presence at some future
date for a regular trial. As the majority of
the men who are held up are business men
that do not care to spend the time necessary
to fight the rural ine seekers, the latter con

tinue to ply their trade at every opportunity
without much serious opposition The
Newark club has stirred up some of the graft
seekers in the past, and it is hoped that it will
have its law department make a careful in-
vestigation of the exactness of the timing done
by the many rural police offieers that make
a practice of opeutinu spped traps.
