The crowd wae close (o 20,000 spectators,
including hundreds thut had just come buck
from Saratoga. President James Butler re-
ceived countless congratu'afions from liorse-
men for the way the sport hud been con-
ducted, while Mutt J. Winn, the manager
of the track, aiso came in for a shure of the
peaise. Messrs. Butler and Winn alse con-
gratulated Charles MoeManug, superintendent
of the track police force, for the excellegt
order maintained at all times, It »asrough'y
estimated that *he profits of the: Empire
elub averaged about 85,000 a day or close (o
$900,000 for the meeting, which is good proof
that the Metropolitun public desires racing
here in the month of August. .

Three favorites were successful yesterday,
but the other winners were also well played,
o0 that the books had a tough deal all the
afternoon, The feature was the Woodlawn
Handicap, a' about six furlongs, with a good
lot of sprinters facing the barrier. Colloguy,
with top weight, was a lukewarm favorite
at 3, but after making 'he pace for nearly
half a mile her burden began to get in its
work and she stopped.
