Up to that period he had been
yational but somewhat moody with a ten-
dency to talk to himself. When the out-
Iireak came Capt. Nierich of the steamer
wanted to put Mr. Sullivan into a strait-
jacket.  Judge Josephs said that he would
Le responsible for his future behavior.

Meanwhile a number of Americans aboard
the ship had become much interested in
the unlucky politician and were just as
anxious as Judge Josephs to get him into
New York without hurting his feelings.
Among the men who helped to restrain Mr.
Sullivan were David MoClure, the lawyer,
of this city; Dr. Elmer L. Biggs of Hot
Springs, Ark., and Dr. Reynoid Webb Wil-
cox of this city.

The only physician who could do anything
with him was Dr. Biggs, who finally sub-
diued him with morphine. Mr. Sullivan
asked Dr. Biggs to prescribe for his ner-
vousness and the dootor told him that what
he really needed was a highball. Surrepti-
tiously the dootor introduoced into the high-
ball a quantity of morphine. A half hour
Jatar Mr. Sullivan was sleeping servnely
in his barth.

Before the dope began to work, however,
the giant district leader had terrorizsed the
ship. While on the promenade deck on
Monday afternoon he frightened Mra.
William K. Vanderbilt, Jr. into refuge in the
Jibrary by a remark that he made about
her husband. He had been walking fore
and aft gesticulating and orating and
driving most of the women who were seated
in their steamer chairs taking the air to
the other side of the ahip or to the library,
musio room or into the main saloon.

The messages
were semi-coberent. In order to keep him
in placid temper his friends delivered to him
fake answers to his messages with the
Presidens’s name attached. He appeared
to be satisfled with the answers.

Mr. Sullivan was met at the pier by State
senator Christle Sullivan, who took him
away in & cab. It was said that he would
Le put into a sanitarium.
