To those still unacquainted with Turgeni-

| off there can be no hetter introduction than

one of these volumea. He was at his hest
in these short stories. and his longest novels
are hut short stories expanded. Those
who know him will be glad to have his works
in an extremely convenient edition. Read-
ors of magazine fiction may be tempted
te make an excursion into real literature;
they will find the tales fully as interesting
and exciting as those with which they put
up with from month to month; they may gain
an insight besides into a strange civiliza-
tion and into the meaning of literary art.

Twe Tales.

At the very start of Mr. William Frederick
Dix's “The Lost Princess’ (Moffat, Yard
and Company, New York), the author dis-
creetly discards sense and leads the reader
on an acrobatic chase that is worthy of a
pantomime. The story is one of adventure
in make believe lands and depends on rapid
succession of incidents and quick changes
for its interest. Mr. Dix balks at no ab-
surdity, but he uses throughout the requi-
site lightness of touch that entertaine
the reader and ocarries him along. At
timen there is a ludicrous contrast between
the theatrical medisvalism of his puppets
and the modern character of their sur-
roundings that might be made more of
from the humorous side, but the author
has no time for that, in fact he hurries over
his English occasionally. He holds firmly
to the threads of his story, however. We
suspect that he is suffering from the com-
mon surfeit of landscape gardening, for
he introduces a good deal of thas, and it
ia at times unintentivnally funny. A very
readable story for those who do not care
to be improved.

There is some clever writing in Caroline
Fuller's “Brunhilde’s Paying Guest® (The
Century Company), negro sketches, flirta-
tions of rather giggly girls, descriptions,
materials possibly for a couple of short
tales, but the suthor seems unconscious
that she has a story to tell and ecertainly
does not tell it to her readers. She prepares
plenty of mechanism, but seems not to
know what to do with it, and leaves her
principal characters unexplained. There
seems to be no tangible reason why her
heroine should be so much older than her
hero, or why he should be afficted with
supernatural fanocies, or why he should
imitate an operatic episode with her or why
