It will be observed that up to this point
Mr. RooseviErt had been speaking ex-
clusively of the victories of commerce, of
the fleets of a mercantile navy, of the
“peaceful” domination of the Pacific; and
his programme bhad not differed much
from that which the late JouN Hay, with
infinite patience and remarkable diplo-
matic skill, had devoted so much of his
official life to promoting along the line
of peaceful development. But Mr. Hay
probably thought less about battleships
and gunpowder in ten vears than Mr,
RoOSEVELT thinks or dreams about them
every ten minutes of his existence,
awake or asleep. It is entirely charac-
teristic of the President's mental proc-
esses that the mention of a “peaceful
domination” of Pacific waters should
suggest to his mind the inevitable alter-
native. We accordingly find him saying
in the very next breath:

“Unless we ghow oursclves weak, unless we
show ourselvea degenerate sons of the sires from
whose loins we gprang, we must go on with the
work we haveundertaken. [Applause.] | most ear.
neatly hope that this work will ever be of a peaceful
eharacter. Weinfinitely desire peace, and the surest
way of obtaining It Is to show that we are not afrald
of war. We should deal In a spirit of Justice aud
falmess with weaker nations, and we should show
10 the strongest that we are able 10 malntain our
rights. Such showing cannot be made by bluster,
for bluster merely invites contempt, * * * we
must keep on buliding and maintalning a thor.

Signs of Change in China,

According to a telegram from Pekin
dated September 4 the Empress Dowager,
who has had two apoplectic strokes, has
determied to do what she can in the
short remnant of life at her disposal to
improve the foreign relations and the
internal condition of China. With these
ends in view YUAN SHI KAl at present
Viceroy of the province of Chili, has been
made a member of the Board of Foreign
Affairs and a Grand Councillor of the
Fourth Qass. CHANG CHI TunaG, the

principal representative of the throne in_

the Yangtse region, has also been ap-
pointed a Grand Councillor of the Fourth
Class.  Both of these magnates were
lately summoned to the capital to con-
sult with the Empress Regent concern-
ing the me‘hod of checking the alarming
growth of anti-Manchu sentiment in the
Middle Kirgdom.

There is no doubt that since the loss of
the Liaotung peninsula and Formosa, the
renunciation of China's historic suzer-
ainty over Corea and the establishment
of Japanese and Russian spheres of in-
fluence in Manchuria the prestige of the
Manchu dynasty, which has ruled the
Chinese for about two and a half cen-
turies, has almost disappeared and
there is a widespread desire for its de-
thronement and expulsion. In the hope
of rehabilitating it in the eyes of its sub-
jects the Empress Dowager now contem-
plates, it is said, an amalgamation of the
Chinese with the Manchus, who have
been kept carefully distinct ever since
the latter followed their princes to the
conquest, of the Celestial Empire. Sug-
gestions as to the best mode of attain-
iny this object were recently called for by
the acting sovereign, and we are told that
a number of them have been adopted.
Of the proposed innovations the chief
are: First, the disbandment of the Manchu
Bdnner Troops, which hitherto have al-
ways constituted a separate organiza-
tion; the abolition of their pensions,

The topographic map of New York State
when completed will include 264 sheeta, of
which 211 have thus far been published,
At the present rate of progress it will be
years before the fifty-three remaining
sheets are brought out, for the surveys upon
which the sheets are are advancing
very slowly. In the coming year, for ex-
ample, it is flanned to complete only two
sheets and to make progress with the sur-
veys for only four other sheets.

Ohio®s topographic survey, on the other
hand, is making rapid headway, because
the State is contributing liberally to the
cost of it. Our Legislature, however, is not
impressed with the need of making any
haste in this matter, and as the Federal
Survey will spend no more of its money to
complete the mapping of New York than
the State itself appropriates, the new sheeta
are not accumulating very fast.

We got along somehow for many years
without a single map that showed our in-
terior cities exactly in their proper places,
It is certain, however, that a first rate,
large scale wall or atlas map of New York
can never be made until the great topo-
graphic map of the State is completed.
The engineers who planned and the con-
tractors who will materialize the Catskill
addition to our city water supply have
found the Catskill sheets a valuable acceas-
sory to their work; and every sheet of the
completed map of the State will be practi-
cally useful.

The Eminent Ephropalian a Plain Yan of
the John Wesley Type.

Too tae Epivor o Tus 8y W I'he
arrival of the Right Hon and Kight Rev
Arthur Foley Winnington-ingram, the one
hundred and tenth HRishop of London,
should be an event of peculiar interest to
churchmen. When the charter which brought
into existence the parish of Trinny Church in
the oty of New York was sigued by Gov-
ernor Fletcher on May &, 1807, the Right. Hon
and Right. Rev. Henry Compton, Bishep of
London, was named as the first rector of
Trinity Church, and now, after a lapse of two
hundred and ten years, Dr. Winnington-In-
gram, who is sixteenth in descent from Bishop
Compton, the first rector of Trinity, will oc-
cupy the pulpit of Ol Trinity Church.

Bishop Compton was a nobleman by birth,
being the youngest son of the Earl of North-
ampton. Inthe davs of Charles 11, he became
a cornet in a regiment of cavalry. He quitted
the Army for the Church and was made Bishop
of Oxford in 1874 and translated the following
vear to London. A courtier, he was in-
trusted with the sducation of two Queens,
the Princess Mary and the Princess Anne
A man of liberal views he wanted to unite
Dissenters with the Established Church. For
his op tion to Romanism he was suspended
from his $ in council and from his dean-
ery in the Chapel Royal, but he lived to offivi-
ate at the consecration of his pupil Mary and
her husband William, and to see his other
royal pupil Queen of England in the person
of Queen Anne, Hoﬁtu to become Arch-
bishopof (‘anterbury his strong claims to the
primacy were twice over,
