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The Renewed Fricadship of England
and Russia.

The confereace which took place at
Marienbad on September 5 between
King EDwaARD VII. and M. IsvoLSKY, the
Russian Minister for Foreign AfMairs, may
truly be said to have set the seal on
the extraordinary change in the rela-
tions of Great Britain and Russia, a
change emBodied in the Anglo-Russian
agresment recently concluded. That
agreement was earnestly desired by
members of the present Liberal Govern-
ment, who have adopted the views advo-
cated thirty yvears ago hy Mr. Grav-
STONE in opposition to those held by
loord BEACONSFIRLD, but without the
hearty concurrence and personal influ-
ence of King EDWARD it could scarcely
have been brought about.

Although as we have formerly pointed
out the text of the Anglo-Russian treaty
signed on August: 21 has not yet been
published officially and will not be until
ratifications have been exchanged, the
substance of it has been made known on
good authority. On its face it fails in |
one respect to correspond with the fore-
capt of its purport which became ocurrent
some time ago. Whatever secret cove-
nant may possibly have been made, the
treaty does not explicitly express acqui-
escence on Britain's part in Russia’s well
known desire to obtain an ice free port
on _the Persian Gulf, The chances of
friction, however, and of eventual col-
lision between the twp signatories in
central Asia are minimized by the neu-
tralization of Tibet and Afghanistan and
by the careful delimitation of their
respective spheres of influence in the
dominions of the Shah, the commercial
exploitation of northern Persia being
reserved to Russia and that of southern
Persia to Britain. It is understood that
nothing is said, nor without offence to
the Sultan ABDUL HaMID could anything
he said, about the Euphrates Valley or
Abe ultimate disposition of any part of
the Ottoman Empire; but as all the great

Powers have been assured
that their interests in the Near East are
not threatened we must infer that the
fuliiment of Germany's wish to control
the projected Euphrtes Valley Railroad
ia nee,to encounter obwuruction.

large part of the world's demand. The
increasing demand stimulates their com-
merce, their production, their general
industry. The expansion of production
and trade aids in the clarification of their
political conditions and tends to make
the improved condition permanent.

Despite the occasional recurrence of
local disturbances the present condition
and the future outlook of Latin America
were never before so generally satisfac-
tory and promising as they now are.
The closer we get to these neighbors,
socially and commercially, the better will
it be for us.

The Winning Race of the Schools,
When the public schools open to-day
41,000 new sittings for pupils will be
will be in the
elementary zrm@n. in which the demand
for accommodation is most pressing.
*Assuming, as experience warrants, that
30,000 more pupils have enrolled this
vear than did last, it appears that about
7.000 nittings will be available for chil-
dren who formerly would have been
forced to enter part time classes. It ia
expected that seats for about 6,000 more
children will be ready before 1908,

The educational authorities hope to
have fewer than 50,000 children in part
time classes when the new buildings and
additions now under construction are
open. This would mean a reduction of
20,000 as compared with 1805. Unfortus
nately, the unqualified promise of “a
seat for every child® has prepared the
public for a better state of affairs, anti
the magnitude of the work accomplished
is likely to be underestimated. To have
reduced the number of part time pupils
by two-sevenths in two years under the
conditions existing in New York is really
a wonderful achievement, The difi-
culties of the situation may be judged
from the fact that to-day the greatest
problem is in Brooklyn and Queens, while
four years ago it lay in Manhattan. The
aschool house must follow the children.
It the children would follow the school
house’' the remedy would be compara-
tively simple.

It is 10 be hoped that when the school
capacity of the city has been hrought
up to the town's needs the educational
experts will not decide, as they may,
that shorter hours of tuition, approxi-
mating the timp now spent in “part time"
classes, are better for pupiles, teachers
and the State.

A Revolver That Firea_Iluminating Bullets.

An Interesting noveity has been introduced
recently in the German military field exer-
cises conducted in the night by certain organ-
isations, namely, the use of a revolver with
lluminating bullets. The weapon has the
goneral appearance of an ordinary army
revolver, but is somewhat larger in calibre as
well as in general dimensions

The bullets after firing become Hlumi-
nating bullets  The discharge is practically
noiseless. the bullet rises 1o ahout 100 yards
and has & range of more than 100 yargs. The
landscape in the vioinity is lit up as bright as
daylight for about half a minute by the bullet,
thus enabling the attacking troops te recon-
noitre effectively and to detect readily the
presence of any hostile troops.

On falling to the ground or on bulldings
these illuminating bullets do not burn or aet
fire to combustible obhisota, and thersfore are
not dangerous to use in localitiea where fires
may prove as disadvantageous to the attack-
ing troops as to the enemy

The Bullettn Commerciel quotes the Belgian Con-
sul at St. Petersburg to the effect that In 1908 the
Russlan raliway system wan increased by 1548
miles, making a total of about 40,000 milea, Since
December 31, 1008, 80 miles more have been opened.
The most important new line is shat from Vologada
to Viatka, 400 miles. The Northern Raliway is now
romplete, hringing St Petersburg into direct com -
munication with the Siberian system. =

Passengers carried in 1008 by the entire Russian
rallway system numbered 135440011, or about
8,000,000 more than in 1808 Goods carried totalled
about 87,000,000 tons, showing the remarkable in-
crease of 5,788,000 tons for the year. The years
total receipis were S580.000000. The largest Ia-
crease ovcurred on the Siberian line--43.3 per cent.
