The big ship did some notable stunts
in the trip she finished officially at 8:05
o'clock yesterday abeam of Sandy Hook
lightehip. She beat the record of the
famous old clipper Dreadnought betweesn
Sandy Mook and Queenstown by ahout
four days and sixteen hours; she inoi-
dentally knocked out all records, steam
or sail, for maiden voyages: also she made
the quickest time ever between a Furopean
port and Sandy Hook. She also beat the
best previous run bet ween Queenstown, or
| more accurately expressing it, Daunt's
Rock and the light vessel off the Hook,
made by the Lucania in October, 1804, of
5 days 7 hours 28 minutes.

The best thing she did from the viewpoint
of the line was to prove that a Cunard
turbine, even though she had many inex-
perienced stokers, could plan a trip of
exactly five days from beginning to-the
finish of an ocean racetrack, and fulfll the
sohedule within a mere matter of fifty-four
minutes. Vernon H. Brown, the Cunard
agent, persistently declared that the Lusi-
tania would plunge across the finish five
days after she passed Daunt's Rock. Capt.
Watt had been instructed to keep within
this schedule. Some hours of fog and storm
and the uncertainty of conditions in the
| stokehole had prevented him from making
the time exactiy, but he hit so near the
mark that he was forgiven readily and even
commended

The time of the Lusitania, as may be
inferred from the foregoing remarks, was
5 days and 34 minutes. She covered 2,78
nautical miles and her daily runs, as re-
corded in her log, were:

Monday, 558, Tuesday, 575; Wednesaday,
570; Thursday, 595; Friday, from the pre
ceding noon to Sandy Hook lightship, 481.
The average speed for the trip was 38.01,
which no ship ever has excelled on an initial
run {rem port to port.

Naturally the officials of the line are
happy. They say that the Lusitania did
all that she was expected to do, and that
somebody had better look out for all the
laurels when she finds herself, which may
be on the next trip to the eastward.
